LICKING/GUERNSEY TOURISM 
ALLIANCE UPDATE 
 
The quarterly meeting of the Licking/ Guernsey 
Tourism Alliance was held at the National Heisey 
Glass Museum on Monday, November 11th.  The 
group started to finalize plans for the proposed 
“Glass Pass.”  The pass will be sold by each county’s 
visitors bureaus and promoted especially to bus and 
tour operators.
