#413 RENAISSANCE — Double Plate Etching

by NEILA BREDEHOFT

Renaissance (413) has the distinct-
ion of having the longest life of any Heisey
etching. It was first preduced circa 1918
and spanned approximately 21 years.
Etched glass in general was enjoying great
popularity at this time, but the popularity
and durability of this etching are extremely
unusual

Renaissance also happens to be the
first in a series of delicate and elaborate
etchings which proved very popular with
the buying public when they were new and
remain popular with collectors today. In
most plate etchings. the design of the etch-
ing is transferred to the glass, the resist is
applied to all areas of the piece not to be
frosted and then the article is immersed in
an acid bath. In the case of Double Plate
etching, such as Renaissance, the design
must be done in two steps. First the back-
ground of the cameo or medallion is lightly
frosted (etched). When this process is

npleted another pattern is placed on the

155 so that the frame and central figure is
centered exactly over the frosted area. The
etching process is repeated with this
second design being etched deeper than
the frosted area. The cost is. of course,
increased but so is the value.

Renaissance also differs from the
better known cameo etchings such as *445
Trojan and #503 Minuet in that the cameos
all contain the same figure. In the case of
Renaissance it appears to be a small
nymph with wings. seated in a swing. The
border s quite elaborate consisting of

urns, rosettes, swags, and pendants. On
most stem pieces the motif is repeated 3
times about the bowl

It would be well for the collector to
learn to recognize this etching since it does
not occur on signed items except for the
major stem line, #3333 Old Glory. All the
sodas, tumblers, jugs, plates and the candy
jar are blown ware and are not signed; so in
this case the Renaissance etching is the
same as a signature

Renaissance is not a difficult etch-
ing to locate, most certainly owing to its
long life. Sets can still be assembled. The
#3946 nappies. the #3800 comport, the
#4291 candy jar and the #5009 Queen Ann
stemware are all more difficult to locate
because of their shorter manufacture
Renaissance was made only in crystal.

TUMBLERS

“A Matched Set — Almost”

by TOM BREDEHOFT

This month we will present a pair of
tumblers which need to be considered to-
gether. They have a very definite family
resemblence. Punty Band, #1220, and
Plain Band, #1225, are the same except for
the presence or absence of the row of punt-
ies on the band about the base of the tumb
ler. The tumbler collector will not have too
difficult a time finding the Punty Band, but
the Plain Band will give him a little more
trouble

Of all the flowers which the A H
Heisey & Co. immortalized in glass, the
Chrysanthemum blossom of the Empress
etching is one of many different plate etch
ings produced by Heisey. The three mast
prominent points of identification for recog
nizing this etching are the large full-blowm
chrysanthemum which forms the focal point
of the design. the elongated scroll maotil
which separates each blossom, and the rib-
bon of lace which bands the design together
I'he etching patiern was enlarged or reduced
in size to fit the size of the item to which it
was applied. The number of pattern seg
ments also varied according to the size of the
piece of glassware. A dinner plate could
have as many as ten flowers and scroll motifs
around its rim while a wine glass had only
two

Empress Etch #447 was used on 65
different pieces of glassware encompassing
15 different pattern numbers. All of these
items are shown in Vogel's Book Il - pages
51 - M4 and in “Lead Blown Glassware™ (a
reprint of original Heisey Catalog *14.B)
pages 58 - 64 All pieces carried the full de
sign of the etching with the exceptions of the
two-handled ndividual nut dish and the
saucer which pairs with the after-dinner cup
These two items do not show the Chrysan.

Table | with this article gives a listing
of pattern numbers and the items within
these patterns which were etched with #447
There are 51 etched items under three major
pattern numbers - #1184 Yeoman - #1229
Octagon - and #3380 Old Dominion stem
ware From these three patterns one could
choose all the essential pieces for an im
pressive table seming.  Table |l shows 14
other items - most of them being accessory
and serving pieces. The Chrysanthemum
etching was primarily applied to Diamond
Optic ware as indicated in the tables. Table |

Empress Etch #4847 was used on
glassware produced in Crystal, Moongleam,
Flamingo, Sahara and Marigold. The stem
ware in Pattern #3380, Old Dominion, with
#3437 etch was produced in a combination of
colors. Examples are a Moongleam or Mari-
gold bowl with a Crystal stem or a Crystal
bowl with a Moongleam stem. Eiched Old
Dominion stems were also produced in solid
colors of Crystal, Flamingo, Sahara and
Marigold

One other Empress etched item was
produced in a combination of colors -- the
#42 Salt or Pepper. One example being a

Crystal bowl with a Moongleam foot

Because of the colors used, the p
duction period for #3447 can be rather closes,
placed from 1926 through 1936, This esti
mate is backed by information gleaned from
old Heisey catalogs. Catalog 3-B that was
issued in 1924 made no mention of the Em-
press etching. Heisey Catalog 14-B, issued
in 1928 shows a complete line of glassware
with the Empress Etching. Thus. allowing
for perhaps a two-year full-line development
period, we have our estimated beginning
date of 1926. Ads illustrating Heisey glass-
ware bearing the Empress etching have
been found in issues of ‘"Good Housekeep-
ing"" magazine - specifically December 1929
and February 1930 and the **China, Glass
and Lamps Journal' issue of November
1929

Heisey price list #16, circa 1935, con
tains prices for Empress etched glassware
Heisey price list 717, circa 1937, makes no
reference to Empress etched items al all;
indicating an end to 7447 in about 1936

Much of Empress Eich 47 s un-
signed But the regalness of the design is
unmistakable and one need only remember
the Chrysanthemum as a beautiful addition
to any table!

STEMS

We'll begin 1977 with a trip back to
the beginning - 1896. Eighty one years ago
Heisey began production and since much
of its early output was for the restaurant
trade we can assume that stemware was a
major ltem. My guess is that most of this
was of a non.descript variety identical to
the production of other restaurant suppl-
jers. This, of course, is pure conjecture
but what we do know for sure is that
#'g 1200 Square in Diamond Point, 1201
Fandange and 1205 Fancy Loop were
among the first of the recognizable pattern

groups

Fandango is accepted as Heisey's
first pattern and it has not been too kind to
the stem collector. I you collect anything
at all, what is it you want 1o be sure 1o in
clude in your collection? A first edition. of
course. and Fandango can be considered as
Heisey's first edition. In stemware Fan
dango was offered only in a wine and a
goblet and neither piece will be easy to
find Let's face it, they've heen imposs.
ible. One set of wines turned up a couple
of years ago which was quickly absorbed by
the few stem collectors around at that time
The goblet has never turned up and is
probably more elusive than tha: other
“never seen’ , the Locket on Chain goblet
At least with L 0.C. | keep hearing rumors
but with Fandango not even a sniff. You
probably won't find Fandango stems and
since they were never made in color you'll
be happy to know that you only have to
worry about not finding them in crystal
{with maybe a little gold decoration)

Don't despair. H you can’t get a

t edition you can always settle for a
«cond edition. Set your sights on #1200
Square in Diamond Point (Cut Block).---
Aha, GOTCHA! If you think Fandango is
tough wait'll you try for this one. The fact
that a wine was even made in this pattern

came to light just a short time ago in the
pages of your Heisey News. This set off 2
stemn hunt which would do Charlie’s Angels
proud. So far no luck but I'm optimistic
After all, we haven't been hunting for this
one as long as we've been hunting for
everything else

Color is a possibility in the Square
and Diamond Point wine because two items
in this pattern were made in custard but
just about all of the custard pieces are of a
later period when some items of this pat-
tern were made for souvenirs. | doubt that
the wine was used for this purpose as one
would have surely turned up already
You'll have to settle for crystal, and red
flashing might be the closest you’ll get to
color In any event when you find that wine
you Tl make Heisey history

Now don't be discouraged. if a first
or second edition seems impossible you can
always jump ahead a few editions and try
for #1205 Fancy Loop Now here's a stem
collector’s dream. Fancy Loop stems are
not too difficult to get hold of and there is a
good selection of stems from which to
choose. more, in fact, than any ather aarly
pattern if you don’t count the colonials. If
we count the two bowl shapes as separate
itemns fcupped and straight] we can collect

from the following two wines, two clarets,

two goblets, cocktails in two sizes, a
sherry. a punch glass and a saucer cham-
pagne

The Fancy Loop wines seem to be
more available than the other pieces and
the saucer champagne hardly ever shows
up. This is the reverse of what we normally
experience in stem collecting. The two
most distinclive pieces are the punch glass
and the sherry. The sherry has a trumpet
shape which sets 1t apart from the other
stems and the punch glass is held up by a
patterned base all its own. Strangely. all

the Fancy Loop stemware is the variant of
this pattern. None of the bowls have the
lsoped design which gave the pattern ils
name

The pieces with cupped bowls are
scarcer than the straight sided pieces. |
don't recall having ever seen the goblet

Emerald was the only color made in
Fancy Loop and you had better be prepared
to pay a heavy premium for it. Both crystal
and emerald can be had with gold decora
tion.

Is #1447 Rococo marked? What
colors was it made in?

Rococo is usually marked. The pla-

tes are marked in the border close to
the center. Colors are crystal, zircon (lime-
light), cobalt (very rare) and sahara. Imp-
erial has made the plate in five colors and
crystal for HCA as convention souvenirs.
Other than that there have been no re-
issues. The #1512 Stippled Rococo plate is
a variant of this pattern

Is Lariat known in color? Is it

signed?

Six experimental black plates are

known in #1540 Lariat. One amber
champagne is known. Pressed stems are
usually or perhaps always unsigned as is
much of the pattern. Blown stemware is
often marked. There was some reissue by
Imperial in crystal only,

& Is #1483 Stanhope known in color?

Stanhope is known in crystal, zircon

and sahara. The only piece | have
seen in sahara is a relish dish. Stemware is
kmown in zircon. A pair of candlesticks,
2 branch, are known in experimental blue.
Not bad!! Stanhope was designed by
Walter Von Nessen of New York City. No
retssue of this pattern known.

& What are the colors for Kohinoos?

a #1488 Kohinoor, which was also de-
signed by Von Nessen, is known in
crystal, sahara and zircon. Some of the
pieces were designed by Carl Cobel who
was working for Von Nessen at the time. It
was copled from the famous diamond. At
least soma of the pieces are signed. There
has been no relssue

The blown stem line carries the
number 4085, The stem pieces with
straight sided bowls are known as Kohi-
nioor but (lared bowl items are in the #4091
Kimberly line. These two have the same
stemn but different bowls. The shape of the
diamond is shown on both stems. They are
beautiful and come with lovely cuttings

You sald once in an article that

a It is true that much Gascony is un-

Both the name and number were
given by Vogel. The plate has not been
seen in any catalog, yet it must have been a
production item since several of them were
found on the west coast. If this piece was
not of such fine, clear glass it could easily
be mistaken for depression glass, since it is
similar to a mold-etched pattern.

If you look to the left of the left leg
of the plate holder you can see a small
arrow which has been drawn in to paint to
the Diamond H in the border

Several other Heisey plates such as
#1425 Victorian and #1447 Hococo are
marked in the rim or border in this manner.
You must look everywhere to find marks on
Heisey glass
