Our patience has been rev.iarded . 
Its not a rumor. not a second ha.net story. not a 
dream but on ~uol live. in 1h.e fl.ah, honest 
togoodness•l60 Locket on Chain GOBLET! !! 
Unfortunately I wasn't the one who.odded it to 
his collection but. happily, this dream-come· 
true belongs to one of our st emfTens. Now 
that doesn' make me any less envious but I 
can 1hink of many pla«s It might have ended 
up which woukt c.au.se me to spit tacks. 

Though it's not a particularly 
beautiful pauem. Locket on Chain is a histori· 
caUy importan1 pauern to Heisey-nuts. When 
J first saw i t l saJd it looked like a wine with a 
glandular condition. I didn't fool anybody. not 
even myself. Holding It In my ho! little hood I 
1hou9h1 II to bt most gorgeous and was struck 
by the clarity of the glass· at least in the bowl 
The s tem and foot is typical of the quality of 
glass we expect to find In locket on Chain bu1 
the bowl Is e:lear. smooth and bnght as we 
expect Heisey 10 be. 

What is most unusual is the con· 
diHon of this goblet. It is absoJutely mint 
which is really surprising for a stem that has 
been knocking around since the turn of the 
cintury. U we could trace its history we would 
pro>ably find that It's been s ining safely In 
so.nc pcucrn gl.>$$ collection oil 1hcsc yeors. 
Tho$e who collect pattern glass consider the 
goblet as the prime collectible in stems and 
the smaller pi.ettS such as wines or cordials 
are less expens ;ve Smart folks!! ! 

Wine 

Heisey made Locket on Chajn from 
1896 10 1910 and though 14 years Is a wry 
long run 1his line is very scarce. Compon_s 
and c.ake salvers seem 10 be more availaible 
than anything cl~ but any find in this pilttem 
bnngs joy because it shows up so rarely. Most 
Locket on Chain wa.s produced in the earlier 
part ol that 14 year span when much cl Hel· 
sey • s business was wi1h the hotel . bar and 
res1aurant lrade and this panern may have 
been an attempt, along with Fancy Loop and 
Fandango. to capture the home market. Of 
these three patterns Fancy Loop was the most 
succe:ssful probably because of Its \l.'t"ight 
advantage. We $Urmise from the scarcity of 
l 0 C. that it was not popular and yet Heisey 
kepi ll in its line at least in part (or 14 years. 
PeThaps it was a beuer seller than we guess 
and the reason it is so hard 10 find Is that It 
was a pattern which was used everybody and 
not presetved In a china cabinet to look pretty. 

Unlike Fandango stems which 
wete only made in crysza l, or Fancy lcq>'s 
whtdl were made in aysral and Emerald, the 
Locket on Chain pattern is known in c:rysta.I. 
Emerald. Vaseline and Opal; ~r. 
any color in this pattern is in the rare cate· 
gory. You might luck onto a piece in Emer-aJd 
but its unlikely that you come across anything, 
let alone a stem . in Vaseline. As for OpaJ •• 
forger it One 1•ble ..:t is known to exist ;>nd 
there·s never been a hint of anythlng else. 
Some L.0.C. is found pain1cd red wlth a gold 
decoration . rm not calling it ruby flashed be· 
cause those rve seen do not have the deep, 

rich . even coloring we associate with ruby 
flashed pieces and brush strokes are evident 
The gold outlines. too. seem to be executed 
rathet sloppily. h 's onli lc:ety that the Helsey 
Co .. wh;ch was proud of its quality, did thi.s 
work. 

Locket on Chain was neve-r marked 
with the Diamond H so study the pattern care· 
fully as similar pallerns might fool you If you 
are hunting without a reference book handy. 

J'm tickled silly that the Lo&et on 
Chain goblet is no longer in ~ .. unseen eate· 
gory." Now I only have to WO<ry about the 
Fandango g<>bl~t •nd the Cut Blc>clc wine (the 
other Hunsee.ns" don't excite me). The photo· 
graph Is compliments of 1he proud owner who 
had his goblet and wine photographed, pro­
cessed and in the mail in a few short hours. 
Congratulations. " Little Stem". 

A ne\UCOmer has come up with 
another "unseen", the low footed '3800 
T cxas Pink and It came wilh an insert to sep· 
ar•1e the grapefruil from the ice. A very love· 
ly piece. He also had three different sherbets 
which used to be in the " unseen" category 
but were amongst the "seen.s'' as soon as the 
Ryan.

Heiwy's pattern 1429 ts a typical 
coloniol type pottern with wide flot ponels, 
sometimes with scallops around the top edge, 
and of simple lines and styles.. This plain· 
ness may ha"" helped establish the name of 
this pattern, namely. " Plain Panel". One of 
the main klentifing features is the sharply 
defined inward angle near the bottom of each 
panel as $hown in the Figures with this article . 
For example, in the large pitc:her, the panel 
surfaces a.re wrtieal about 80~ of the panel 
length mo<ling down from the top. At this 
point the panel surface turns sharply inward 
at about a 37 degree angle afor the rcmoining 
20% of the panel length ending at the bottom 
surface. Besldes the pitcher. l measured the 
angle of _,,1 other pieces. The punch cup 
angle Is 28 degrees, the small nappy angle is 
30 degrHS, and the cruet has the sharpest 
angle, 58 degrees. Jn the ca.st of stemware in 
this pattern, the sharp identiflng angle is in 
the bowl and that portion which is angled 
Inward Is carried on along the stem clear 
through to the bottom of the stem. 

This pattern wu first produced 
around 1910. A patent application for the 
hotel sugar bowl (without a coucr) was liled 
on March 4, 1910. A perspective view of the 
design drawing thot bCCOmpanied the potent 
application Is shown In Figure I. The design 
Inventor was A .J. Sanford, and design p,aitent 
1 40,686 was granted on Mary 10, 1910. Mr. 
Sanford assigned the patent to the A.H. Hei· 
sey & Co .. lnr.. nl Newarl<, Ohio, a Corpora­
tion of West Virginia . 

Four other items in the 1 429 pal· 

tom wore dt$1gn p1tentod in 1913, namely, 
the crushed fruit jar and cover ·· design patent 
1 43,437 doted 1n113, the 
tumbler ·· potent 143, 703 dated 3/11/ 13, the 
salt shaker · potent 1 43,781 dated 4/1/13 and 
the cruet · potent 1 43,853 dated 4/LS/ 13. The 
patent drawlngs are shown in Figures 2 10 5 
respec:Uwfy. All 4 were patented by A.J. 
Sanford. While: the first patent In this pattern 
pictured only the sugar bowl, that potent date 
of 5/10/ 10 was also used on the creamer, the 
three pint pitcher and the individual salt, the 
patent date being around the Diamond H 
trademarlc Impressed in the glass. The •429 
potented salt shaker "28 has a ._ial design 
feature which will be the subject of another 
article. 

Moot of the produc:ed Items in the 
Pia.in PaMl pattern line are shown in Vogel II , 
pages 64, 65, 66 and 152. A total of 35 items 
were made which Included 12 nappies and

treys of various sins and shapes, 4 siu:s of 
iu!I> and 3 stvles of punch bowls. Tha pottem 
line did not have a four plece table set, onty a 
hotel cream and c:ove:red sugar. There were 
four stemware items: a 7 oz. !!Oblet, a 5 oz. 
egg glass, a 4 oz. sherbet and a porfait. The 
lndi~ual salt dip ls footed. There \W:re three 
styles of salt and pepper shakero in the 1 429 
pottem. The first stvle is numbered 1 and 3 
shown in V.ll,p. 66. The second style ls num· 
bored 28 that a potent 143,781 prevWsly 
mentioned. The third style Is numbered 29 
and 30. Number 28, 29 and 30 SIP shakers 
are pictured in the Heisey News of June 1975. 
page 11, which is a copy of one of the pages 
frcm Heisey catalog '75 dated 1913. All the 
pieces except the stemw1Jre, the footed sa1t 
and the cruet have a star design in the bottom 
and are ground and polished on the bo<tcm. 

Identical Heisey ads in the Octo­
ber 1913 issues of the Ladies Home Journal, 
page: 95. and the Woman Hom4? ~nion. 
page 41, pictured a 1429 5oz. egg glass. The 
pattern number and the ttem name were in the 
ad. bu1 not the pattern name. ldentk.al He.i· 
sey ads in the December 1913 issues of the 
LHJ, poge 73, and the WHC, page 30, pldur· 
ed the 1429 Oil (cruet). the 3 pl. jug and the 
s· nappy. Again, the 1429 a nd the Item 
names 1.Wre in the ad. but not the pattern 
name. The A.H. Heiuy & Co. did not give a 
name to this pattern as they also did OOI for 
many other patterns. They essent!ally worl<ed 
uta an clS!)iQn~d pattem number whkh. in thi$ 
c-ase, was 1429 for this design. This pattern 
was named Plain Panel by Mr. Vogel while 
he was doing his research on Heisey glass· 
ware and as he was preparing his four books 
on Helsey glzis.sware. 

All the Items In the Plain Panel 
pattern 1 429 were lisred In Helsey price list 
'206 dated 1922. Produc:tion of 1he pattern 
ended around 1925. lte:ms in this pattern have 
bttn found only in crystal and are ahNays 
signed. The cruet has a blown bottom so the 
Diamond H is on the neck. Hazel Atlas and 
"""<>Iller glass compony made salt and pep· 
per shakers similar In design to the number 29 
and 30 SIP In this pattern, so always look for 
the Diamond H on the side of this style of 
SIP shakers.
