Nol one person has mentioned 
this to a m«tnbu ol the acquisition commit· 
ttt though • few rumbles have been heard 
second hand Hol.t.--ever. several people have 
said to memt>eTs of the commiuee that they 
would not have bid Against them d they had 
known they ~ bidding. The axnmittff 
does not w•nt this because It is noc all fair 
to the consignee who deserves all he can get 
for his glass. Neither is it fa ir to the bidders. 

Whm the committee bids It Is 
doing so f0< the 260().plus members ol HCA 
and their museum. If It Is unable to bid on 
rare items when they are offt:red at auction 
then HCA may be deprived ol such items for 
the museum. If~ can 'I buy rare ite:ms then 
why have a museum ot all? A few people 
will sell only '" auction because rhey don ·1 
know how much to c:hatge In !hose COMS. 

then. the muswm's only opportunity Is 10 
buy them at auction~ 

In year"s pasl bidders have often 
had opposition from at lea$t nNO buyers for 
private museums and ccnalnty no one e-oulcl 
qvestion the ptopciety of thoH bids. 

The .-nbers of the acquisition 
c:ommill« are all .. advanced oollectors .. 
also and would like 10 bid on some of the 
raritie.s. HCl'<NCVCr, since HCA does ou.rn o 
mUMUm it $tttnS ro them that they must put 

the muwum ahead ol the Individual coiled· 
O<. including themselves. 

Out of 757 lots offered the mus· 
eum bought 13. Several Items went lower 
than anticipated. SO<ne went higher and 
t.1.-e.re no( bough1 , and in one or two caMS 

more was spent than originally antiOpat<d. 
There were two reasons for 1hl1. One was 
because the prices on some were lower and 
some Items were noc: boug.hl plus dw fact 
lhat some voling membe:rs en«>uraged us to 
bid,,_. because they felt the l1ems belong­
ed in the: museum.

So many real rarities haw 
already gone Into private collections and 
may neve:r aga in be avaalablc to the mus· 
eum. lhere rea lly is not much point in hav· 
Ing a museum wilhout rarities In it. The 
commoner 11ems a.re needed to, ot course.

Coronation may have been 
named for the coronotion of Edward VIII, the 
king who never was. Coronation was new in 
the middle of 1935 ond King George V of 
Gre•t Brlt•ln died In January of 1936. Pos· 
sibly the new Heisey bar line hbd no1 been 
named and was then given status by assoc· 
iating it with the forth·corning coronation of 
a very popular heir to the British throne . If 
not ex~tly as happened. the coincidence in 
timing is unusual. 

There is no true tumbler in this 
barwilre line: I guess water is one thing you 
don't need 8 ounces of at a bar. $0 we have 
things like slim Jim 's and toddies and old 
fashioned. If you're a purist you'll have to 
ignore thia line, but those of us who can't 
resist collecting sodas along with tumblers 
ca n find quite a variety in Coronation. Not 
only is there a variety of slzes. but also a 
great variety of decorations. One uample of 
each decoration would keep a collec1or look· 
Ing for many a moon. 

The earliest ad I have seen for 
Coronation May (1935) st:ates •• ..... new bev· 
er age glasses. with a double-thick band near 
the base ensuring• firm grip for the fingers. 
Urved. cut or plain.'' The ad illustrates five 
pieces of Cxonation with 1603 Sandelin<> 
etching. 

A few examples of Coronation in 
dawn with xreen optic are known to exist. 
but must be regzirded a.s experimental. 
There Is doubl thal they were ever placed on 
the market. Screen optic is an unusual optic
