These patterns were written about
in Helsey News, Vol. IV, #2, page 5.
Since we have new material | am writing
an update on it. Before the comect name
was known the pattern was referred to as
*Reverse Ess® and sometimes as "5 Re-
peal.® However, since we do know the
correct nams it would be well to change it
in your other reference sources to the
correct name. N vou feel you must use
Reverse Ess it should be put in paren-
theses after the REAL name which is
Athena. HCA has also given names
which we have had to change when we
learned the true ones

As stated in my earlier article, |
had known about the Montgomery pat-
tern for several years, and, in fact had a
crimped bowl and champagne before
there was any authentication for it. Our
first pictures came from club members
who sent us pages from Montgomery
Ward catalogs showing it and also from a
donated catalog, for this pattern was
made exclusively for the Montgomery
Ward Company. We had been able to
date it to the mid-forties from these cat
alogs

In the catalogs it said that Athena
was a pattern created by Wards Bureau
of Design. However many of the items
are identical to the same item in #1541
Lariat with the exception of the border of
*esses” which replaced the loops of rope
on Lariat. So if Wards designed anything
it must have been the border

In the mass of new information
which we have received in the past six or
eight months we have several listings for
#1541, the pressed ware, and 5041, the
blown ware, starting as early as 1943
The heading on most of the pages is
#1541 or #5041 Athena

A listing dated B/25/43 is headed
“Montgomery Ward”® and has the follow-
ing items

Athena for cutting. We were told that if
they did they bought it from Montgomery
Ward. Information from this file gave a
list of items which Heisey sold to the cut-
ting company. This list includes a hurri-
cane light block not previously mention-
ed. Betty Regan of California gave the
museurn a pair of these in 1976. Unfor-
tunately we do not have the #4061 globes
that went with them. There is a light cut-
ting on these. In a trade magazine dated
December. 1948 we found the following

Two new lines were displayed by
the A _H. Heisey & Co. of Newark, Ohio al
the Glass Exhibition held in January 1923
at Pittsburgh. Pa. One of the new lines
was 407 Coarse Rib. Reference was only
made by number to pattern *407 as the
name Coarse Rib was selected by C
Vogel in the late 1960°s when he was pre
paring his books. As described in the
January 22, 1923 and again in the Janu
ary 14, 1929 issues of China, Glass &
Lamps Journal, a complete line of table
was offered in this new pattern. Thus,
production of the Coarse Rib pattérn
started in 1922

The A H. Heisey Company held
three US design patents for the coarse rib
pattern. Applications for the three pat
ents were filed in March 1923 by Edgar
Wilson Heisey. Patent #66,630 for a plate
was granted on Feb. 17, 1925, patent
#g5 853 for the rounded-side nappy was
granted on March 24, 1925 and patent
#72.064 for the high-footed jelly or com-
pote was granted on Feb. 22, 1927. The
design drawings that accompanied the
patent applications are shown in Figures
1. 1l and 11l with this article

The predominant feature of the
coarse 1ib design is the rib effect. The
China, Glass & lamps Journal described
the design as a narrow pillar flute effect
Each pillar or rib has a convex or cutward
rounded surface, thus producing a sur-
face design which could best be described
like logs placed side by side. The ribs are
smaller and not as bold or thick as those
found in #1503 Crystolite. Study of the
Heisey catalogs indicates that all items in
the coarse rib pattern have ground bot-
toms with the exception of about 13 ple-
ces, namely, the footed items, stemware,
tankard, jugs and cruet.

There was a total of about 57 items
in the coarse rib pattern line. Most are
shown in Vogel 11, pages 87 to 90. There
were 12 items in #4306 and 45 items in
#8307 The #4806 items consisted of a tum-
bler. two sizes of soda, seven sizes of
nappies and a motel cream and covered
sugar set. *407 included many various
items. For the stemware collectors, the
three stemware items in coarse rib are an
B oz. goblet, a 5% oz. saucer champagne
and a 6% oz. sherbet.

The rib design carries through to
the top edge on just about all the items in
the pattern except 12 which have a plain
band around the top edge. The 12 items
are the tumbler, the two sodas and the
sugar and cream set in *306 and the
cruet, the three stermware and the three
jugs in #407, There are two distanct feat
ures which differentiate and identify the
twelve #406 pleces from the #407 pieces
The tumbler, two sodas and the hotel
cream and sugar in the #406 line have the

Besides crystal. coarse rib was
made in at least three colors; Flamingo.
Moongleam and Hawthorne Typical
coarse rib itemns that are seen in color are
plates of several slees, sugar and cream
sets, footed jellies, goblets, lemon dish
and small nappies. The 6" pickle, the 9
and 12° celeries and the covered mustard
are also seen in a flashed or stained color

done by the Heisey Company. Because
