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The Making of a President

Louise Ream , President ol The Hel · 

sey Collectors of America. Inc. is a mem· 
ber of a rapidly vanishing species · a 
collector of the purest sort. She and her 
husband , Russ. began collecting in the 
19SO's. visihng existing glM.$ fac1ories · 
Fenton. Imperial. Westmorellind. Bien· 
ko. Pilgrirn aod Rainbow. One d..y while 
living in Reynoldsburg, Ohio. Louise read 
an ad in •n.e Columbus Oispaitch• ann· 
ouncing the olliciol dosing of the A.H. 
Heisey Company of Newark. Ohio and 
nored that the factory conscc;uently would 
be having their remaining glass for sale 
to the general public. They li1erally 
jumped into their car and a whole new 
world ~-as opened to Louise Williams 
Ream upon the acquisition oi her first 
piece of Heisey. Her interest in her num· 
ber one hobby · gardening • began to 
wane and her enthusiasm shifted Into 
high gear on the Diamond "H" trail. 
Many trips v..~re subsequendy made to 
the Heisey pla,nt with Louise and Kuss 
buying what they feh they could offord. 
Every weekend when Russ was 001 at his 
Job with the Kinnear Corporation, the 
family auto could be seen heading east· 
ward in the direction o( Newark on Satur· 
day morning and later on to shot.vs. auc· 
1ions and more sho~ always 1n seatch of 
the glass which now had Louise totally 
mesmerized. The woman who had here· 
1ofore been active In the PT A as Mother 
of Phyllis ond Roger. Grandmother of 
three (and later of five). and columnlst for 
the Reynoldsburg weekly news;>aper . 
was undergoing & draslic change. 

In 1969 a group of avid Helsey coll· 
ectors from the Newark, OhK> area me1 
and organized the Nel.A.•ark Heisey Coll· 
ectors Club and the second year Louise 
was elect ed president . Jn the first year 
the club put on a d ispU.y of Heiwy g lass 

At the Buckingham House in Newark 
for the Ldung County H1s1oncaf Society. 
In 19i l rhe club put on another display 
and added an antique show. again In con· 
Junc1lon with the Historical Society and 
also the Land of Legend Festt'-•al Com· 
miuee. A convention had been pl.llnned 
wi1h a national Helsey Ctub bawd in Cal­
ifornia and when the California group 
backed out the Newark club proceeded 
with the plan them.selves. The show was 
held at the Central Elementary School on 
Main st. and at the clo54 of the $how 1he 
members of the Newark club he1d a meet· 
Ing and voc:ed to Initiate a new Naliona1 

club. On October 15. 1971. 1he Heisey 
Collectors of America was born. Louise 
was elected president at the outset and 
the twenty members of the Newark club 
became the first board of directors. Sim· 
uha.neously Louise became editor of Hei· 
sey News with January 25. 1972 as the 
first publishing date. 

The writer met Louise ond RUM as 
exhibitors at the Swan Street Flea Market 
In Columbus. Ohio ooe Saturday morning 
in the spring of 1971. By 1hls time rhe 
Reams had acquired so much glass that 
they decided 10 obtain an Ohio Vendor's 
license to sell some of 1heir Heisey and 
excess glass generally Louise. learning 
of my interest. asked if I might be in:er· 
ested in exhibiting at the Heisey Show 
The following year when I did exhibit. I 
wos amazed 10 watch this human d~'rulmo 
in action. Her kl'lO'IN'ledge of Heisey 
which had advanc<d way beyond any· 
one·s and her organizational ability \A.'ere 
almos1 beyond belief. The four d..ys of 
Sn()IN. display. seminars, banquet etc. 
\l.'ere simply dazzling to me and 10 every· 
one who had had the good fortune 10 ha, .. 
been patt of this dehghtful experieOGe 

Louise and Russ became Involved m 
The Washington Court House Flea Mar· 
ket and 1he one held fn MansfiekJ as •.-,:ell 
as douig n\any ~"S. Everyone l.A.'M anx· 
IOUS to mee1 and to converse with the 
woman whose knowledge was constantly 
expanding on the sub)eCt o( Heisey Gla.ss 
More and more Individuals Joined rhe 
He1sey Collec1ors of America.. Inc 
Everywhere Louise went she imparted 
Heisey knowledge and shared her •dis· 
CC)'..->eries• unselfishly. 

As H.C.A. grew and rhe job demand· 
ed more auention, Louise decided to 
close her liule shop enabling her to d•· 
vote more totatly volunteer time to the 
club whoso &ctivilies had become so v•r· 
fed. all hinging on Heisey in one fastuon 
or another 

In July of 1973 the Heisey Collectors 
or America was offered the original Sam· 
uel Dennis King home to use as a mus. 
eum with the shpulatton that 1hey 91ve 
their answer within f\l,,'O weeks since the 
house was to be torn down so that con· 
struction could begin ror a Sheraton Inn 
on t~t site. It had to be moved just as 
quickly as possible. The house was 
moved In the allotted period with th.s tosk 
under the supervision of Sam Scltnaidt. 
an ambitious and hard working member. 

With Louise as. president, the club 

undertook great fund rai!iing projects to 
pay (or an extensive restoration of the 
house. In the rneantime Louise and 
others viewed collections ifl order to se· 
lect a great variety of g.lass to be displey· 
ed in the many cases in the museum 
which ~·as rapidly laking shape under the 
competenr hond of Bob Shomaker. So. 
with bea utiful cabinets filled with •l)drk­
ling Helsey glass 1he museum opened on 
~ptember 15. 1974 and in June of 1975 
was formalty dedicated. W11h tears 
abounding. the "Impossible Dream• had 
been realized 

This living legend who '4'as born in 
Powell. Ohio attended Pcw•ell and Orange 
T ownsh1p Schools. graduated from Wilhs 
High School'" D<>laware. Ohio and sub· 
sequenr{y mov-ed to Wor1h~ng1on. Ohio. 
Russell Ream. a neighbor. became 
enamored with Louise W1lllams o)nd 
made such a designation 10 her sister 
Ru1h (now Ruth Perloff) and after 1he 
usual cooning )X!riod . marrted Louise. 
Mos t of tMir c:hild raising ~-ears were 
spent in Columbus and Re\r>OOldsburg. 
Ohio and aher Russ' retnement from 
Kinnear ManufbC1uring Co as Foundry 
Superintendent. they moved 10 Newark, 
h1 November of 1974 where they still live 
surrounded by Louise and Russ·s prized 
collechon o! Heisey Glass 

Louise's •home away from home" 
has changed a hule since HCA·s acquisi· 
rion of the house next door 101he museum 
\vhich OOUJ houses The Administrative 
Offices of The I teisey Collecrors of 
America. Inc. Upstairs on almost any day 
1n 1he u.-eek. a1 a desk facing south. one 
can see '4"here the editor of •HeiJ:tey 
News• and the Presiden1 oi HCA now 
•Jives• W1th the usual self-dedication. 
in a hnle olhce Louise does a big JOb for 
all Heisey collectors. 1-laVlng also co· 
authored "'lhc Encyclopecha of GI.ass" 
E1chlngs and Carvings. wnh Nella and 
Tom Bredehoft, rhey are currently work· 
ing on a bock of Heisey cunings · all to 
make hfe more enjoyable and exciting for 
rhose of us u.:ho are Heisey lo\..-ers.

An interes1ing water set is 1he 1 517 

jug with the • t97 rumbler. This set was 
one of longer life items nlllde by the Hel· 
sey Company. The jug & rumbler ser first 
appeared in Heisey catalog 76, circa 
1915. and was still a va ilable in Heisey' s 
la s t catalog 33 when the plan! closed in 
1957. Thus. the producli0<1 life for this 
particular water se1 was abou1 43 years . 
The jug and tumbler were aJways shown 
together or side by side in the many Hei· 
seycaralogsberween 1915and 1957. The 
jug could be purc.hased as pan of a set or 
separately A few times the 1 197 tumbler 
was shown separately with other tum · 
biers . 

A Heisey ad in the August 1915 Issue 
of rhe I.aches Home Journal referred 10 

rhis ser as the •517 Boudoir Jug & Tum· 
bier A copy of that ad is shown with this 
ar11cle As the ad describes. 1he •197 
tumbler fits into the top o! the •517 JUS to 
preven1 a ir with its dust and dirt from 
reaching the ""'ater. 

Lei"s first look ar rhe 1ug Ir was 
made by blow molding. In other words. 
rhe 1ug was blown and was formed by 
blowing rhe hor glass inside a mold 10 rhe 
shape of the mold . Bec;ause i1 was blown. 
the bottom of the jug does not contain a 
typical Heisey s1ar but i.s a plbin bottom . 
For rhe same reason. the jug is also not 
marked with a diamond H. ln He.isey cat· 

•Sl7 . Quart 
with • 197 Tumbler flned In Top 

alog 3-B. circa 1924. a Heisey star bottom 
was dubbed into the picture of the 1517 
jug In error. · The urly catalogs refer to 
a ground bottom. Later It tippea.rs that 
only the ponril was ground and polished. 

1ne jug first ca:ne In two sizes: quart 
and half gallon. ~quan size was short· 
er and had a smaller diameter at the base 
when compared to the half gallon jug. 
H<>'IWe'Ver, the neck and spout were the 
same for boch sizes as the • 197 tumbler 
fit into the top of either size. Heisey stop· 
ped producing the half gallon size some· 
ri~ .around 1930. 

The one quarr jug Is 5 3/ 4 • tall and 
5• in diameter at the base. The neck that 
receives rhe •197 l\lmbler has a 2 3/ 4" 
1ns1de diameter and a s1raight length of 
2 1/ 4". The half gallon jug is 7" rail and 
6 • in diameter at the base. Similarly. the 
r.ec:k that recei\l'es the tumbler has a 
2 3/ 4 • inside diameter and a straight 
lengrh of 2 1/ 2' The JU9 handles v..-ere 
applied for both sizes 

In Hei><y cotolog 211-16, circo 1935. 
and in caralog 212-67. circa 1937; the jug 
wa.s offered in wide optic as wE"ll as plain. 
The wide oplic WM dropped sometime in 
rhe early 1940"s. 

The tumbler is a plain, ordinary rum· 
bier except for the heavy rib a round ii 
that prevents it from falling inro the jug 
when placed inside rhe neck of rhe Jug. 
The rumbler is 31/2" tall by 2 1/2" in dia· 
meter. The heavy rib around the tumbler 
is about 1/8" wide by 1/4" rhick, and is 
Jocared abour I 3/ 8" above the base of the 
tumbler. There iS an 18 point star in the 
base of the tumbler and it has a polished 
bonom rim . The tumbler is signed with a 
large diamond H on the inside bottom. 
There is a 1/ 16• clear-anoe for the tumbler 
10 fit into rhe neck of the jug. The owrall 
height of the water sets when the tum· 
biers are placed in the jugs are 7• for the 
1 qt . jug and 8 1/4" fo<rhe l/2gallon jug. 

The jug and tumbler were made in 
crystal only. The jug and rumbler have 
large plain surfaces very suitable for 
etchings. cuttings or other decorations. 
However, only the 1 499 Good Mor-ning 
etching was used on the 1 517 Jug. · Four 
Heisey cuttings were used on 1he 1 517· 
197 ser: • 679 Windsor. •693 Cloi51er.
