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T. Clarence Heisey 1882-1967 
Picture on Cover

Clarence Heisey was born on Nov· 

ember 4. 1882 In ldlewood. Pa .• just out· 
side of Pinsburgh . He was the youngest 
of six children and the third son of Susan 
and Augusrus H . Heisey. At the time o( 

his birth. his father was co-owner of the 
George Duncan & Sons Glass Company in 
Pittsburgh Hi' initi(ll name w11.s Qnly 
Clarence Heisey and Thomas was added 
to his name sometime in the early 1900·s. 

Clarence completed his high school 
educadon at the Mt. Pleasant Military 
Academy in Ossining. New York. He re· 
ceived a Bachelor of Science degree in 
Chemistry irom Amherst College. Am· 
herst. Mass. In 1908 at the age of 25. 
While at Amherst. he was active in the 
Psi Upsilon Fraternity. the Cotillion Club. 
the Archangels Luncheon Club, and was 
a member of the football squad . He had a 
s trong Interest in his college and attend· 
ed many of his c lass reun;ons. He was 
active on 1he: corporate board o( his frat· 
ernity for many ~rs. 

'fhe Heisey family moved lo Newark. 
Ohio around 1898 when Clarence was at 
the age of 16. His mother, Susan, and his 
sister. Mary, were in Arizona for about 
two years 0 899 and 1900) because Mary 
hod TB. Indications are that he may have 
been with his mother In Arizona for the 
approximate 2 year period, thus delaying 
his educational plans for the 2 years. 
Clarence had his own horse while in Ariz· 
ona which led to his later ln1e:rest In 
horses. 

He was a first lieutenant In the Ohio 
National Guard and served as Battalion 
Adjutant fTom 1902 till 1908. 

Clarftlee began working at the A.H. 
Haisey G!Ms Company In 1908 aft•r his 
graduation. The four Heisey$; Augustus· 
his father. George Duncan·his older bro· 
ther and Edgar Wilson-his next brother, 
were all with the firm at this time. Geo· 
rge was President of the Hebey Compony 
till 1918 when he left the Company. Aug. 
u.stus passed away in 1922 and his son. 
Edgar Wilson Helsey was President unlil 
his death in 1942. T. Clarence then took 
over and was President till the plant dos­
ed in late 1957. He spent his total career 
with the A.H. Helsey Company. 

T. Clarence met Anne Augusta Davis 
in Newark. Ohio and they were mairried 
on October?, 1912. They had two child• 
ren Thomas C.,Jr. (Tim) and Mary. Tim 
was born on June 6, 1918 and Mary was 
born on May 17, 1923: both in Newark, 
Ohio. They purchased their residence on 
Granville Road In 1916and Anne and Tim 
s till reside there. 

Tim went to the same college as his 
father, T.Clarence. where he a lso major­
ed in Chemistry and was also a member 
of the Psi Upsilon fraternity. 

During the period when Edgar 
Wilson and T.Clarence were running the 
Heisey Company (circa 1920 to 1942). 
Edg~r WM rnllinly interested in glan 
technology and T.Clarence was mainly 
interested in glassware design and pat­
tern line makeup. Clarence liked to get 
out In the sales field to see how things 
were going. On OCQSk>n he would visit 
the purchasing agentS of several of Hel· 
sey's large accounts in the larger cities to 
ger their comments on <::urrent pattern 
lines. items within a pattern line and 
ideas of future interest. 

Clarence was responsible for the fil· 
ing of over 80 US design patents. ' His 
first patent was •42.665 granted on May 
I , 1912 for the '393 Narrow Flute pitcher 
and his last design patent was •169,314 
granted September 13. 1953 for a bowl 
similar to the 1 1632 Lodestar design. He 
held 8 design patent$ for various i tems in 
the '411 Rib & Panel pattern granted in 
1923. 8 for various item$ in Crystolite 
•1503granted In 1939. 7 for various items 
In Whirlpool • 1506 granted In 1939 and 
12 for variOU$ items in Waverly granted 
in 1948 to 1950. 

He was a lso responsible foe the de­
sign of the first few Heisey animals in the 
late 1930's and early 194-0's. Because of 
his interest in horses. he was responsible 
foe the production of the horse head book· 
ends and some ol the horse related an· 
1""'1s. He filed and was gront•d a dtaign 
patent for the standing pony on May Z7, 
ICM!. 

The A.H. Heisey Company was ,...,11 
known for its fine glassware and for its 
quality patterns. Clarence was person· 
ally invited by the Czechoslovakian 
Chamber of Commerce to represent the 
Ame:rican Glassware AS50Ciation at its 
Annual Fair In 1955. I'm told that he h6d 
some difficulty gelting his passpon for 
this trip as they cculd not find a record of 
hlsbinh In 1992 in the Pittsburgh, Pa. re· 
cords. He flew OYeT to Europe and ea.me 
back via the Queen Mary. This was 
T.C. 's first time to fly in an airplane. 

James Duncan, II of the Duncan/ 
Miller Glass Company In Washington, 
Pa. was a cousin to T .C. , and I under· 
stand that he stopped by In Newark and 
visited several times. The Late Carl 
Gutskl, a past President of the Imperial 
Glass Co. , was also a good friend. 

As a civic leader. Clarence had been 

Director. President, Vice President, Dele · 
gate and member of various organiza­
tions and clubs . These affll!ations Inc· 
lude the Newark Board of Trode, Ohio 
Chamber of Commerce, American Pro­
tective Tariff League, Restoration Com· 
mlttee of the first American Glass Plant 
at Ja.tnQStQW!l, Vlrginio, IN Symposiorch 
Club, Queen City Club, Moundbuilders 
Country Club, Buckeye Lake Yacht Club 
and the Columbus Club. 

Clarence was active on the Board of 
Directors of the Ohio National life Ins· 
urance Co. of Cincinnati, Ohio from 1922. 
Besides serving on the Board for 45 
years. he was also a member of their Exe­
cutive Finance Committee from 1930. 

Another of Clarence's interests was 
horses. He was the Director of

0

the Amer· 
lean Horse Shows Association for thirty· 
five years. He was a recognized Senior 
Saddle Horse Show Judge and was reg· 
istered with the A.H.S.A. He did most of 
his show horse judging in the 1930's and 
194-0's. He was also a member ol the 
American Soddle Horse Breeders Assoc· 
iation. 

As well as Clarence. Edgar Wilson 
had several horses. These were orig.in· 
oily stabled In a barn behind the Helsey 
plant. Clarence's interest was in show 
horses, and he had show horses with 
names like Shadow, Ghost, Sandy and 
Marigold. His best show horse was 
named Roxanna H. Peavine. This pan· 
icular show horse won some big stakes for 
T.C. at the Atlantic City Horse Show of 
1932. Another fine show horse ~f T.C.'s 
that he bwght for his ..,., Tlm was named 
Gocxlne:ss Gracious. ·· This mare also 

won • fin;t place at one of tht Atlantic 
City horse shows In the mid 1930's. Tlm 
is shown sitting on Goodness Gracious on 
the COYer of the Helsey News for Feb· 
ruary 1978 and on page 13 of the May 
1m1ssu • . 

T.C. died of a heart attack on Oct· 
ober 16, 1967 In Newark, Ohio at the age 
of 85. He and his wife had just celebrated 
their 5Sth wedding anniversary. He Is 
buried at the Cedar Hiii Cemetary in 
Newark. Anne will be 92 this year, and Is 
an hononuy member of the Heisey Col· 
l~tors of America, Inc . HJs son 4nd dau· 
ghter. Tim and Mary Heisey Men Ill are 
also hononuy members.

HEISEY DECORATIONS 
by N EILA BREDEHOFT 

E21rly Heisey e1chings are somewhat 
poorly documented and evuy new tidbit 
of lnformatin is eagerly added to informa· 
Hon "°"" known. This column may be 
.somewhat disorganized and cover a wider 
variety of etchings than usual, but I will 
attempt to acquaint you with some small 
odd bits of Information which have come 
to light about some of the earliest Heisey 
e1chings. 

A rather tantalizing letter dated June 
1, 1915, was found which lists several 
items to be etched but does not elaborate 
on pattern or number. To quote: 

" Mr. Balda 
Etching Department 

Dear Sir: 
We have elected to have you make 
first, the plates for the following art· 
icles: 

Baskets 
Plain pitchers · Plain Blown 
Candlw'icks 
!Avender Jars. l's352 .• S. 10, 14 oz 
!AvenderJars. •'s352, 7, 11 , 16oz 
•'s 354, 355, USS Hotel Sugars & 
Creams 
Portable sluides plain and etched 
Sandwich plates 
• ·s 1125& 1150, 6'h' . 7',8' plates 

This will keep you busy for some time. 
Respectfully yours, 

A. H. Heisey" 

While I can't be positive that the 
etchings refe:ned to are Heisey's first, 
they must certainly be some of the ear· 
llest. The lener indicates that Helsey at 
least produced etching designs (probably 
a modest selection) for each of these 
items. Probably all the5e Items had at 
least one etc'hin9 d%ign c;>-r more approv· 
ed for production. These etchings are 
probably Included in the large number 
gaps we have from 300 to 349 for early 
plate etchings. 

As to what most of the etchings look 
like except for those on baskets remains a 
mystery. Only• few etchings on candle· 
sticks and sugar$ and creamers are now 
known. As for the blown pitchers. these 
may be the etchings we already know 
which have these pitchers as part of their 
line, or they may be ent1rely different 
ones. I do not know of Dny ttch\ngs on 
the partable shades excepting the all-over 
frosted, which of course did not re:qulre a 
design plate. Some of these etchings may 
forever remain a mystery but \l..'e: can al· 
ways hope more Information may come to 
light In the future. 
The~ etchings referred to must 

certainly Include "9004 IRIS" on the -354 
WIDE FLAT Pl.ANEL Cream and sugar; 
the ROSETIE BAND' on the •47 candle· 
stick and the "9006 CAIRO" en the •21 
candlestick. 

The basket etchings referred to 
must in elude: 

"336 ROSETIE BAND" on •465 Re· 
cessed Panel 7, 8, 9' Baskets 

'349 MARGARET" on •465 Recessed 
Panel 7, 8 , 9' baskets. This Is a 
water lily motif. 

•350 7 350/ l MUMS· on the •458 bas· 
ket. The differen<A! between these 
two etchings is not in design, but 
which partions of the basket were 
etched . 1350 was etched on the sides 
and end panels while the "350/ 1 was 
etched only on the sides (the broad 
portions to which the handle Is 
secured). 

"351 MUMS" on the 459 7 & 8" baskets 
"352 ANNE· on the 459 7 & 8" bukets 
'353 SUSAN · on the 459 7 & 8' basket 
•350/ 1 & 351 MUMS · were also etched 

on the •4198 8,10.12. and 14' vases. 
'353 SUSAN ' was also etched on the 
• 41918,lOand 12' vases.

Imagine my surprise when reviewing 

the patterns which have been WTitten up 
in Heisey News in the past seven years to 
find that •433 was not among them. Since 
1his has always been one of the more pop· 
ular Heisey patterns ( am going to 
remedy that at once. 

Mr. Vogel has said that "Grecian 
Border'' was th.e factory name (or 1 433 
ond I havt no quarrel wilh 1hat . However. 
in all c.ata~s rt is listed as only •433 and 
43Jlh . Most dealers and colltttors refer 
10 it as Greek Key but either name will 
do. Many other companies had used a 
Greek Key -notif d1KJ prubcibly called it 
that so perhaps Heisey preferred to call 
theirs by another name. Whkhever you 
call il it is cenalnly the most popular of 
Heisey's pressed patterns of the colonial 
period. 

Approximately J 70 items were 
made. all in ~vy. beautiful crystal. very 
well finished with full ground bottoms a s 
we have come to expect of glass of the 
period. Items are plainly marked for the 
most part with the possible exception of 
cruetsan.d water bottle$. ~1en in pa,rticu· 
Jar are very food of the massive style of 
'433 and 1he Greek Key design inspired 
by Grecian architecture. Nearly every· 
thing which could be made in a Jine of 
glassware WAS and a few of the early 
items were patented. 

The beginning date was Circa 191 I. 
By the time of catalog 109 (1928) only lour 
rypes of sherbets. 2 and 3 quar1 crushed 
fruit jars. fooced banana split dish, hotel 
ice tub and cover, punch bou.rl and base. 
punch cups and 21 •buffet plate remained 
in t~• line. By the time of the 212-17 cat· 
alog In 1937 only the la~t three lt'?-ms wie:rf 
offered. 

l'lote that the "k•y• • ', of th• dasign 
goto the right and are indented , not rais· 
ed frcrn the surface. Anot.heT company 
made sherbets. at least. which are almost 
Identical in shape but the key go the 
opposite way. Possibly there arc other 
piece• as well. The U.S. Glass Co. made 
• greek key design but the band is quite 
narrow and does not really resemble Hel· 
sey. The glass is very good. though, and 
It could loot the new collector. Fortuna le· 
ly many pieces of this are marked USG. 
Heisey did not make the kerosene lamp 
which you frequently see with the Greek 
Key border. Un facr they did not make 
any one pie<e lamps). We do not know 
whether these might be US Glass. 

There should be no need to worry 
about re-is.sues sJnce the moukb were in· 
advertently given (or sold) for scrap iron 
during World War II, a long w;th many of 

the old moulds. This is probably one rea­
son the demand is high for the pattern. 

As an interesting sidelight. there ls 
no discernible diffetence be1ween the 
small bar glass and the toothpick hokltt 
(see illustralion pages). which means 
THERE JUST AREN'T ANY BAR 
GLASSES FOR SALE - ONLY TOOTH· 
PICKS. A bar glass collector will pro­
bably pay dearly to add one of these of his 
collection. /\lso rrony poople do not re<1I· 
lze that there are four sizes of candy jars. 
'h lb. I lb. 2 lb. and 4 lb. I imagine that 
they a.re u•ually thought to be lavendar or 
<rushed lruit jars . These $hould be high· 
ly prized by the candy ,ar collector . 

Collecting a complete set of •433 
presents quite a challenge. There are at 
least twenty different pieces of stemware 
ak>ne. not counting the footed banana 
split d ish . Four sizes of squat jugs. four 
sizes of tankards and four sizes of •43J1h 
squat jugs were made. Two styles of 
cruets were made in three sizes each. An 
interesting table se1 has a two-handled 
butter dish which doubles as a covered 
jelly. A large Hotel ice tub and C0'1er. 
small. medium and large ice tubs and a 
very small individua l one: with cover are 
lasted. The lauer is a gooclie for a minia­
ture collector along 'olilith the individual 
oval c.ream and sugar. the butter pat and 
the individual almond. The 10• cheese 
and crbeke r plate is q_uite handsome and 
just perfect for that Holiday cheese ball . 

Other interesting pieces include the 
three puff boxes. hair receiver. pickle and 
crushed fruit jars and the covered straw 

ja r. Four different ereAtn5 .and sugars 
were offe red. High or low jelUu came 
with or without lids. Compotes In differ· 
ent shapes came In several sizes. as did 
plates and nappies. Sall$ and peppers 
ca me with a variety of top$ and at least 
17 different rumblers and sodas are pie· 
tured in ca·1alogs. 

You will probably no< find 1433 at 
bargain prices though some plece:s are 
worth more than othe rs as in any pettern. 
The mlscellaneous s herbets probably 
were made primarily for the soda fount · 
ion trade and seem quite plentiful while 
the goblet seems difficult to find. and 
commands a high price . 

My own favori te pieces a re the 1 oz. 
cordial. 2 oz. sherry, 2 oz. wine. the 
" toothpick"". individual items. jars a nd 
pull boxes, and the cheetjO and cracker 
plate. Others would no doubt be more 
desirable for people collecting sets to 
use. The plates in many lines are the 
least valuable but l am sure a io• plate 
In '433 is cherished. There is no cup and 
saucer unless one chooses to use the 
punch cup with a small unde:rplate. Glass 
teacups were not popular in the colonial 
period. evidently. 

Greek Key or Grecia n Border. as you 
prefer, was certainly one of Heisey's 
major triumphs in the glass field of Its 
da y. Wouldn't a display ol it fit well with 
this Y<?ar's displa y theme of " Around the 
Heisey World in just four da~ .. ? Who 
has a table setting for lour which could 
be used?
