The Mini-Show and annual dinner were both successful though the atten­
dance vas down sc.e. High priced ga.soline and inflation are taking their toll of 
most events this year. it seems. 

Ray Zieqler of Westerville, OH, vas the manager of the show and was 
assisted by Jack Metcalf and other members from far and near in setting up and 
tearing down. 

The morning was cool but collectors arrived early to hunt for bargains 
and it seems that there were some there. Wow! Most of the dealers were under the 
"Big Top" but there vas no rain this year to dampen the spirits of those set up 
outside. 

I was unable t o get to the show until nearly two o'cldck but I know there 
was a lot of good Heisey glass there . (When your Board meeting doesn't end until 
midnight and you have to prepare for a general ~eeting at 12:30 P. M. the next day 
you don't have much thle to look at glass.)

The energy crunch and inflation al$Q Ct!t down on attendance at the dinner 
and nUlllber of cordi a ls sold. None- the-less, the huge tent was well filled. Due 
to the fever orders we were able to cut back on the number of cordials etched to 
300. One was accidently broken, a nd two were broken at the dinner--the first by Liz 
K1ng . Prank Prye, the mad glass-smasher, was in his usual rare form at this c eremony. 
So t here are now only 297 1979 cordials in existence. The extras were sold except 
for enough to replace any damaged in shipping and the usual six for the museum, most 
of which will be sold at these dinners in later years. Anyone who didn't get one 
missed about the best souvenir item to date. 

We bad only received the cordials at about 4 p. m. on Thursday before the 
dinner so i t took fast work to check and pack them to be ready for Saturday. 

It ' s a long s tory ! In the first place the drawing, which is an exact copy 
of the original Heisey drawing which is shown on page 178 of the Reaa-Bredehoft 
book of etchings, arrived late from Carl Sparacio. Lotus Glass co. was on vacation 
at the ti.a so it .... only two weeks later when we called to t ell them we were 
bringing the ooxdi.als.down that the owner told us he no longer had a plate-maker. 
Without a steel •tching plate you can ' t etch. He didn't know where we could get 
one made, bat said he'd etch them if we could find someone to do it. 

1!hat -.. Panic Time! Several campanies were contacted but were not able 
to do i t. One ~ Gary Chacon.as, a former Newark.ite, nov employed by the Bureau of 
Engraving in "'"8hinqton, D. C. happened to coee into the museum. Be was standing 
near the sllhoaetU etchings when it struck me that he lllight be our man. I alllted if 
he could make an etching plate for glass and he said he was sure he could. Be took 
a look at U>e...,.. ~ fo,._r years to see just how they were done. Unfortunately 
the drawing was then at Lenox, who couldn't do the work, and would be coming back to 
Imperial a day or ., later. As soon as it arrived they sent it directly to Gary. 

Be set to 'llOrk l=o•!ately and found it more difficult than he had an­
ticipated to ""91ave by hand in steel in the minute detail this particular pattern 
took. Mter 47 boars of hand work they called to say it was ready. I asked that they 
send it the fastest .ay and the next day Gary's wife, Sandy, arrived at the JalSeUlll 
with the heaatifal plate. Moat plates for etching on glasa are etched with acid, I 
believe, bat thia hand engraved one is just great and Gary wants to do it aga.in next 
year. 



The next day Tom Bredehoft and my husband, Russ, took off early for Lotus 
Glass to deliver the cordials and the plate. As I said before, the cordials arrived 
back about 4 p. •· two days before the dinner. 

All those invo~ved deserve great praise--<:a.rl Sparacio for the drawing, 
Lucile !Cennedy of Illperia~ and Bill Reinbeau of Fostoria for their assistance, Gary 
Chaconas for malting the plate, Toa Bredehoft for rapid delivery and pick~up and Dick 
and Pat Spencer and George Bredehoft for the speedy packing. Perhaps this story will 
help you to better appreciate this precious little cordial if you were lucky enough 
to get one. 

Ther e vu the usual auction after the dinner. Among the items sold were 
a 1977 decanter, a 1978 cordial, the remaining 1979 cordials, S0111e of the animal.a 
from thQse confiscated by the police for llaperial SOiie 110nth!I ago , and Colonel 
Dockery's military j acket which made its third or fourth appearance at this dinner. 
Howard Morton, a mmber from Indiana helped with the auction. Li:t Xing read a ·very 
nice poem she had written but since it was all about me we aren ' t going to print it. 
It was just lovely, Li:tl 

Mayor Richard E. Baker and his vif e were guests at dinner and Dick is now 
a voting member of HCA. 

Ray and Delores Ziegler were in charqe of cordial orders this year and 
their home club, The 76'ers of Columbus, acte4 as host club. OUr thanks to all of 
these people as well.

Heisey glus is on display now through Nov. 21 at the Ch.lllpaign county llii­
torical Huae1m, 709 w. Un,iversity Ave., O, in an exhibition organi.zed by the Central. I,ll­
inois Hel sey Collectors. 

The 1&%9• collecti.on i.ncludes delicate compotes, sparkling candelabra, grace­
ful goblets and pitchers, sturdy souvenir ware and beautifully made animal• and miniatures. 
Many of the objects are of crystal, while others were made in delicate ti.nu of pinlt, gleen 
or aauve, or in rich tones of deep cobal t blue. The qlass va.s pressed, blown, cut or etched 
A slide show illuatrati.ng the aanufacture of Heisey glass is part of the auaeua' a exhibition 

The glassware was first manufactured i.n Newark, Ohio, i.n 1896, aa a faai.ly bus­
iness of A. H. Heisey and was prodllced by the firm until 1957. Hany Heisey pieces bear an 
identifyi.ng "H" withi.n a diamond mark which vas registered in 1901. The exceptional beauty 
of the glassware has been attri.buted to an excellent glass fol'lllUla, the use of quality r aw 
materials and the careful grinding and polishing used to finish each piece. 

The exhibition was loaned and or9anized by Ralph and Laurie Gees-, Robert 
and Mild.red. Lee, Joanne and Robe.rt McEvoy, Jean and Ernie Mehnert and Charles and Joan 
Rhoden, all members of the Central Illinois Heisey Collectors, Chapter 4 of the Helsey

507 ORCHID Plate Etching 

Orchid was the most popular etching the 
Heisey Company ever produced and it remains so with 
collectors today. It vas first produced in 1940 and 
continued in product.ion until 1957 when the plant 
finally closed its doors . Even this was not the 
"end" of Orchid, since Imperial Glass continued 
to make selected items in this etching until 1962. 

'I'his extremely long production span 
covering the birth and deiai.se of many Heisey 
pressed ware and blovnvare patterns has resulted 
in an unbelievably long list of items available 
with Oreb.id etch. This tremendous variety pro­
vided the hostess in past and pre.sent days with 
almost any item she could desire. Finding that 
item can be tricky in some cases thought Just 
because Orchid etch.ing is probably the most easily 
found etching doesn't make some of the items easy 
to find. Sc:me had extr-ly short production 
spans. 

Several of the difficult to find items 
are: the 4090 Coventry sherry and cordial, tl\e

line. 

Do please note that several items in the Tyrolean stem line are the saae 
shapes as the same items in the Graceful line. These items do double duty and are 
properly parts of both stem lines. 'ftaey are: saucer c:bulp&gne, Sherbet, Cocktail, 
Oyster cocktail, Sherry, Cordial, and Finger bowl.

Maybe it"s because it ' s a cnmay, overcast, ex~sively hua.id day and I 
just don't feel up. Or maybe it ' s because hurricane David, Frederick or Bruce is 
crawli.ng up the coast. I don't know, but I'm in a lousy mood so I 'll talk about 
a couple o f lousy stems, namely , 5079 Pan Aaerican and 5083 El Rancho. 

In the interest of fair play I must admit that these are really nice 
stems and it is only because I have been unable to get my bands on the goblet of 
either one of these patterns that I feel this animosity toward th-. After all, 
they have everything qoing for th.- - a Horace King design, a distinct ive st­
(which they share), and that fantastic Heisey glass. 

'ftoeae stems were produced in the early fifties for only a short tiJoe 
which, ot oourse, a.ccounta for their aoarcity. "Heisey SC-are• tell• us that 
this was a difficult .stem to produce which d.idn't help. Though I sa.id theae 
paccerns share the same ste111, in reality, if you ccapare one goblet to the other 
you will find Bl RaJ'lcho has a taller seem than Pan American. So, although the 
stems are not identical their deaiqn is. 

Both lines offered the same pieces: a goblet, claret, champagne, cocl<­
tail, v ine, oyster and soda. Proa what I've seen I'd say the claret in Pan Am­

erican is the piece you'd most lil<ely find and in Bl RaJ'lcho it would be the aoda . 
Thia is free my experience only. Some lucky soul out there may be falling over 
goblets at every flea market. 

When El R&ncho and Pan American were introduced in the early fifties, 
etchings and color were pasee. You "'ln't find either on these two patterns. You 
m.ight find a cutting but •pla.in and unadorned• is more l.iltely. Both stems are 
signed a t the top o f the st• just under the bowl and the mark 11111y be difficult 
co spot eo ....,rize the design because chance• are they will not be identified 
as Heisey. 

I wish I could report -• fanta•tic stem find but I haven't heard of 
anyth.l.ng. Every once in awbJ.le I 9et neva of a good find but it'• never in atems. 
It se-• more and more people are collectin<] Heisey but I am auspiclous of the 



motives o f the never collectors. RecenUy I have run into people vbo have larqe • 
collect.ions of Heisey and are buying up everything in sight. There'• one hlteb 
though, everything they own and everything they buy aist be aarked. When they 
tell - their collectJ.on numbers in the thousands (that's not a collection that •s 
an acC\DMJlation) I have visions of endless rows of colonial nappies. "But, you're 
missing some of the best Heisey by insistinq on the Diamond H", I protest to no 
avail . These, it seems, are the money collectors. 'J'bey collect to beat inflation 
or f or appreciation and could care less about the beauty and quality of what they're 
coll ect i ng. How sad! 

Well, now that I've put you in a lousy mood - I 'm feeling much better. 
Till next time when we promise to be gay ••.•••••• or at least happy. 

Ed. Note: Pan Ameri can was etched wi th the 518 Pan American Lei etching and both 
Pan American and El Rancho were cut by Hei sey. The cutting is the same design 
but bears different names: 1033 Corral for El Rancho and 1033 Patio for Pan Am­
e r ican.

TUMBLERS 

BY TOM BREDEHOFT

300 PEERLESS & 136 

300 Peerless tumblers and 136 tumblers have always confused me and continue 
to do so. My guess is that #136 was one of a series of tumblers and someone in a 
high place liked the pattern and made an entire line based on the pattern. The only 
difference I can see in them is the volume, except that 136 do6sn't come with the 
petticoat and 300 comes both ways. 136 comes in 7 and 8 oz. sizes, whereas 300 comes 
in 7 oz. with petticoats and 8 oz. without petticoats and 8~ oz. with petticoats. 

They also had a soda line which looked similar, 5 oz. soda or apolonaris, 
7 oz. soda, (looks just like 136), 9 oz., 12 oz., and 14 oz. sodas. 

So, if you find a tumbler which looks like one of t he above, if it has 
petticoats you can be fairl y certain that it's 300, but if i t doesn't have the 
petticoat. you can call it what you will. 

300 also had a line of shoppens, but we'll leave them for another article 
because they, too, look like something else. 

Both lines were introduced about 1898, but by 1913 the 136 8 oz. had been 
dropped and its duplicate, 300 Peerless 8 oz. plain bottom was still in production. 

When they were introduced, they each cost 50¢/dozen, and the last listing 
we have for 136 puts it at $2.20/doz. That's over a span of 34 years. I found no 
reference to 136 in color, but you never know.

300-- 7, 8 or 8~ oz. 
Decorations· in 1907 11 gold on edge and plain portion of top and a band around

From Catalog 58 (1911) under illustrAtiona of 136 and 300 tumblers is 
"We have sold more of these two numbers than ~e COMBIHBO sales of all other colonial 
tumbl ers made by the different manufacturers of ~olonial tumblers.• 



FLORAL BLOCKS NOS. 9, 10, & 11

Floral blocks 9, 10 and 11 are a taaily of three blocks of siailar de­

sign except for size. Pictures of the three blocks taken from Heisey catalog 102, 
page 21, are shown vith this article. 

First, let us look at the general design of this floral block family. 
The top of the blocks are dome or lllUShrOOll shaped and are perforated vith holes 
that do not qo all the vf.y through the blocks. Thus, the blocks have 80lid bot­
toms. The blocks have six small legs on the bottom that are about an eighth of 
an inch long. Nate the sketch I aade of the f9 block vhich illustrates the aolid 
bottom and small legs. Also note the small ledge a.round the edge of the floral 
block at its largest diluleter. The daDe shape, s0lid bottom, 6 mall legs and 
the ledge are the points of identification for Heisey floral blocks 9, 10 and 11. 

'rile dU.eneione of the three block• are as follows: the 19 block has a 
diameter (largest) of ). inches, is 2 inches high and has 7 pertoratione1 the n o 
block has a diameter of 4i, inches, is 2 3/4 inches high and ha• 19 perforatione1 
the #11 block has a diamete; of S"s inches, b 3 inches high and bas 19 perforations. 
Heisey catalog and price list entries refer to the 19 block as 4 inches, the 110 
block as 5 inches and the #11 block as 6 inches. The catalog/price list df-nstone 
relate, on the high side, to the block di-ter•. 

Production of this fmtlly of 3 floral blocks started in about 1920 and 
ended in about 1930 . All three block sizes were made in crystal, flaaingo and 
moongldli. BlO<!lcs 10 and 11 only vere mads in bawthorne. '&loclta 9, 10 'lr ll 
-re not made in sahara. 

Floral block family 9, 10 and 11 are sometllles aistaken tor the later 
Heisey floral block family Nos. 19, 20 and 21. The sbape for blocks 19, 20 and 
21 is silllilar except that the perforated hol es 90 all the vay 1:hrou9h the block 
and, thus, the bottoms are not solid. Blocks 19, 20 and 21 also do not have the 



· IZ· s ix saall leqs. Onc e knoving the difference, the two floral bloclc families are 
easy to tell apart. Floral blocks 19, 20 and 21 r eplaced blocks 9, 10 and 11 in 
about 1930. Perhaps this va.s because blocks 19, 20 and 21 were easier to i:ia.ke. 
Holes completely through the block also allowed water in the bottom of the floral 
bowl to reach the ends of the flower stem. placed in the block holes. 

There are 111Any types o f floral blocks made by other coepanies. They 
have no legs, three leqs, a different nu:aber of holes, different shapes, e tc. 
Well anyway, azmed with the design inforwation in this article, you should now be 
able to pick out Heisey floral blocks 9, 10 and 11 at flea markets or elsewhere.

Harsl:u»llow (RE), Bon l:xm, handled ton 
bon, and handled confection. 

Place setti ngs vere displayed with 
the Lariat dinner and salad plate.s with 
plain pressed stems; and a china place 
setting complimented with 980 Moonglo 
cutting on 5040 Lariat blown stemware. 

Several cuttings, includ.ing some 
still unknown were displayed along with 
examples of silver, enamel, and flashed 
decorations. The result of mold changes 
over the years of production was illus­
trated by the variation in weight, num­
ber of loops, handle design, etc. These 
variations were eviden~ upon closer ex­
amination of two iteas that a t first 
glance appeared to be identical.

Board action on Priday night included authorization to purchase a new type­
writer for the use of the Research 5 Archives Comittee, the Heisey News staff and the 
authors. Approval was given to have a COG\posite of our original early catalogs printed 
with dates and color information, etc., on the pages. The book will be a i, by ll and 
will show pictures in good detail. 

Hours were spent on the discussion of further letters:

and Betty Wanser, ca1ifornia, vill work on this questionnaire . Prompt answers will be of 
help in evaluating these answer s as soon as possible. 

Except for the five clUb's letters every piece ot mail but one aJl4 every phone 
call has been supportive. We are printing one letter in opposition to the August newsletter. 

At the quarterly meeting Loren Yeakley qave his financial report, as he &lftya 
does , and reported ·a bank balance of $16 , 000.66 as of August 31, plus llOO shares of Bob 
Evana Panas stock, value approximately $24,200. 

The secretary reported 4826 members. (2019 of the members are fraa Ohio with 
ca.lifornia next with 253 and New York third v i th 203.) 

The president reported that a letter received from Arthur Anderson & Associates 
of Cleveland, a prestigious firm of CPA's , revealed that glass can be bought from anyone 
in the club provided no more is paid than the fair market value and that the items a.re 
appraised. 

The Lickinq County Arts council, with support from the Ohio Arts Council is 
sponsoring a display of glass by current Ohio qlass artists in the Heisey museum fnm 
October 6 to Qctober 21. There will be a workshop in the lower level on October 7 with 
someone (probably Dick Karsh) participating f or HCA.
