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  HEISEY IN THE TRADE JOURNALS -
#1205 FANCY LOOP by Tom Felt 

The September 9th . , 1896 issue of China, Glass and 
Lamos contained the fol lowing report: 

The factory of A. H. Heisey & Co. has been 
having a good run since starting, and while 
the new patterns of imitation cut ware this 
firm started out with have by no means be­
come slow sellers, another very fine set of 
tableware has been put upon the market for 
the fall run. No old molds are being worked 
because the firm has no old or second hand 
molds, but proposes to put a new set on the 
market at least every six months, or as fast 
as new molds can be designed and executed 
in their shop. For years to come, therefore, 
Mr. Heisey will be able to supply his patrons 
with new goods constantly . . . . 
The new pattern referred to was probably 
either #1205 or #1225, since both were new 
around this time, continuing Heisey's ini­
tial strategy of releasing two patterns at 
once, one with an imitation-cut glass pat­
tern and the other plain, suitable for en­
graving.l In this case, #1205 was the imita­
tion-cut line, described in a later issue 
of the same journal (January 13, 1987) as 
characterized by "the beaded or pillar line 
of liqht (word missing?), supplemented with 
diamond pointed double incut parallel and 
cross lines, filled in with faceted hob­
nails, and quartered faceted squares, 
which, by their deep cutting and angular 
structure, show off the crystal to fine 
advantage". The January 6th. issue con­
tained a full-page advertisement showing 
the punch bowl , a footed punch glass and 
a custard (which is what we would ordinar­
ily refer to as a punch cup). This, in it­
self, is somewhat unusual since most adver­
tisements for a new pattern always featured 
the table set , the four pieces which were 
considered most essential. Being a complete 
line , #1205, of course, included a table set 
and yet Heisey continued to run the punch 
bowl ad throughout most of the following 
year . 
The pattern was a large one, with one early 
price list offering over 160 items. It was 
named "Fancy Loop" by Minnie Watson Kamm, be­
cause of the loops which are such a predomi­
nant feature of the design -- however, as can 
be seen from the accompanying ad, this is not 
necessarily an identifying feature, since of 
the three pieces pictured, only the punch cup 
has the loops. In fact, many people refer to 
Fancy Loop as a "pattern of variants" since 
so many of the pieces either have the motif 
reversed or missing altogether. 

Mrs. KafTITI also mentioned the close resemblance 
between Heisey's #1205 and Northwood's exten­
sive "Crystal Queen" pattern, which also has 
loops and diamond point. It's impossible to 
know whether one company copied the other or 
whether they were both simply inspired by a 
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cut glass original, since the advertisement 
for Northwood's line (shown here) appeared for 
the first time in the January 13th. issue of 
China, Glass and Lamps, just a week after Hei­
sey' s ad for Fancy Loop. 2 

Heisey's pattern was well-received. Again, 
according to the same trade journal: "The 
nappies and square dishes of the set are ex­
ceptionally fine, are without mold mark, and 
are made to deliver in a manner which has 
puzzled the oldest glass makers. The pattern 
in the square dish has an exceptionally bright, 
pearly square line crossing the pattern , which 
has been admitted by rivals to be among the 
choicest pieces of pressed ware .ever made . " 
In a similar vein, the Sears, Roebuck catalogue 
for 1897 offered the table set in Fancy Loop, 
calling it "extra heavy, imitation cut glass; 
none but an expert can tell the difference be­
tween this set and the genuine article." Well, 
maybe the price would have given it away: 90 
cents for the four-piece set, consisting of the 
covered sugar, spoon, covered butter, and cream! 
The same catalogue also offered a berry bowl 
with six nappies for 70 cents or with twelve 
nappies for 95 cents. 
The pattern is easiest to find in crystal, 
though it was also made in emerald. Both col­
ors are often seen with a gold decoration on 
the rim; the crystal pieces are also found 
with ruby or orange stain. 
Generally speaking, because it is such an ear­
ly pattern, Fancy Loop will never be found 
marked with the Diamond H. The one exception 
to this are the tumblers which remained in pro­
duction much longer than the remainder of the 
line. By 1905 there were only 5 items still 
being made (including two styles of tumblers) 
and these were all discontinued shortly there­
after . 

1 No. 1220 Punty Band also came out at the same 
time, but was not advertised in the trade 
Journals as the other two patterns were. It 

is also possible that the reference in the trade 
journal is to #160 Locket on Chain, which may 
date to as early as mid- 1896. 

2 Crystal Queen was also later made by Cambridge 
as their #2589 pattern .

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DIAMONDS ARE FOREVER 

One of the finest examples of Georgian Architec­
ture in America is the Colonel Jeremiah Lee Mansion 
built in 1768 by Lee. Lee was a wealthy merchant 
and distinguished patriot . The Lee Mansion is a 
superb example of pre-revolutionary living, furnish­
ed with authentic colonial furniture and decoration. 
Much of the material was imported from all over the 
world, including rare wood for paneling, and wall­
paper designed in England. These things were 
brought to America in Colonel Lee's ships. The 
people who lived in the Mansion enjoyed beautiful 
gardens, tiled fireplaces, splendi~ doorways. 
ate well. drank imported wines and dressed elegantly 
in colorful European clothing. 

The first bank was housed in the Lee Mansion. 
It was in the year 1804 and there was quite a hope 
for prosperity. A water bucket for the highway crew 
cost 25¢; brooms, three for 37~¢; gunpowder 28¢ 
and 32~ gallons of rum at $1.00 per gallon . A male 
teacher in the school system made a grand total of 
$33.33 per month, while a woman teacher made half 
that amount. Students bought their own books until 
1875 when the Yachting Center became the first town 
to supply free books to its pupils. 

Things are much dearer today than they were in 
"Yesteryear" , as our Heisey fanatics can attest to, 
I'm sure. Here goes! 

"Thistle Dew" reports a bewitching #1401 Empress 
Sahara Dolphin footed Pitcher with six (6) matching 
8 oz Dolphin footed Tumblers. This is a real nice 
set, I especially enjoy the O.F. tumblers! They are 
special. 

"The Cardinal" was out there just "a-singing" 
away, even though it isn't quite Spring yet, for he 
added severa l tumblers to his growing collection: 
the #1503 Crystolite 8 oz goblet (two of them); one 
#158 ~ oz Tumbler (this one is completely plain, 
which makes it just a lovely piece, but it is marked 
beautifully); one 9 oz Saturn goblet and the #1469~ 
Ridgeleigh 12 oz flared soda (this one had a few mi­
nute dings, but neverless he was extremely joyous). 

"The Hanging Judge" (ma) doesn't seem to have 
enough to keep his mind occupied at home these days, 
he isn't happy unless he is out there bringing in, 
and putting in safe custody a few minor items, such 
as; the #1519 Waverly 12~" footed salver with Or­
chid etch plus a pair of #135 one-light candle­
sticks in flamingo. 

"The Felicitous Flamingo Hunter" has such things 
as; a #1466 five compartment (star) relish; the 
bottom to a #1000 Marmalade; an #1184 Yeoman indi­
vidual salt in flamingo plus three #500 Frozen de­
serts in moongleam. 

As far as "Yours Truly" is concerned I still 
have not done a great deal of Heisey hunting but I 
can report two (2) #3350 Wabash 6 oz Saucer Cham­
pagnes; a second Horsehead Bookend; (these are 
sitting proudly on my piano with two special books 
nestled between them); the #411 Tudor sugar shak­
er - for restaurant - which I cannot find in any 
catalog, that I have, and a pair of #352 Flat Pan­
el salt and peppers . 

I did venture out a couple of weeks ago and 
spied the Bull, a perfect little beauty, but very 
dear. I also saw a #501 811 x 3" Flower Box in 
crystal, the #1001 Caswell sugar sifter and cream­
er, in moongleam and the #463 7" Bonnet Basket, 
perfectly plain. There was a terrific price tag 
on this one, but it would have been a splendid 
piece to add to my basket collection; oh well, 
will have to do without for the time being. 

"The South Jersey Troops" (nj) mumbled some­
thing about the #1405 Ipswich oil bottle while 
"Little Colleen" (oh) wrote me in very "large 
print". when she reported the #1428 Warwick 7" vase 
in crystal . This she purchasea at an estate sale, 
on the last day, at half price. She passed the 
sale sign and seeing it was the last day almost 
decided not to bother at all, but did stop and en­
tered anyway, much to her delight and great joy! 

"Cruet Man" (ca) found a #4043 Blown cruet*, 
quite cute 3 oz footed cruet pictured by Clarence 
Vogel several years ago in one of his Newscasters. 
It was produced by Heisey in about 1929. 

With all the snow and cold weather we have 
been having here in the Bay State, "The Farmer" 
can't seem to keep his plow running so he spent 
some constructive time in his truck and picked 
up the following; #433 Greek Key Punch Bowl, 
base and twelve (12) cups; #1519 Waverly 13" Gar­
denia bowl; #1776 Kalonyal Punch bowl, base and 
twelve (12) cups and a clear #1252 Twist 611 two 
handled bon-bon. Time for a party, I guess. 

A couple of days ago I was feeling in a ra­
ther "Blue" mood when the phone rang, tripped over 
by own feet trying to reach the receiver before 
my tape machine went on (people don't seem to 
enjoy talking to a machine very much) - it was a 
pleasurable surprise to hear from a real nice lady 
from Michigan."Visionary Victorian" is her name . 
She wanted to share her new found happiness with 
me . Let me share a couple of things she told me 
with you; she found eleven (11) 8 oz #3350 Wa­
bash goblets with Pied Piper etch plus five (5) 
wines also with Pied Piper etch. I was so delight­
ed she took the time to call me and turn a "blue" 
moment into one of joy. 

After a summer of "Slim Pickins" my "Rebel 
Cousins" (ky) finally "fattened" up their larder 
with a #315 Paneled Cane Molasses can in beautiful 
condition, and at a Flea market - no less; while 
at an auction in a nearby city, an 8037 Fluted Dia­
mond Foot 8" Comport was scooped up. Louise says 
it is a rare item·• • 
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"The Scribe" (nj) - first let me thank you for 
such a nice long letter, I enjoyed each and every 
page and I surely hope you keep those letters com­
ing. Now regarding that #1534 Handled Jelly - find­
ing one would have been quite nice but to find ten 
(10) of those little beauties was quite a haul. 
She also has the #465 Recessed Panel 1 lb. candy jar 
with lid in crystal with unknown rose and leaf cut­
ting. I am so lucky to have found another friend.

  MINUTES OF THE HEISEY SALES CONVENTION 

JUNE 29th., JUNE 30th ., JULY 1st., - 1941 

A general sales meeting of all the r,epresentatives 
was held on the above dates at the "Bon Air" cabin of 
E. Wilson Heisey . The first session was called to or­
der by the Sales Manager, Mr. R. C. Irwin, at nine 
o'clock, Sunday morning, June 29th. 

A lay-out of the plans and purposes of the meet­
ing were presented by Mr. Irwin in the opening ad­
dress and a word of welcome was included . The 
appointment of Mr. E. Leo Beardshear as secretary was 
made . With the usual formalities of welcome, etc., 
dispensed with, the meeting was started. 

One of the main and most interesting events in the 
Convention, and of particular interest to the men was 
the showing and the discussion surrounding the new 
items which the factory is offering to the trade for 
this Fall. Let it be said right here that the men 
were very well impressed with the new lines as a whole 
and greeted them with enthusiasm. 

Every item was gone over and the following notes 
were made in regard to a few items: 

1. #419 (Sussex) goblet was voted to be rein­
stated along with the other stemware pieces 
to add to the sodas which are already in 
the line. The boys want this goblet brought 
out and made in lime at $4.00 per dozen list 
and not made in lead at $12.00 per dozen 
list as proposed. (Okay if they want to 
make new moulds.) 

2. The #3424 (Admirality) line plain was well 
liked and wanted at $12.00 per dozen list. 
Mr. Babcock and Mr. Baumgartner were appoint­
ed as a committee to develop a cutting on 
this shape in cooperatt-on with the factory. 
(Approved.) 

3. No. 4004 Polkadot (Spot Optic) line was pre­
sented and it was unanimously voted on the 
part of the men to put this in the line at 
$9.00 Per dozen list. (Approved.) 

4. #1503 Shell Praline Dish is now $15.00. 
per dozen list and the boys by comparison 
thought this was too high. They would like 
it at $12.00 Per dozen list. (Rejected.) 

5. Three new small items in 1503 which are now 
$5.40 list should be raised to $6.00 per 
dozen list . (Approved.) 

**It shall be the purpose of these Minutes to report 
reactions and results of discussions rather than the 
discussions themselves. 

6. No. 1503 (Crystolite) two Compt. Mayonnaise 
at $18.00 per dozen list was well liked, but 
the boys would like to see two ladles in­
cluded with this mayonnaise at $24.00 per 
dozen list. (Approved.) 

7. The #1489 (Puritan) French Dressing Bottle 
(Oil & Vinegar) is wanted etched with the 
words Oil and Vinegar on it. Also, the 
#4031. (Also an Oil & Vinegar, etched with 
#507 Orchid.) 

ATTENTION - - - T. C. Heisey 
After viewing the French Dressing Bottle, 
there was considerable discussion as to the 
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need of making a caster set. It was thought 
it would make a good item. 

8. The #1489 (Puritan) Candy Box & Cover was well 
liked at $36.00 per dozen list. (Approved.) 

9. The boys like the #1489 (Puritan) 6" Cigarette 
Box with the Horses Head at $24.00 per dozen 
list, but would also, like to have a Horse 
Head on the 4~" size box. (Approved.) 

10. The new Spark Plug figure was very popular and 
the boys would like to see it named "Oscar". 
(Approved.) 

11 . lhe Scotty figure was liked and should be 
named "Scotty". (Approved.) 

12. No . 1502 (Crystolite) candleblock was well 
liked and was adopted as was the new cocktail 
shaker. (#4036 - Cocktail Shaker - etched 
507, Orchid.) (Approved.) 

13. The epergnes were both liked, but a vote was 
taken to show only the shallow bowled one and 
the boys would like this one etched with Or­
chid Etching . (Cupped one, not flared.) 
(Cupped Approved.) 

14. No. 5012 (Urn) new Bud Vase was well received. 
(Approved.) 

15. The new plain book-end was voted as being a 
good and needed item, but should not be brought 
out unless it is made competitive with Cam­
bridge's plain book-end. 

16. The #1533 (Wampum) Specials at $13.35 list 
was we 11 liked. (Approved.) 

A. It was voted to pre-pack every item 
in #1533 in one dozen lots. 

B. The Gardenia Bowl in #1533 should have 
the bottom changed so that the candle­
stick base would fit into the bowl to 
make an epergne set. 

C. The #1533 handled basket was voted as 
not being a salable item. (Decided 
not to make this.) 

D. Mr. Irwin at this point announced that 
all SPECIALS existing now would be 
withdrawn completely by July 15th. 
(Approved. ) 

17 . Etching #511 (Gardenia) is wanted applied on 
11509 (Queen Ann) footed floral bowl and the 
#134 two Lt. Candlestick. Also, wanted on the 
#1519 Gardenia Bowl and Torte Plate (approved) 

18. The Etched #511 Console Sets are wanted pre­
packed in one-half dozen lots. 

19. The boys want the #1519 (Waverly) Torte Plate 
etched #Sll_{Gardenia) as a special. 

20. The ~en.desire for various reasons, better 
~orrunissions on the specials, even if said 
~ncrease must be added to the price of the 
i terns. 

GIFT BOXES were discussed and Mr. Woelfel was 
appointed as a committee of one to prepare a list 
~f t~e items that the various men want pre-packed 
in Gift Boxes; Said list to be given to the prop­
er persons for consideration. (Mueller has the 
list.) 

ETCHINGS were discussed and we all believe 
that Orchid has a great future. In order to aid 
the growth of Orchid Etching the following things 
were brought out in the discussion. 



  
1. We need a jug and water tumbler, flip 

vases and also, some $1.00, $1.25 and 
$1.50 retail items. 

2. The #1509 (Queen Ann) Small Torte Plates 
should be etched in Orchid as well as the 
new Epergne. (Approved.) 

3. All #4191 Bud Vases should be etched in 
Orchid, but the factory should watch the 
prices to keep them competitive on this 
standard shape bud vase. 

4. There is also, needed in Orchid a candy 
box which is not too high priced and a 
large size relish. (#1519) 

5. #1519 (Waverly) Crimped Bowl in Orchid 
Etching is wanted . 

6. The boys would all like to have a Wine 
Set Etched in Orchid. They suggested 
2/3 dozen #3311 (Velvedere) 2~ oz. 
Sherry and 1/12 dozen #4036 Decanter. 
(Approved. ) 

7. A gardenia and camellis motif of design 
might be worth considering for the pro­
posed new etching wanted for January. 

MINUET ETCHING was discussed and it is be-
1 ieved that this pattern can be made more and 
more important if more new pieces were added to 
it to make it comparable to the Orchid line . 

ADDRESS OF E. WILSON HEISEY 

Mr. E. Wilson Heisey, President of A. H. Heisey 
& Company, at this point took the floor on invitation 
from the Chairman of the meeting and made a few remarks 
to the assembly which included the official word of 
welcome. He passed complimentary remarks to the group 
as a whole and called to our attention the fact that 
the factory and he were very glad to have us assemble 
in Convention as he believes it would he mutually ben­
eficial to the organization and to the men . 

One of the high points of the Convention then took 
place as Mr . Heisey presented the checks to the Quote 
Busters for the first six months of 1941. The Diamond

Mr. Heisey called to our attention the fact that 
one Quota Buster was absent by the name of Whipple and 
proposed that the Convention send him a telegram co~­
gratulating him on being a Quota Buster and expressing 
a true regret that he was not present at the meeting. 
The Secretary was instructed to do this and a motion 
was duly made, seconded and passed that such a tele­
gram be sent . 
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CUTTINGS 
Cuttings were the next topic of discussion and as 

this was very lengthy, we will eliminate reference to 
details and record only the decisions . 

1. #5024 (Oxford) shape cut #2 at $18.00 per doz­
en list is wanted. 

2. The #3408(Jamestown} shape cut #941 (Barcelona) 
at $15.00 list js wanted and a sample sent to 
each salesman. 

3. Everyone wants a new Rock Crystal Cut Assort­
ment with the items to retail not over $5.0D 
and the following items and the pieces select­
ed to be cut NO. 19 and put in an assortment.

!n other words, a concentrated selling 
effort will be made on the Specials early in 
order to give an indication to the factory of 
their salability so that they can be made up 
and ·stocked, and thus , not interfere with the 
production of regular merchandise during the 
peak periods in November and December . 

All Specials and Special Priced Merchandise 
may be withdrawn at any time. Factory produc­
tion will determine this. 

There were no lines to be discontinued in 
the opinion of the salesmen although, by Jan­
uary 1st. , the factory should determine what 
they do wish to make and give us and their 
customers such notification at that time. 

When an analysis is made of the slow-moving 
items, this l ist should be sent to the salesmen 
at once so that they can advise the trade of the 
pending discontinuance of said items.

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ABOUT THE LETTERS . . . 

By Neila Bredehoft 

I felt that the following three letters, all 
written within a month, would help everyone under­
stand about some of the decisions that were made 
and just how the Heisey Company planned to mer­
chandise their wares. 

The November 1 letter does not say, but im­
plies that the company needs orders immediately -
"We have no back-log . We however, have the best 
inventory in our history in all categories." Ap­
parently the company had not had the seasonal 
rush of orders it had anticipated and had been 
keeping the employees busy on making stock. 

From looking through the price lists and 
catalogs for early 1952 and late 1951, I don't 
feel the company was in a particularly good pos­
ition. Very few new lines were being brought 
out . Some of the new items were #1519 Block Five 
candlestick, #1621 Cylinder candlestick, #1624 
Patio sodas, #5086 Plantation Ivy stemware, #5087 
Comet barware, #5089 Princess stemware, and #5092 
Empress Lily stemware. Judging from today's 
availability of these items, it would seem as 
though none of them could have been a financial 
success. In both the November 6 and November 
28 letters, Mr. Irwin seems to be concentrating 
on old standbys for sales - Cabochon, Heisey Rose, 
Moonglo, Arcadia and Dolly Madison Rose. 

Several of the cuttings listed as those to 
be discontinued in the November 28 letter were 
only on the market for a few months . In Decem­
ber, 1951, Heisey introduced the following 
cuttings: 

#1061 Primrose 
#1062 Bridal Lace 
#1063 Wood Violet 
#1064 Provincial Wreath 
#1065 Baroness 
#1066 Debutante 
#1067 Yorktown 
#1068 Victoria 
#1069 Li lyvale 

-All of these except Debutante and Lilyvale were 
discontinued by July, 1952 . This is another in­
dication that the company was having difficulty 
in finding lines which were popu lar with the buying 
public. It may be that even as early as this, we 
were seeing the eventual demise of the company .

  SOME LETTERS TO SALESMEN FROM LATE 1951 
November l, 1951 

"Gentlemen: 

We have just returned from a trip to New York State and the New England States. We hit most of the 
big towns and quite a number of the small ones. Of course , it is obvious to you that New York is bulg­
ing with imported ware, but strange as it may seem with reduction after reduction, the imported ware 
doesn't seem to be moving with the alacrity that the metropolitan department stores had hoped. In con­
trast however, we have done a pretty good job in the metropolitan district and have had an especially 
encouraging response in the small towns along the Eastern seaboard . In fact, we have had a pretty fair 
busjness from all points of the compass and have just closed the month of October as one of the largest 
months in our history. 

"Not only that, we have shipped our orders more complete than at any time since the writer has been 
at the plant, and that has been some forty-two years. Of course, the orders haven't been too big but 
they have been many and covered a great many different items . 

"Now all of these orders have in the most part been shipped complete so that our friends should be 
in a mood to re-order, especially with the man with the white-whiskers right around the corner. There­
fore , we are suggesting that it would be an opportune time for you to contact each and every one of your 
customers, in person, by phone or by letter and see if they aren't in need of additional merchandise. 

"We are right against the pin as far as business is concerned . We have no back-log. We however, 
have the best inventory in our history in all categories. We can even ship cut ware within ten days or 
two weeks. This should be of interest to our clientele who, as I have said, haven't ordered heavily and 
therefore, aren ' t over-burdened with inventory of our product . In consequence, they surely must be in 
need of Heisey's Diamond H for Christmas business. 

"Please do not hesitate to use the phone, the printed word or make personal contact. We are sure 
if a campaign of this sort is carried out by each and every one of our representatives that we will 
close the year in a blaze of glory. You have never failed us yet and we are sure you won't now --­
and we won't fail you on deliveries.

"We have been assigned rooms #120 and #124 , on the first floor of the Wm. Penn Hotel, for the 
coming Pittsburgh Show, starting January 3rd through January 11th. 

"We could not retain the two rooms we had this year but the rooms we will occupy are directly 
across the hall and will be very satisfactory for di splay purposes. 

"So, if any of you salesmen are planning to attend the Pittsburgh Show, I suggest that you write 
whatever hotel you plan to stay in for reservations. If you apply at the Wm. Penn Hotel, be sure to 
mention that your factory is displaying in rooms #120 and #124 , as provisions have been made for ex­
hibitors and salesmen. 

"In the January issue of LIVING a considerable portion of this magazine will be devoted to the 
lOOth Anniversary of Marshall Fields. Marshall Fields, I understand , will take four pages in the maga­
zine and the magazine is running twenty editorial pages concerning Field's history and background. A 
certain number of manufacturers in home furnishings and housewares were invited by Marshall Fields to 
participate in this issue and we are running a one page four color ad showing Rose Etching; the same ad 
is now running in the November issue of HOUSE BEAUTIFUL - - the gal with the red dress -- as we only 
had a short time to prepare the ad and ship plates in time for the January issue. 

"Marshall Field's buyer suggested that we run Cabochon as they have had excellent receptio~ on this 
pattern. But , we did not have a good ad showing Cabochon with the exception of the present one , which 
we did not like. So, I think this is an opportunity to contact your better customers handling Rose 
Etching and I bel ieve that if they will get the reprints of the ad, get the magazine and use it with 
their display, it will create a lot of interest in their local comnunities. With Marshall Field's 
prestige, a great many dealers handling Rose Etching can cash in on this publicity. So , see if you can 't 
stir up some interest and get some orders so these stores will have a stock of Heisey Rose for January 
selling . 
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"We are sending reprints of the ad to be run, along with a card from which they can order newspaper 

mats, radio scripts, mounded card, different types of copy for any ad they wish to make up and we really 
believe this will pep up some interest with our dealers and also keep the etching shop going full blast 
during January. 

"October shipments were the largest in the history of our factory. But, we are going to be hard pressed 
for the months of November and December to make a good showing unless we can get more orders. We have a de­
cent stock of practically every pattern and can give prompt shipment on receipt of order.

"l just made a tour of the factory for the first time since the first week in September and I find 
that we have a good stock of Moonglo, Arcadia and Dolly Madison Rose stemware and can make delivery on 
receipt of order. 

"This also applies to all the etchings. In fact, we have so much pressed ware in the bins that there 
is no room to put further stock. So, if you have customers who need some matchings and fill-ins for imme­
diate delivery, please get us the orders at once . 

"In going over our price list and catalog, which we will have to re-print, we are planning on closing 
out the following cut patterns:

Iris on #6060 shape

"Our records show lack of interest in selection of these patterns and the volume does not warrant our 
keeping them. With the exception of Chateau pattern, matchings will be furnished as long as the blanks are 
in the line. 

"It is our plan to ship matchings on discontinued patterns either cut or etched, during the months 
of November and December and May and June. So, if you take an order for matchings now, same can be deliv­
ered this year. But, if taken in January, it will not be delivered until May or ,June, as the matchings 
have to go on "piece work" and that is much more costly than regular production work.
