Recollections and Family Stories of the 
King House 

An Introduction: A few weeks ago I asked Eli­
zabeth King, affectionately known as "Liz" by all 
her friends, if she would put in writing the stor­
ies about this house which she tells to visitors. 
People enjoy her as a guide because of the tales 
she tells about the past, making the house so in­
teresting. I felt that these stories should be 
saved for posterity. 

After it was written, I thought that you all 
might enjoy reading it. Louise Ream 

Louise has asked me to write down some of the 
things I tell visitors to the museum about my 
recollections of living in the house, and the 
stories told to me by my father's sister, Florence 
M. King, who lived there all her life. 

Room I - The parlor, where company was re­
ceived. It was also the room where Aunt Florence, 
Aunt Elizabeth and I entertained dates as young 
ladies. There was a disadvantage, however, be­
cause, although we closed the doors between rooms 
1 and 2 (the family room), the family in room 2 
could hear everything that was said in room 1. I 
remember stuffing the keyhole myself for all the 
good that did. Florence and Elizabeth had it 
much worse than I because Mary Ann King (S. D.'s 
wife) and their grandmother was l iving then . She 
was a paralytic in a wheelchair and the stroke 
had also affected her brain. So, shortly after 
the young gentleman arrived, she would wheel her 
chair from her bedroom (now the Curator's office 
and small kitchen) through room 2 to room 1 "to 
get her mail" which she had already seen during 
the day but which she kept in back of one of the 
alabaster vases on the mantel. So, she would 
converse at great length with the young man. Fi­
nal ly, she would take her mail and wheel back to 
her room. A few minutes later, she woul d return 
her mail to the mantel , more conversation, and 
back to her room. The whole process would be re­
peated at least twice, giving the young couple 
l ittle time to themselves. My two aunts hated 
her with a passion, understandably, and vowed 
when she died they would kick her ghost . So they 
always referred to her as "the ghost kicked". 

Room II - The sitting room (fami ly room being 
a modern name for it). And, that is where we sat. 
We each had our own comfortable chair and in the 
winter, before we had a furnace, we would huddle 
around a gas stove replacing the coal fireplace. 
We would close the doors to the parlor and those 
to the dini ng room and we would eat all our meals 
there. Of course, by the time mother took things 
out of the oven in the kitchen and carried them 
through the cold dining room, the food was not as 
hot as desired . 

Room III - This was the dining room but when 
HCA put the cases there it didn't look like a 
dining room so the "powers that be" put the ban­
quet table in the sitting room which now seems 
t<rbe the dining room. You can see where the 
Thanksgiving turkey and/or other hot meats were 
served by the burn marks on the banquet table. 
The dining room had a serving wi ndow from the 
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but ler 's pantry which used to fascinate me al­
though I'm sure there never was a butler. There 
wasn't room on the lot for the kitchen so we 
left it behind. 

Room IV - This was grandmother King's bed­
room. After she died and mother and I moved 
from the south wing which was the north wing 
to the south wing, which was the - oh, well, 
anyway, she used it as a private living room 
for her bridge games, etc. and to get away 
from her sister-in-law (they never got along 
very well). Later, it became my bedroom. If 
anything exciting happened there, I never men­
tioned that to museum visitors. 

Room V - This room was called "The Black Hole 
of Calcutta". Don't ask me why . Aunt Florence 
never explained . I was taking some Southern visi­
tors around one day and someone from the North was 
hanging around and remarked how strange it was to 
have two bedrooms opening off each other. One woman 
from the South said it was cormlon practice to build 
houses like that . The bedroom was for the children 
to make it more difficult to elope (with parents i n 
the adjoining room) and to protect them from slave 
uprisings. As S. D. King came from Virginia, it i s 
quite likely that he had this house built like his 
former home . 

Room VI - This room was where I was born. When 
mother and daddy were married, grandmother King did­
n't want to lose her only son, and mother refused to 
live with the family. So, there was a compromise. 
Mother and Daddy lived in the North wing (now rooms 
7 and 8, etc.) and had their bedroom and bath up­
stairs . Room 7 was their living room, and room 8 
their dining room. Their guest bedroom was the 
Curator's office and small kitchen. I had my cradle 
in their bedroom. Both families shared the front 
entrance but mother could shut her door into the hal l 
(it having been repaired - see Room VII) and have 
some privacy. We had our own kitchen which has now 
been eliminated. 

Room VII - My Christmas tree was always set up to 
the right of the mantel. Lit by candles , so after I 
came downstairs and saw it in all its glory, the can­
dles were quickly extinguished and never lighted a­
gain until the next year. Mother's piano was to the 
left of the fireplace . She gave music lessons as 
well as Aunt Florence . When we moved over t o Aunt 
Florence's side and rented our side to Dr. Fleek 
Miller for his offices, mother gave lessons in Room 
2 and Aunt Florence gave hers in Room 3 - both at 
the same time! When Aunt Florence and Aunt Eliza­
beth were young, whoever got a date first got room 1 
and the other girl had to take room 7 which they 
called Yon Chateau. Again, don't ask me why! There 
was more privacy there , but in winter the room was 
heated by the coal fireplace so she would have to 
lug coal al l day to keep it warm enough. The door 
to the hall wouldn't stay shut without it being 
locked, and of course, the hall was frigid. So, it 
was difficult , not to say embarrassing, to have to 
maneuver around the gentleman caller and lock him 
i n. It was also unnerving to the gentleman caller. 
Some never came back. At that time S. D.'s and Mary 
Ann's portraits were hanging on either side of the 
doorway into room 8. They hung on silken cords . 
One night one of the girls had a date there and they 
were sitting on a sofa, the man facing the portraits. 
I never found out what they were doing , but suddenly 
he said , "someone fs watching us through the eyes of 



  
that portrait. I saw the eyes moving!" Whichever 
girl it was said, "that's nonsense , i t couldn't hap­
pen!" Just then the portrait gently slithered to 
the f l oor. The silken rope had frayed and had let 
loose littl e by little unti l it final ly fe l l . That 
date never returned . 
- - ROciiiiVIII - Our dining room, mothers, daddy's, 
and mine. I remember on Halloween having parties 
and daddy would fasten a witch or pumpkin or jack-o­
lantern, etc. to a long stick and wave it around 
outside of those high windows and frighten us al l. 
Of course we didn ' t know daddy was doing it. 

I think I have exhausted my material at t his 
point . The spelling may be peculiar. I was good 
as a child but I've lost the art and the diction­
ary , while right at my elbow, i s too much trouble 
to use. Liz King 

After Li z gave me the above story, I realized 
that she had not written about the "ghost" . She 
says it has been printed before but we have many 
new members who have never heard about this so I 
asked her to write another "chapter" of the story. 
The following is the result . 

A Ghost At King House? 
There was au drticle published in our news­

letter sometime ago about the ghost , but Louise 
asked me to write another to put with the rest 
of the memorabilia concerning the house. 

I have never seen her but two people I know 
have, and both described her exactly the same. 
I inrnediately recognized their descriptions as 
belonging to my fa t her's aunt, Aunty Clara . 
She was Clara Knight, sister of my grandmother, 
Catherine King. Knight King . What Aunty Clara 
is doing haunting her sister ' s house, I'll nev­
er know. 

However, there are a couple of facts con­
cerning the supernatural which make me think 
her ghost might be around. She had the ability 
of ~oving tables, even making one go down a 
stair or two. Her mother's friends wou l d come 
to cal l on her, ostensibly, but always said, 
"Get Cl a~a t? move a table for us" . Aunty Clara 
hated doi ng it and wou l d lock herself in her 
bedroom and refuse to come out . 
. Another ~ncident was when my father was dy­
ing of typhoid fever. He was delirious, but I 
myself, at the age of seven, heard him say, 
"Yes Aunty Clara, I 'm coming - I'm coming" . So 
he evidently saw her at his deathbed. 

I~ wasn't until about 25 years ago that my 
cleaning woman told me, when I came home for 
lunch, that a ghost had wal ked upstairs. She 
described her as wearing a calico dress with an 
apron over it, and high buttoned shoes. I rec­
ognized Aunty Clara i1TU11ediately and thought I 
would have to hunt for another cleaning woman. 
But, to my surprise, Sophie said she was a nice 
ghost and Sophie wasn't afraid of her. In fact, 
she still helped me with the housework until she 
died about 1980 or so. 

The other friend who saw her was none other 
than Robbins Hunter . We had been to the theater 
together; he had brought me home and started to 
"his car when he remembered something he wanted 
to tel l me . It was a sunmer night and I was on 
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the porch faci ng the street whi l e Robbins was fa­
cing the ha ll and stairway. Suddenly he stopped , 
his eyes widened, his jaw dropped and he said , 
"Someone just went up your stairs" . He described 
the person exactly as Sophie did - Aunty Clara a­
gain. Robbins came back in and insisted on going 
all through the house, f i nding no one. 

I thought, when the house was moved to the 
Sixth Street Park, she wouldn't be able to find 
it . However, one of the big doors between rooms 
1 and 2 won't stay cl osed unless we put a chair 
in front of it. Louise thinks it is because of 
the house settling or truck traffic on Church 
Street. But, Wanda and I aren't so sure it isn't 
Aunty Clara again . Also, the door from the cura­
tor's office won't stay open - the one into the 
storage space . Aunty Clara evidently wants that 
left closed . 

She gave Mother some hideous hand painted 
plates as a wedding present. Mother hated them 
but Daddy insisted that Aunty Clara have dinner 
with the three of us every Wednesday night be­
fore Prayer Meeting at the Second Presbyterian 
Church . So, every Wednesday morning Mother would 
take down the plates she liked from the rack a­
round our dining room (now room 8) and put up 
Aunty Clara's . On Thursday morning she would take 
them down and put them away and put the ones she 
liked back up . Once in a while, Aunty Clara would 
arrive unexpectedly and then Mother would assure 
her that she had taken her plates down to be wash­
ed . Aunty Clara must have thought Mother was an 
excellent housekeeper . 

In conclusion , there is a plaque in the Second 
Presbyterian Church (or was, in the Sunday School 
Room when I attended there) in memory of Clara Knight 
for · her many years as a Sunday School Teacher . 
Ed. Note: She al so did not write about the "lower 
level ". She always says that it was the "cellar" 
when she lived in the house . It then had a dirt 
floor and sandstone walls. Liz says that she very 
seldom went down there . Now, it is a very nice 
display area with lots of glass, moulds, tools, 
lounge, et cetera . 

Most of you probably already know that Miss 
King ' s great grandfather had this house built in 
1831, and his descendants always occupied it. Liz 
lived in the house until the fall of 1973 when it 
was to be torn down, along with the rest of the 
buildings in the block, to provide the land for 
the Sheraton, which is now a Best Western Inn . 

Incidenta l ly, the door which she refers to as 
being in the Curator's office is no longer there, 
so "Aunt Cl ara" has one less door to close. 

P.S. I don't believe in ghosts but it is a 
good story. L. R.

IN SOCIETY THE ADVOCATE.. 
June 28~ 1905 

This is an account of the wedding of Liz 
King's mother and father which took place on 
June 28, 1905. 

An unusually pretty June wedding was solemnized 
Wednesday evening at the home of Mr. and Mrs . Julius 
Sanford Beecher, when their daughter, Miss Atta Aug­
usta Beecher, was united in marriage to Mr. Albert 
Edward King. The large house was attractively deco­
rated with sweet peas, nasturtiums and daisies. The 
lawn was lighted with numbers of incandescent lights. 
The bay window in the parlor, where the ceremony was 
performed, was festooned with trailing vines and 
banked with palms. 

From a trellis of green a wedding bell of dai­
sies was suspended. The mantel was a mass of palms, 
vines and huge clusters of daisies. At 8 o'clock 
the bridal party entered the parlor to Mendelssohn's 
wedding march, played by Miss Mary Baldwin . Miss 
Lillian Latimer and Miss Minnie Slaughter of Colum­
bus, carried the ribbons and fonned an aisle for 
the party. 

They wore gowns of white and carried big bunches 
of feathery green asparagus fern . The groom, with 
his best man, Mr . Harry Davis, came next, followed 
by the maid of honor, Miss Louise Beecher, who wore 
a very pretty gown of cream lace over yellow chiffon 
and silk and carried a large shower bouquet of yel­
low sweet peas and yellow ribbons. 

The bride entered with her father, and wore a 
beaut1ful gown of white lace over while chiffon and 
silk, and carried an illlnense shower bouquet of 
bride's roses, with buds and ribbons falling to the 
hem of her gown. 

The long oridal veil of white tulle was fasten­
ed to her hair with a wreath of white roses. She 
also wore a necklace of sapphires and pearls , the 
gift of the groom. 

The Rev. Mr. Cosgrove performed the ceremony, 
using the ring service, which was witnessed by a­
bout one hundred and fifty guests. 

After congratulations an elaborate wedding sup­
per was served. 

The bride's table in the dining room was excep­
tionally pretty, with a huge bowl of white and yel­
low sweet peas for a centerpiece, from which yellow 
ribbons extended to the edge of the table and ended 
in bows. From the chandelier strands of smilax were 
stretched to the table, whi ch was lighted by tall 
candlesticks shaded in white flower shades. 

The sixteen places were marked with dainty 
heart-shaped place cards decorated appropriately 
for the occas ion. 

About the table were seated Mr. and Mrs. King. 
Miss Louise Beecher, Miss Lilliam Latimer, Miss 
Mary Baldwin, Miss Josephine Veach, Miss Eva Sulli­
van, Mi ss Grace Phelps, and Miss Minnie Slaughter 
of Columbus ; Mr. Harry Davis, Mr. Charles Flory, 
Mr. William Foos, Mr. Joseph Merlam of Cleveland, 
Or. Corne, Or. Oe Crow and Mr. Jesse Elliott. 

Mrs . Beecher, mother of the bride, wore a 
handsome gown of black grenadine over silk, with 
trilllnings of real lace. Miss Gladys Beecher and 
Miss Eleanor Beecher, sisters of the bride, both 
wore dainty gowns of white. 
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The out-of-town guests were: Mr. Edward Mer­
iam and children, Miss Marie and Mr. Albert, and 
Mr. Joseph Meriam of Toledo; Mrs. Joseph Webb, 
Mr. and Mrs . Willis Beecher, Miss Grace Phelps, 
Miss Eva Sullivan, Miss Minnie Slaughter, Mr. F. 
0. Sullivan, Mr. J . L. Flynn of Columbus; Mrs. 
Bloomer of Marysv i lle; Mrs . Pannaton and Miss 
Parmaton of Granville; Mr. and Mrs. Carter Wil­
cox, Mrs . Zina Wi l cox, Lois Wilcox of Kirkersville, 
Or. and Mrs. F. P. Leathennan of Outville; Mrs.

Education advocate 
Dr. Bunch dies at 53 

Bunch 

HAMPTON - Dr. Theodore Bunch, the 
first black chairman of the Hampton 
School Board and a prom] nent local 
gynecologist, died Sunday after 
battling prostate cancer. He was 53. 
"He was a great advocate of public 
education, and he had the great re­
spect of all of us ," said Donald 

Musselman, Superintendent of Schools. 
"He has been as influential a board chairman as 

there ever has been", said A. W. "Pat" Patrick III, who 
replaced Bunch as board chairman when Bunch resigned in 
March because of failing health. 

Bunch is credited with being a guiding force behind 
the city's sex education program. 

As a gynecologist, he took a special interest in the 
problems of teenage sexuality and pregnancy. 

During his eight years on the board, he also support­
ed several programs that are beginning to receive nation­
al attention, including a peer evaluation program for 
teachers and a drug education program. 

The firs t Black member of the Hampton Medical Soci­
ety, Bunch also became the first black chairman of the 
School Board, in 1982. He had been a board member since 
1980. 

Bunch had served on the staffs of Hampton General, 
Whittaker Memorial (now Newport News General) and Lang­
ley Air Force Base Hospitals. 

A North Carolina native who began practicing 
medfcine in 1965., Bunch retired from his medi ­
cal practice February 3. 

He kept his illness a private matter until 
he resigned his School Board chairmanship March 
2. 

Despite failing health , he continued to attend 
meetings into May. 

"He didn't want sympathy right up to the end" , 
Patrick said. "He was just a super guy." 

Bunch leaves a wife and three children . 
Note: We are saddened by the death of Dr. Bunch . 

So many people have told us what a wonderful 
person he was and we know it is a blow to the 
Virginia Club to lose such a valuable member . 
It is also a loss to HCA.

Many times Dorothy C. Thorpe has been mention­
ed as a decorator who used Heisey glass in her 
work. She made no glass but decorated that of 
various companies. Among those items made by Hei­
sey which are found with her signature are the 
1514 oval floral bowl, and 1489 Puritan cigarette 
boxes and ash trays. The best known is probably 
the Hydrangea stem line which was made especially 
for her . Much of her work is sandblasting though 
she has al so done enameling. At one time Anton 
Krall, one of the famous Krall s who once worked 
for Heisey, did special engraving for her. 

The fo llowing is an article written about her 
in the Los Angeles Times Home Magazine on Novem­
ber 2, 1g41. A few years ago we heard that she 
is still in business though a letter to her brou­
ght no reply. 

The Thorpe signature is: .:IJJC:. which is put 
on the glass with acid. 

"AN OLD BOTTLE 
LAUNCHED A CAREER" 

NOW A SOUTHLAND FACTORY BY AN 1NGENIOUS WOMAN 
TURNS OUT CRYSTALS THAT ARE SOLD ALL OVER THE 
WORLD TO EAGER BUYERS

This is a fairy story that actually happened. 

The fairy emerged from a broken bottle. It al l 
began in depression days when business reverses 
had hounded George Thorpe. His wife Dorothy C. 
Thorpe, found a broken wine bottle on the street 
near her home. She decided she could make some­
thing of it. 

With a fi le she made a groove just below the 
neck of the bottle and broke off the top part. 
That was the start of Dorothy C. Thorpe's origi­
nal crystals, now sold the world over. 

Taking the bottle to a Glendale glass fac tory, 
she had a workman grind and buff the rough edges, 
then she covered the bottle with masking tape, 
drew a monogram on the tape and cut away the part 
that covered the monogram . Returning to the glass 
factory, she had the foreman sandblast the exposed 
glass. 

Eagerly tearing off the masking tape after the 
sandblasting was finished, the Thorpes found that 
the initials "D. T. " were clearly and sharply in­
cised on the glass. The foreman admitted that it 
made a pretty tumbler. 

Studying the bottle carefully, Mrs. Thorpe 
decided it needed decorating. She thought of us­
ing raffia but did not know how to make it stay 
on the bottle. Then she remembered that she had 
seen her brother wrapping a fishi ng pole. Would 
this work? She concluded that it would. 

When her brother showed her how he wrapped 
his poles and secured the knots, she rushed home 
and wrapped the lower part of the bottle wi th raf­
fia. 10 

Her husband also admitted that it was attrac-
tive but inquired: 

"Now that you have it, what are you going to 
do with it?" 
Mrs. Thorpe didn't reply, but she knew. 
The next day , while her husband was trying to 

sell real estate, she called at a department store 
in Los Angeles and wrangled a big order for her 
original highball glasses . 

"That's fine," said her ex-banker husband, "but 
where are you going to get the money for the glass 
that you must have to fill this order?" 

"My husband found a partial so lution for this." 
Mrs. Thorpe relates. "Instead of going to the r~al 
estate office the next day, he went to all the city 
dumps and found several dozen bottles . The next 
day he went to junk yards and found a few more 
while I stayed home and worked on those we had. 

"When my husband had exhausted the dumps and 
junk yards we were faced with the problem of having 
a nice order and not being able to fill it. Then 
we decided to try the foreman at the glass company 
who had seen what I was trying to do. My husband 
and I together talked him into letting us use his 
credit for one barrel of glass bottles. If he 
hadn't helped us I do not know what we would have 
done. 

"It wasn't easy at first," Mrs. Thorpe recalls. 
"My husband haunted .. . stores and brought.home paper 
cartons used str ing and discarded wrapping paper 

> I h for the simple reason that we didn t have enoug 
money to buy these. We couldn't afford a telephone 
so the neighbors would call us over whe~ someone 
would phone in an order. A company delivered pack­
ages for us on credit and everyone was so kind" . 

. The first tracings that Mrs. Thorpe put on her 
glasses were straight lines because she had never 
designed before. But as their business outgrew the 
kitchen, overflowed their garage and expanded into 
rented quarters , she experimented with curved line~ 
and found an unknown talent: she could draw beauti­
ful figures. 

She created several designs, presented them to 
the buyer of one of the country 's most exclusive 
stores and was told to make all that she could in 
the next two months and to send them in. 

"But , " I explained to him, "we don'~ kn~w just 
how many we can make and just how much 1t will a­
mount to." 

"That's all right, " he replied. "Ma ke as much 
as you can and then bill us. " 

Though Dorothy c. Thorpe's original crystals now 
are sold in all parts of the world, it is to Gl endale 
that the buyers come for their selections. Here the 
ihorpes have their new factory and in their showroom 
are the infinite number of glass articles that they 
manufacture. 

Essential ly their new plant is a designin$ and 
sandblasting factory, as they do not blow their own 
glass. 

While Mrs. Thorpe does all the deisgning, the 
business of the firm is handled by her husband. 

In making her glass creations, Mrs. Thorp~ f~rst 
draws a design. If she is using a gobl~t , this ~s 
entirely covered with factic~*· Her desig~ then ~s 
traced onto this elastic covering, and skilled fing­
ers cut away the rubberlike material with~n the de­
sign exposing the glass for the sandblast ing. . . 

This sandblasti ng is done under the supervision 
of Arthur Mesa, who has been with them for eight years 



  
a~d who trains new employees in this art. Mesa and 
hls fellow employees all are considered artists by 
Dorothy Thorpe, which may be a reason that the Thorpes 
have had no labor troubles. It also may explain the 
growth of a new Southern California busi ness from a 
"bottle". 

Ed. Note: In 211-16 Price List there is a reference 
to the 1184 16" Buffet Plate being used by Dorothy 
Thorpe. 

From the HCA Archives we have a note dated 
4/25/47 stating: "The labor cost for satin fin­
ished stem on claret would be about 59¢ per dz. 
This labor cost incl udes waxing, etching, wash­
ing, selecting and wrapping." A drawing of the 
Hydrangea claret accompanies the writing - on it 
written, "clear bowl" and "satin stem and foot". 
Also included is the original Heisey number for 
this stem which was unknown until this time -
#~064. Notations also mention that the satin 
fini sh woyld add $3.00 to the price of the 
blank, raising the price per dozen from $21.00 
to $24.00. Apparently Heisey etched the stem 
and Dorothy Thorpe ad~ed the lavender coloring.

Dear Louise, 

Having been to the National Heisey Glass Muse­
um for the first time on July 23 , 1988, we wanted 
to write you a note to l et you know how impressed 
we were.

After leaving the museum we called on one more 
dealer and again we were not able to leave until 
we had made a purchase.
