FROM YOUR PRESIDENT t t t 

Dear HCA Members , 

A New Year and a new beginning. It is with 
great pl easure that I report the Museum Restoration 
Project is complete! Even though some members had 
doubts of it ever being finished, we can be justly 
proud of our beautiful Museum and the qua l ity of 
the work that was done. Larry Stickle, as Museum 
Conrnittee Chairman , deserves our wholehearted 
"thanks" as he was the overseer of the restoration 
from start to fin ish. The work took much longer 
than anticipated, but we had no way of knowing the 
condition of the siding until work was begun. What 
started as a painting project soon developed into 
a restoration project. As a result, the total pro­
ject greatly exceeded the budget figure, but we 
can be proud of the quality of work done. The to­
tal project cost was $15,767.98 and is paid. 

The Executive Corranittee rescinded their earlier 
action regarding reservations by Bob McClain at the 
Best Western. As a matter of clarification, the 
club's only involvement was obtaining a block of 
100 rooms. In the early days, the Convention Com­
mittee had pennitted Bob, on his own, to handle 
reservations for those who requested him to do so. 
He will do the same again this year, strictly on 
his own, as a service to members. Elsewhere in 
this issue you will find hotel reservation informa­
tion. 

Now a report of the actions of the Board of Di­
rectors at the quarterly Meeting on December 3, 
1988. The Treasurer's Report and the Curator's 
Report are deta iled elsewhere in this issue. On 
the recommendation of the Project Conrnittee the 
three Colts will be made in Ruby and will be fo r 
sa le in the gift shop. As part of their report, 
the Board gave its approval to their recommendation 
to again hold the 200 Dinner in April, the exact 
date to be determined later. 

The Research and Archives Co111nittee recommended 
that the Club reprint the Etching & Ca rving Book 
which has not been available for some time. The 
Board voted to have 500 copies rep rinted and to 
sel l them as a package with the 500 addendums on 
hand. The Co111nittee also reported that the club 
was receiving a large volume of paper goods of the 
A. H. Heisey Company from the estate of Ann and Tim 
Heisey. A further report on this will follow as 
soon as the ConJltittee is able to evaluate the con­
tents of this gi ft. 

A report from the Convent ion Corrrnit tee stated 
that a theme has been chosen for the 1989 Conuen-
t ion . Amy Jo Jones and Bob McClain are Co-Chair­
man this year . Jim Reynolds has agreed to act as 
Show Chairman. My only comment at this time re­
garding the Convention is that there will be some 
minor changes in some events and times this year; 
hopefully to shorten the Sunday morning Annu~l Meet­
ing. The exact specifics I leave to the Chairman 
in charge to report. 

The Mµseum Benefit Auction at this writing con­
sists of numerous outstanding items for your approv­
al and purchase. Bob Ryan, Chairman, is promising 
a few su rprises aqain this veilr. The Auction List 
will be a separate mailing and will be sent short ly 
after the first of the year. 

Under Old Business, the Board discussed the 
. poss ible need to purchase the house on W. Church 
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Street, inrnediately west of the Office Building. 
It was decided to forego any attempt to purchase at 
this time. The purchase of a second computer was 
placed on hold until the Board was presented a more 
detailed report on the need and use of this proposed 
equipment.

FROM THE DESK OF THE EDITOR AND CURATOR I I 

1988 has been a bad year, healthwi se , for many 
of our members. We just had word f rom Mary Jane 
Miller, of Pittsburgh, a longtime member, that her 
husband, Albert J. Miller, passed away on November 
1. Our sympathy goes out to Mary Jane and her fam­
ily . 

As I write this we are having our first really 
cold winter day but the sun is shining brightly 
on our beautifully "restored" museum. At night 
fl ood l ights light up the glisteni ng white exterior 
with candles i n all of the windows and a glorious 
wreath with a huge red bow on the front door . It 
is really awe-inspiring. You should all be so 
proud of your lovely museum. 

Many of you have never had the opportuni ty to 
visit here. If you have not , you are missing one 
of the finest small museums in the country and the 
largest collection of glass from~ factory. You 
wou ld all be so happy that you collect this beauti­
ful glassware. 

After our Christmas Dinner at the Best Western 
on December 3, many of the guests came to the muse­
um for our usual gathering here to see the Christ­
mas decorations. Everything looks so different at 
night with the soft lighting and especia l ly, with 
the tree and all the candles . Refreshments were 
avai l able in the lower l evel and many people played 
euchre. If you wonder what that is, it is basical­
ly a midwestern card game - lots of fun! 

Getting the most attention were t1-10 gorgeous 
pieces of glass which came f rom the estate of Mary 
Jeanette Heisey who has recently died . One is a 
#3397 Gascony Decanter in TANGERINl. I know ot on­
ly two of these. Perhaps some of you have one but 
they are very scarce. 

The second i s the most beautiful piece of 
He~sey glass that I have ever seen. It is a #4225 
Cobel Cocktail Shaker (wh ich is really not rare at 
al l ). However, this one has been cased with Cobalt 
and then "cut back" to clear. In the manner of 
Webb Cameo glass, there are flowers raised from the 
surface. These are blue. The cut-back areas also 
have a different floral cutting . There are cut 
flutes all around the base which are also cut throu­
gh to the clear. For those of you who are not fa­
miliar with "cased" glass, it means that a layer of 
another color has been applied to the outside. We 
have another piece cased i n Cobalt, a very beauti­
ful Ball Vase with an Emil Krall engraving , and 
the #3390 Carcassonne Pitcher cased with experimen­
tal Gold Ruby. The Ball Vase came from the A. H. 
Heisey II fami ly and the Ruby Gold Pitcher came 
from the estate of Paul Fairall - a 42 year Heisey 
employee. 

The Cocktail Shaker can rightfully be called 
Art Gl ass 

In an article in the Newark Advocate some time 
ago, which was dated January 2, 1913, there was 
an announcement that Wilson Heisey "is the new 
President of the Heisey Compa ny in 1913". This is 
entirely new information to us and changes the his­
t ory somewhat. We will have to do some study on 
this . 

Speaking of study , we have received a mountain 
of paper material from the estate of Tim and Anne 
Heisey which will keep researchers busy for years 
to come. This is the third large. group of mater­
ial which we have acquired and, no doubt, the most 
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informative. We are l ucky to have Nei la Bredehoft 
here to work with this materi al . 

By the way , in regard to the "Crysta 1 Care" ar­
ticle on page 4 of the December newslett er - please, 
don't use an emery board on your glass to repair 
ni cks. Find a glass repairman. Consult antique 
dealers in your area who might know where to have it 
done. To wash glass try Tri-Sodium-Phosphate which 
can be purchased at hardware stores and , perhaps , 
drug stores. Use very sparingly . Don't put stem­
ware in a dishwasher. 

The Auction glass th i s year is very good quality 
and there are lots of very desirable items. See Bob 
Ryan's artic l e for more details .

It's four pm.on a Sunday here in the Yachting 
Center; there is a soft gentle sno.w falling and in 
the distance there is the sound of sleigh bells.

My grandchildren and I are waiting 
here, along with other children and their parents, 
all are excited; you see it is only three days be­
fore Christmas and the sleigh, drawn by two horses, 
is coming to pick us up and transport us all to the 
center of 'old town' so we can greet Santa. As the 
sleigh winds its way through our quaint streets 
many shops are passed, their windows decorated with 
scenes of Christmas past, Christmas present, and 
Christmas yet to come. Each shop trying to capture 
the true meaning of Christmas as well as being the 
recipient of the first prize in our annual window 
decorating contest. As the snow falls quietly the 
children's voices, as they sing carols, seem to pro­
ject from one end of the town to the other. It is 
a happy time! Here we are now, in old town, a beau­
tiful tree all decorated with hundreds of tiny 
sparkling lights that remind me of 'fairy dust'.

that she was still in there pitching; #1540 Lariat 
covered Candy Dish; #1184 Yeoman Creamer in Moon­
gleam , plus another Creamer - the #479 Petal, also 
in Moongleam. Adding to her small, but growing, 
collection of #343 Sunburst is the 10" footed Salver 
(or cake stand). This last piece she really had to 
put up quite a struggle for but it was well worth 
the effort. 

Last month I reported on how "the Scribe" (from 
the garden state) began her quest for Heisey and I 
said I would relate the rest of the story. Over the 
years, since these first pieces became family treas­
ures, the Scribe has found another Hotel Cream and 
Sugar in #1231 Ribbed Octagon - another pair of Rib­
bed Octagon Candleholders plus six (6) more 7" pla­
tes. Also found have been many other assorted serv­
ing plates, candy dishes, bonbons, etc . in various 
other patterns, all Moongleam to meet her needs and 
complete her Christmas Eve table setting. She 
claims, and rightly so, "it just wouldn't be Christ­
mas without my Heisey"! (perhaps some of you hav~ 
stories to tell regarding how you started collecting 
Heisey, let me know. ) 
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From the Beaver State (or) the "Compassionate 
Beaver" brags finding, in the "Centennial State" 
(Col), a #1485 Saturn Tidbit tray, in Limelight 
and in the "Equality State" (wy) a #1403 Flamingo 
Half Circle Sugar was tucked securely in her "ditty" 
bag to be proudly carried home. Something else to 
hunt for, that's half the fun!! 

It's often a puzzle to me where "The Farmer" 
(Bay State, ma) finds the time, with his busy sched­
ule, to go out and hunt up all those delightful 
pieces. Well, at least there are still things out 
there to find; he proves it al l the time . Let's 
start with the #1405 Ipswich footed Sodas, 8 oz . and 
eight (8) of them; a regal #433 Greek Key 21" buf­
fet Plate; two (2) #2323 12 oz. Navy Sodas, one 
half sham, wide optic; a #1509 Queen Ann 6~' oval 
Lemon Dish and Cover with Dolphin Finial - this 
piece was cut, plus in a Chrome-Kraft holder by 
Farber Bros. 

"The Pottery Man" (mo) the 'show me state' re­
ports finding a #1200 Cut Block individual Sugar, 
in Custard , with souvenir flora l decoration of 
'Excelsior Springs, Mo. 

"The Keystone Cops" from (pa . ) went to a "De­
pression Glass" show and discovered some Glass 
that the dealers were not aware was Heisey, which 
they had out for sale; #300~ Peerless 2~ oz Bar 
Glass in Flamingo - would you believe it was in ex­
cellent condition and marked! Plus, the #1503 Crys­
tolite 4~ oz Cologne with the drip stopper (or daub­
ber). 

"One Preacher and his Missus" from the Buckeye 
State (oh) stopped at one of those "too good to be 
true" places. This was a very nice shop advertis­
ing Cambridge Glass; they decided to go in anyway 
and just look, and look they did! They tiptoed out 
with many things. I just am going to report a few 
this month and will save a few for next month. 
Ready? The 32 oz Cristos footed Decanter ~nd six 
(6) Old Fashions plus one (1) shot glass w1th Tally 
Ho Etch! Two (2) Mustard Spoons that are scarce 
as hen's teeth, and two (2) Old Sandwich 12 oz Beer 
Mugs, also in Crystal . Really now that sure was a 
"too good to be true place". 

"The Cardinal" became the animated owner of the 
#1252 Twist 8 oz Tumbler in Flamingo. One by one 
his tumbler collection is expanding. He has not 
taken a count of late; perhaps he should. 

"The energetic Countess" reports the #353 Medi­
um Flat Panel individual dual Almond in Moongleam 
and a lovely #325 Pillows spooner. 

"Yours Truly" added another Candlestick, the 
#1205 Teardrop (1) in Flamingo; #305 Punty and Di­
amond Point Sugar Sifter plus the Paste Jar. I 
really love that little Paste Jar it is so cute! 

"The Teacher" reports a #1201 Fandango three 
cornered Bowl plus another Bowl, the #1495 Fern 
and this one is etched. 

"The Wiz" bragged about the #4069 Ridgeleigh 
Cocktail; 8" Crystal Beehive Plate and a #1567 
Plantation Marmalade. 

"Moonglinted, sunwashed -- our town, place apart, 
Marblehead, where lagging pulses start --
Again, I must ask for your input, my mailbox is 

crying to be filled with all your finds, great or 
small, everything is welcome. Write to me in care 
of HCA or to me personally.

  HEISEY IN THE TRADE JOURNALS - NO. 300 
P~ERLESS (part 1) By Tom Felt 

In September, 1899, Heisey's newest pattern 
was advertised both in The House Furnisher : China, 
Glass and Pottery Review, which featured the but­
ter, ta 11 ce 1 ery, cream, and 9" berry nappy, and 
on the cover of the September 21st . issue of China, 
Glass & Lamps (picture #1): "Our new 300 line made 
in f i ne crystal. Made in very complete line of 
tab leware. Comprises some 150 pieces." With hind­
sight of today's co l lector , it probably doesn't 
seem exceptional that thi s famous .pattern s~ou~d 
have been i ntroduced i n such a maJor way ; 1t ls 
only when we turn to a report in that same.journal 
that we begin to rea l ize what a departure lt real -
ly was: . 

A. H. Hei sey & Co., of Newark, Oh10, known a­
mong the makers of fine pressed crystal and opal 
glassware i n the United States, have depa r~ed 
boldly and radically from the beaten path ln de: 
signing their new line of crystal tableware, wh1ch 
t hey call No. 300. The line is severely p~ain be­
ing a reproduction of the ol d pure lead fl1nt cut 
gl assware of our fathers, with its limpid honest 
crystal, its broad cut f lu te , and regularly sca l ­
loped edge . . . . After so many attempts to do 
something out of the ordinary rut in glassware 
designing .... it is pleasant to turn to an hon­
est and unpretentious reproduction of the old and 
simple forms of antiquity, since one feels at once 
that only a metal maker capable of producing pure, 
fine crystal , would be bold enough to adopt.a heavy 
cut ware pattern with broad flute. We predict a 
large sale for Heisey's new No: 300 line. 

Innovative and successful it was. Although 
pressed glass reproductions of cut patterns were 
to remain popular and Heisey would produce several 
more in the years to come, the ir plain colonial 
line caught on to such an extent that within a very 
short time virtually every other glass company fol­
lowed suit. If any single pattern can be said to 
have solidified Heisey's reputation and ensured 
the new company's survival, it was the no . 300 l~ne. 
And it is not insignificant to note that from th1s 
point on, until the factory closed, there was al­
ways at least one colonial pattern (and often sev­
eral) in production. 

No. 300 eventually grew to at least 166 pi eces , 
and possibly as many as 180, plus another 57 items 
in the no. 30012 1 i ne. It is often bewi 1 deri ng try­
ing to differentiate between the various colonial 
patterns made by Heisey. For instance, many (but 
not all) pieces in no. 300 are sca lloped, whereas 
the comparable items in no. 300~ have a plain rim. 
However, as you will note in picture #2, which was 
the next advertisement to appear in The House Fur­
nisher: China , Glass and Pottery Review in Octo­
ber, 1899, the extensive selection of stemware (at 
least two dozen stemmed items altogether) are not 
scalloped and do not even have the serrated band, 
often referred to as a "petticoat" by coll ectors 
today, which appears around the base of so many of 
the other pieces. 

On October 19th., China, Glass & Lamps reported 
further that Heisey's new pattern "is one of the 
richest anci prettiest thi ngs of&ered the trade for 
so111e time. They are receivi ng the endorse-
ment of the public for good taste and sound judg-
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ment in the way of f i ne orders and it is certain 
that this line will be one of t he mos t popul ar 
things brought out this season." 

Over the next year, a tota l of 16 full -page ad­
vertisements appeared in the trade journals , as 
well as another ha l f a dozen sma l ler ads and il l u­
strations of individual pieces. Picture #3 , from 
the December 14, 1899 , issue of Crockery and Gl ass 
Journal is of some interest. In addition to the 
13 oz. molasses can and the 6 oz oil bottle , it al­
so pictures the 611 honey dish and cover. But, wait 
a minute : look at the table set which al so appears 
in the same ad and compare the butter with the one 
in picture #1. You're right. The butter and honey 
dish have been reversed in the later advertisement. 

In the China, Glass & Lamps issue of March 15, 
1900, it is stated that Heisey's "No. 300 pattern 
has proven a genuine surprise and is having a phe­
nomenal demand." That same month a three page ad­
vertisement appeared in The House Fur nisher: Chi na , 
Glass and Pottery Review , includinq pi7ture #4, 
showing "a selection from the 30 new p1eces recently 
added to our 300 pattern." Among the new i t ems is 
a candlestick -- the very first one ever made by 
Heisey. Later , after three more candlesticks were 
added to the line, this one was known as the 1-300, 
with the "-300" suffix eventually dropped. Collec­
tors today know it as the No. l candlestick. 

Of equal note i n this ad is the fact that f~r 
the first time No. 300 is ca l led "The Pattern With­
out a Peer." It was from this designation that 
Minnie Watson Kamm derived the name Peerless by 
wh ich the pattern is known today. (It should be 
noted that some of the catalogs refer to this as the 
"No. 300 Colonial pattern , " and as a result "Coloni­
al" is sometimes also encountered in books on glass­
ware as a name for this pattern; however, this was 
actually a generic description used for various sim­
ilar lines in the early catalogs.)

Q. Clarence W. Vogel in his book (number 3) makes 

this statement on page 32 regarding Ipswich: 
"There i s no proof that Heisey produced this 
pattern in any color but Crystal except for the 
center piece in Cobalt Blue." In another part 
of hi s book he states that Ipswich was made in 
several of the colors . Reference is to pattern 
no. 1405. Wa s Ipswich made by Heisey in colors1 
and if so, whi ch color s? If not, then are all 
Ipswich pattern no. 1405 items in color made by 
Imperial? Your ass i st ance will be appreciated .

A. When Mr. Vogel wa s writing his book he might 
not have been aware at first that 1405 Ipswich 
was made in several colors. Actually, if one 
only had a late catalog it would have been 
listed only in Crystal. He probably later had 
access to an earlier price list. 
No. 1405 Ipswich was actually made in the fol­
lowing colors : Crys tal, Moongleam, Flamingo, 
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Sahara and Cobalt. There are also a few goblets 
around in Alexandrite, a real rarity. There is 
one in the museum. 

Q. In what colors did Imperial make this pattern? 

A. Imperial made only four items in Ipswich. These 
include the large Candy Jar and Cover in Amber , 
1960 - 69; Heather, 1961 - 65; Verde 1961 - 67; 
Antique Blue, 1966. A small Candy Jar made from· 
the footed Tumbler, had a Cambridge lid. (Im­
per ial al so owned the Cambridge moulds). These 
were made in two Cambridge colors, Mandal-"in .Gold 
and Moonlight Blue f~om January 1962- 65. The gold 
looks like Heisey ' s Sahara and the blue is some­
times mistaken for Heisey's experimer.tal blue, 
especially , when found without the lid. These 
two are usually marked with the Diamond H. They 
also made the 11" footed bowl from January, 1960, 
to Janaury, 1962, in Amber, Heather and Verde. 
Usually they are marked with the Diamond H. 
They also made what they called a Pecan bowl 
which was made by flaring out the Candy Jar 
and criffiping the edges; made in Heather and 
Amber. Heather is a purplish color and Verde 
is a mossy shade of green. 
Imperial also made a few of these in a white 
color similar to Fenton's Opel, the color of 
last year's Oscar. These are also marked and 
only a few have been seen.

I wrote a friend of mine in California and 
asked him about it. He said that she died some time 
in the late 1960's or early 1970's, but that her 
company is still in business.* The address I have 
is: Dorothy C. Thorpe, Inc.
