WALTER VON NESSEN
by Tom Felt

In the July 1936 issue of Crockery and Glass
Journal, there was a full page announcement that
"Heisey's newest pattern, a startlingly beautiful
creation by Walter Von Nessen, one of America's
foremost deisgners, will be introduced at the New
York show, July 19 to 25, and at the Chicago show,
August 3 to 15. Don't miss this. It is sure to be
a big winner!“The Tine being heralded was no. 1483
Stanhope and it was the first of four patterns cre-
ated by Von Nessen for Heisey in the 1930's. Most
Heisey collectors today associate this designer with
these patterns, all of which, 1ike Stanhope, typified
the Art Deco period.

50 I was quite interested a couple of years ago
when I went to an Art Deco exhibit at the Renwick
Gallery in Washington, D.C., and found that Walter
Von Nessen was prominently featured for his work in
lighting, furniture and accessories in metal. His
association with Heisey seems to have been his only
foray into glassware design and while some of his
work during this period was certainly in the "modern"
(i.e., Art Deco) style, not all of it was really rep-
resentative of the kinds of creations he was so well
known for in other media.

There were two main movements which can be con-
sidered Art Deco. The first, dating from the early
1900's, originated in Austria and Germany and, ac-
cording to Alastair Duncan, author of American Art
Deco, "it placed emphasis on functional design appli-
cable to mass production. Ornament was given only
secondary status." This movement, often referred to
as "Modernism," is the one to which Von Nessen pri-
marily belongs, and it had a powerful influence on
American design, though not really until the late
1920's.

Prior to that, beginning in the years immediately
following the First World War, there was another
movement which is the one we most readily identify
with Art Deco today, "the highly colorful and play-
ful style" from France which "arrived in the United
States before the older, more austere, Austrian/Ger-
man variation."t There was a parallel development of
the two styles in the United States through the
1930's, but with the latter gaining more commercial
popularity (no doubt to a great extent due to the
work of the Hollywood designers who tantalized audi-
ences with an Art Deco fantasy world in the musicals
and comedies of the time). For this reason, I sus-
pect there were commercial pressures that edged some
of Walter Von Nessen's work for Heisey away from his
usual Modernism in the direction of the more ornamen-
tal and less austere designs he created in glassware.
This is certainly true in the case of no. 1495 Fern,
which is almost "fussy" in comparison with no. 1483
Stanhope or no. 1485 Saturn.

Walter Von Nessen was born in Germany in 1889 and
studied in Berlin with Bruno Pag], "an important ed-
ucator and furniture deisgner."¢ One of Von Nessen's
earliest commissions involved redesigning the inter-
iors of Berlin's subway stations. He also taught at
the Charlottenberg Art School and, from 1919 to 1923,
lived in Stockholm, where he designed furniture for
various Swedish clients.

In 1923 he emigrated to the United States. In
the mid-1920's he established the Nessen Studio at
151 East 38th Street in New York, a small company

that supplied architects and interior designers
with Tighting fixtures and other innovative metal
furnishings. From the very beginning, he found him-
self in the forefront of the developing modernist
style in this country. For instance, in 1926 he
provided metal lamps on either side of the main door-
way of the Lowell, an apartment house on East 63rd
Street, which is now recognized as one of the first
public buildings in New York to incorporate charac-
teristics of the style in architecture we now con-
sider to be Art Deco. His lamps were also used by
Eliel Saarinen in the Cranbrook Academy of Arts in
Bloomfield Hills, Michigan, a project which is still
considered one of the landmarks in modern design.

By 1928, he was well enough known to be included as
one of the exhibitors in an "International Exposi-
tion of Art in Industry," sponsored by Macy's.
Richard Beach, director of industrial relations at
the Metropolitan Museum of Art, wrote of this show
that it "closes a chapter in the history of contem-
porary_art. The modern style . . . has come to
stay."

By 1930, when most firms were cutting back due
to the onset of the Depression, the Nessen Studio
expanded and became a general distributor of lamps
and furniture to the retail trade on a national ba-
sis. According to Alastair Duncan, "Von Nessen
emerged as the premier Modernist lamp designer in
the United States," creating table lamps of metal,
glass, plastic, and other materials, which still
look distinctly modern today. As examples of his
chandeliers, pictures 1 and 2 show two designs he
did for the Miller Lamp Company around 1930. They
are typical of much of his work in their use of
stark, rather angular shapes and concentric lines.
Again to quote Alastair Duncan, "His lamps, especi-
ally, drew praise for their brazen modernity, both
in form and in choice of bright metallic finishes.
Geometric shades in frosted glass or parchment were
housed on chromium-plated metal, brass, or brushed
aluminum. Decorative accents were provided by For-
mica, Bakelite, or rubber discs or trim." This com-
bination of unusual materials looks forward to his
equally innovative use of Plascon handles on the
pieces in the Stanhope pattern.

The Nessen Studio also specialized in small pie-
ces of metal furniture, such as ash stands, side
tables, combination table/bookcases, etc. From June
1930 to February 1931, advertisements appeared in
House and Garden nearly every month, featuring many
of these pieces. An article appeared in the Febru-
ary 1930 issue of House Beautiful devoted to those
modern furniture designers whom the author, C. Adolph
Glassgold, felt would be remembered in the future as
the premier creators of furniture of their time. He
included Walter Von Nessen, even though he felt he
was limited because he worked "exclusively in metal,
in which he is a master craftsman without equal in
America."

So this indicates the stature of the man when he
began his association with Heisey. Although I men-
tioned at the beginning of this article that the
first pattern to be designed by Von Nessen was no.
1483 Stanhope in 1936, in fact his first work for
the company was in late 1934. He was initially ap-
proached by Rod Irwin, Heisey's sales manager, in
early September with a request to develop some de-
signs for inclusion in a display of Modern Art and
House Furnishings at the Metropolitan Museum. This

exhibit, which opened in November, was limited to

items which had never been shown to the public be-
fore, and with preparation time so short, Von Nes-
sen modified a group of pieces from the existing
lines.

This was a highly prestigious exhibit and includ-
ed glassware from Libbey, Steuben, Fostoria and Bryce
Brothers; however, in an article on the display
which appeared in the winter 1934-35 issue of Crea-

_tive Design, it was two of Walter Von Nessen's
pieces which were most prominently featured. The
shapes were very plain with the main design elements
being "concentric lines, deeply incised and frosted
creating a fanciful wavering pattsrn within the
glass," according to the caption. These "Museum
cuttings" apparently continued to be available from
Heisey, though possibly only on a special order ba-
sis, for several years, since handwritten lists
exist dated as late as 1942. Of all the pieces he
was to create for Heisey, this group of vases and
bowls are the most representative of the work Von
Nessen did in most of the remainder of his career.

Heisey was not Von Nessen's only client during
this period, of course, and the next significant
development in his career seems to have had a direct
impact on the creation of Stanhope. In 1930, he had
begun to design serving pieces for the Chase Brass
and Copper Company in Waterbury, Connecticut. These
included coffee services and cocktail accessories in
chromium plated copper with plastic handles. Being
mass produced, these pieces were much more widely
distributed than the limited editions produced by
the Nessen Studio could be, Perhaps most fascina-
ting to us is a covered punch bowl and cup (picture
#3) which presumably was designed for Chase, though
there appears to be no evidence that it was ever
made. At any rate, the original drawing, dated Sep-
tember 1935, is clearly the prototype for the Stan-
hope pattern which was to come out less than a year
later. The punch bowl was to be made of chrome and
glass with plastic handles identical to those used
in several of the pieces in the Stanhope pattern.
(Curiously, the use of this handle on glassware was
patented by Von Nessen and assigned to Heisey; if
a similar patent exists for the use of these handles
on metal items, I'm not aware of it.)

Stanhope was an artistic success, lauded as "so
genuinely new and different that it takes the breath
away.”5 By February 1937, Heisey's ads were able to
boast of the plague that had been awarded the pattern
in the Modern Plastic Competition, "more evidence of
the fact that in creating the STANHOPE Pattern Mr.
Von Nessen achieved new heights of design." But
this combination of glassware with detachable plas-
tic handles (in red, blue, black, yellow, ivory
and green -- interchangeable to match a hostess'
gown, table coverings, flower, or general room de-
cor) did not really catch on with the public, and
by 1941 it was discontinued,

Von Nessen's next pattern was the most success-
ful: no. 1485 Saturn, which was made from 1937 to
1953, with some pieces remaining in the line until
1957 and a few (such as the chip and dip set) re-
produced by Imperial. This was followed by no. 1488
Kohinoor (1937 to 1939, with the console set reis-
sued from 1941-46). I don't know if any evidence
exists in the archives of the HCA to substantiate
this, but I suspect a number of the other patterns
and individual pieces issued at around this time

could also have been created by Yon Nessen.

In May 1937, Heisey's Table Talk announced
that "Mr. Walter Von Nessen recently sailed for Eu-
rope where he will spend several months in intensive
study in the various art centers on the continent.
We are having him do this because we want the very
newest and best ideas in glassware design."

The result of this trip may have been no., 1495
Fern, the last of the patterns known to have been
created by Von Nessen. This Tine was made from
late in 1937-1941, with some pieces continuing to
be produced off and on in following years, includ-
ing the candlestick. I find this the least typical
of Von Nessen's designs, since it relies so heavily
on ornamentation, albeit of a somewhat nontradition-
al nature.

I have not come across any further information
about Von Nessen's career following his association
with Heisey. It was not too long afterwards that

he died, in 1943, while still in his early fifties.
It is obvious that a brilliant career was cut short,
but if the patterns he created for Heisey were, in
fact, among his last achievements, they certainly
provide a memorable finish to a 1ife devoted to
creativity.

GLASS ANIMALS & FIGURINES

Paul Kikeli is a member in good standing of the
HCA & NIGCS.

Man's universal affection for animals has been
marvelously captured in imaginative form by the A,
H. Heisey & Imperial Glass Companies. Each firm's
figurines mimic 1ife in fanciful manners. Whether
it be a glorious Flying Mare, or a cute Piglet, a
Minuet Girl, or a Parlor Pup, their collectibility
is renowned. Heisey by Imperial and Imperial de-
signed animals and figurines have sharply risen in
value in the past couple of years. Imperial was
forced to liquidate its assests in 1985 with pro-
duction having come to a halt. The original Heisey
moulds were purchased by the Heisey Collector's of
America, Inc., located in Newark, Ohio. They had
been owned by Imperial since 1958. These moulds
are periodically used to benefit the HCA with small
runs of animals or figurines by such companies as
Viking or Fenton. However, as with original Hei-
sey Crystal and Amber, Imperial's Crystal and vari-
ous colored items have not been manufactured in
several years.

Research is currently being conducted to deter-
mine production numbers of various Heisey by Im-
perial and Imperial animals and figurines. Thanks
to the record keeping of former Imperial employees,
antique dealers, the Heisey Collectors of America,
Inc., and the National Imperial Glass Collectors
Society members, this information will be made
available in a forthcoming book., There is tremen-
dous demand for a detailed background on Imperial
glass. Recent enthusiasm in the marketplace is
precipitating the collaboration of a comprehensive
volume. Illustrations, price guide and photographs
should be incorporated. If you are excited by the
aforementioned project, you will enjoy the follow-
ing data.

Collectors may better assess the potential value
of their individual items based on available produc-
tion quantities. During the very last days of pour-
ing at Imperial, desperation for survival had here-
tofore unmoulded Heisey animal related pieces being
recreated in various colors. These glassworks are
extremely collectible due to their rarity. One re-
cently discovered example is an Amber Doe Head
which commanded a serious price at auction. Higher
demands for collectible glass are bringing these
unusual, non-production, generally unknown, items
up for sale.

The National Heisey Glass Collectors Society
elected the theme of "Heisey by Imperial" for their
1989 Annual Convention seminar this upcoming June.
Undoubtedly, there will be many unusually colored
and low production animals and figurines (not for
sale) on display. The auction should be exciting,
with the show yielding a multitude of collectible
pieces for sale. This will be an exceptional event
the serious glass animal collector will not want to
miss.

How fortunate we Ohioans are that the Buckeye
State has an abundance of collectible glass activi-
ty. Despite the amount of high quality glass manu-
facturers in this part of the country, Imperial and
Heisey will always continue to shine brightly amongst
them! Though in very good company, both firm's unde-
niably beautiful and unique creations have them set-
ting many artistic standards.

diamonds are forever ., . . . .

It is difficult to ascertain just when the
Yachting Center was permanently settled by the
white man. Little by Tittle the white visitors
from surrounding colonies encroached upon the In-
dian encampments and stayed around Massabeqush to
fish and hunt. They called it their town. In
1629 Francis Higginson wrote, "here is plenty Mar-
ble stone --- our plantation is from hence called
Marble Harbor". It was the independent trader,
the dissenter, the unwanted, and the rugged fish-
erman who put down the roots of this plantation.

By 1633 the name had been changed to "Marblehead"
taking the entire peninsula, not just the harbor.
The center of activity was not at the Great Harbor,
but at Little Harbor, a snug jsland protected cove
where the shallops rode safely at anchor and the
fish was dried on the nearby ledges and rocky in-
clines. In 1635 the General Court had named Mar-
blehead a separate plantation from our now adjacent
town, Salem. For its first twenty years Marblehead
belonged to Salem in a legal and territorial sense,
but there it ended. These two plantations were as
diverse a pair of settlements as could ever have
shared a common boundary.

Plantation is also the name of a Heisey pattern,
produced from 1950 to 1956 in Crystal. "The Farmer"
from the Bay State (ma) had, on this particular day,
worked in the fields all morning and decided to
take a ride to the "big city". Upon arriving at a
“real store", or rather Antique Shoppe, he proceed-
ed to do a little browsing and much to his great
delight, came across a real wealth of Heisey. One
of the items he brought home with him was a pair of
#1567 Plantation 3-lite candelabra with bobeches
and "A" prisms. The #1519 Waverly 5" chocolate and
cover with cresting wave finial and #507 Orchid
etch, along with the Waverly 9" round 4-compartment
relish, also Orchid etch, were eagerly placed in his
truck and carried back to the homestead.

The Gator Guy and Gal from the Sunshine State
(F1a) were fortunate enough to become the self-sat-
isfied owners of a #1205 Fancy Loop medium size
cracker jar (without the 1id, untortunately, but
that's the way in which many are found), beautiful
nevertheless!

Let me tell you what that sly but "Friendly Fox"
from the Evergreen State (wa) tucked away in their
"Lair": #1184 Yeoman two-handled bonbon with han-
dles in Moongleam; also in Yeoman, two Moongleam

ash trays (one perfect and the other has a fracture).

Lastly was found eight (8) 7" #1225 Flamingo
plates, these were a virtual steal.

“The South Jersey Troops" report the #1401 Emp-
ress Sahara individual cream and sugar while "AZ
Heisey-holic" from the Grand Canyon State was in
seventh heaven when she returned on the second day
of a show to see if anything she had passed by the
day before was still waiting for her; Tlucky day -
she was able to purchase the following "jewels":
#411 Rib and Panel sugar dispenser with a silver
top in Crystal; #1405 Ipswich 8" square plates in
Sahara (six of them); one Ipswich % 1b candy jar
in Crystal. Those plates must be elegant, to say
the very least!

It's time I let you all know what the "Two
Guys" from Connecticut are up to. Quite a bit of
good, Tet me tell you: #4044 New Era Crystal clar-
et (two of them): #1229 Octagon DO jelly in Sahara;
#1503 Crystolite one-handled jelly with spiderweb
bottom (very interesting piece); #352 Flat Panel
Flamingo 0il and vinegar.

"Vell here ve are reporting from Visconsin
Voods". It's Ole and Minnie again vanting to tell
you about some Orchid etch they discovered: eight
(8) 7" #1519 Waverly plates and a pair of #142 Cas-
cade candlesticks.

"The Empire State Gal" wants to inform me of an
unmarked Zodiac compote - cup shaped bowl. She was
a bit puzzled about this piece wondering if it might
be an Imperial item, but the one in the book has a
different shape. In any case she said it was a
fine piece of glass and the first in that pattern
she had ever seen. So, purchase it she did, Also
found was the #451 violet vase.*

all my good friends again this year. Donald and I
will be at the Display; please stop by and talk to
us. I do so enjoy seeing you all and discussing our
common interest.

HISTORY OF GLASS - FROM OUR ARCHIVES

Glass is one of the basic materials which man
has employed since the beginning of recorded time.
We explore through it, drink out of it, and control
heat and 1light with it; it is a substance of great
versatility and unlimited possibilities.

In the beginning, glass was made by nature and
not by man. When fire came out of the earth during
volcanic erruptions, it melted whatever sand was ly-
ing about into a homogeneous mass called "obsidian".
Structurally, obsidian is a true glass, not crystal-
line like certain quartz minerals and rock crystal.
Prehistoric man shaped this natural glass into
primitive tools and weapons by slowly chipping away
the edges until they were razor sharp. Some tribes
of American Indians, including the Incas in South
America, made arrowheads and amulets out of obsi-
dian by this same simple process,

The first man-made glass did not look at all
like the substance we call glass today. About 2500
years before the birth of Christ, the Egyptians,
and perhaps the Sumerians had learned how to make a
viscous glaze with which to decorate their pottery.
This glaze was a kind of glass, made out of silica
(or sand) and certain powdered metallic substance
which were moistened and painted into the clay pot.
When the piece was fired in a simple oven, the sand
and other materials became soft and stuck together.
This produced a harder, slightly shiny finish on
the pot. Glass of this kind is called frit because
it has not been completely melted into a homogeneous
mass.

Solid glass vessels were made at least 3500

years ago in Egypt and possibly Assyria. The pro-
cess may have been discovered during the improper
firing of a glazed bead; if the ceramic core dis-
integrated, a 1ittle cup of frit glass would remain.
This is the essence of a technique which was used
for over a thousand years. A core was made of sand,
held together by some gummy substance; this core
was then slipped into a semi-fluid pot of hot glass
and rolled until completely covered with glass.
When the glass was cool, the sand core was scraped
out. Naturally, most of the objects made this way
were small. Perfume and oil bottles were made for
export to other countries as well as for the Egypt-
ian nobility.

A century or two before the birth of Christ,
glass blowing was discovered. The first blown pie-
ces may have been made by making a tube of glass,
reheating and sealing one end and then inflating it
by blowing in the cool end, just as much of our
laboratory apparatus is made today. One of the
first great names in the history of glass making is
"Ennion", a Sidionian who lived between 100 B.C.
and 100 A.D. He blew colored glasses, often an iv-
ory white, into beautifully carved molds. Many of
his most important surviving work bears his name
and the inscription "Buyer Remember, I Ennion, made
this".

During the first three centuries of our era,
glass became a household item. Under the civilizing
influence of Roman rule, a glass industry was devel-
oped which made all kinds of common table glass,
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containers, lamps, fernery urns, and so many other
things that the substance was as well known then as
it is today.

Although Roman glass is crude compared to our
own, it was a great improvement over the frit of
the Egyptians. You could see through it, it could
be as plastically manipulated as our own glass can,
and it was inexpensive enough so that every one
could have jt. In addition to the ordinary ware,
Roman glass makers made beautiful bowls out of
colored sections of glass; they engraved gold leaf
between two layers of glass and they carved magni-
ficent glass cameos, the most famous surviving ex-
ample of which is the Portland Vase. As craftsmen,
their work is unsurpassed.

As the great Roman Empire began to disinte-
grate, in the late 5th century A.D., the center of
the glass industry moved east into Persia. The in-
genuity of the Persians, and later the Saracens was
focused primarily on decoration and not on the
quality of the glass itself. Magnificent deep cut
pieces, wonderful vessels in the form of animals
and, the greatest achievement of all, exquisitely
enameled bottles and lamps have survived as proof
of the superb craftsmanship extant in the ancient
Near East from 800 - 1300 A.D.

Towards the end of the middle ages, as Venice
became a great seaport and the center of world
trade, glassmaking moved back to the Italian penin-
sula. Some of the simple Roman styles and techni-
ques had survived in small local glass houses, par-
ticularly in the vicinity of Altare and, further
north, under the rule of the Kings of Merovis. This
original industry plus the achievements of the Near
Easterners combined to produce some of the most ex-
otic and delicate glass the world has ever seen.

The art of glassmaking, in medieval and ren-
aissance Italy was a secret art as well as a fire
hazard. For these reasons, the island of Murano,
near Venice was reserved for the glass industry and
is still being used for that purpose today. Natu-
rally, the Venetian merchants were extremely anxious
to protect their lucrative monopoly and therefore
the death penalty was inflicted on anyone who tried
to escape.

In the 15th and 16th centuries, the simple for-
est glass houses of Holland and Germany began to do
a thriving business. In addition to the little
green prunted cups and later the hollow trunked
roemers, the northern glassmakers produced all sorts
of ware in the elaborate Venetian manner. One of
the most successful combinations of these two dis-
tinctly different glassmaking concepts is the flute
with its delicate Venetian stem and Dutch-German
conical bowl.

The English, particularly Giacomo Verzelini,
who had come from Venice, began to produce glass in
a rather crude Venetian-like way in the 16th centu-
ry. Less than 100 years later, George Ravenscroft
had made the first successful lead glass, a glass so
beautifully clear and brilliantly reflective that it
deserves the metaphoric adjective "crystal". Blanks
(undecorated vessels) of this new glass were sent to
Holland and Germany to be decorated by the masters
of copperwheel and diamond stipple engraving. Dur-
ing the Jacobean intrigues a vast number of drinking
vessels were produced bearing engraved heraldic sym-
bols representing the young pretender and other mem-
bers of the existing Royal family.

In 1608 the London Company installed America's

first industry; a handful of imported glass blowers
were sent to the colony of Jamestown. Although rec-
ords of the company indicate that glass was made, no
example survives which can be definitely attributed
to this first venture. Isolation, Indians, and un-
bearable living conditions were responsible for the
collapse of this first attempt at glassmaking.

New Amsterdam apparently supported two glass
houses in the 17th century but Caspar Wistar, in
Salem, New Jersey, was the first successful glass-
maker about whom we have any accurate information.

A commerical producer of bottles and window glass,
Wistar founded the South Jersey tradition. The
workers in his factory made off-hand pieces on their
own time from the remainder of the day's glass.

They were for their own personal use; today they
are the collector's items.

Deming Jarves is perhaps the first to deserve
the title "industrialist", in every sense of the
word. In addition to being the first to obtain pat-
ents on pressed glass machinery, he was the agent
for the New England Glass Company, founder of the
Cape Cod Glass Company, the Mt. Washington Glass
Works, and in 1820 the famous Boston and Sandwich
Glass Company.

From the early application of industrial tech-
niques glassmaking in America has expanded to the
point where it now employs 138,000 people and does
a yearly business of $1,310,000,000.

Scientific research in the field of glass manu-
facturing had led to the development of not only
better and more types of glass but it has also
prompted the creation of a machine industry to facil-
tate the production of these items that were hither-
to unknown.

With the exception of some forms of art and ta-
ble glassware, and intricate scientific laboratory
apparatus, nearly all industrial and commercial glass-
ware is now produced on semi or fully automatic ma-
chinery.

The first glass envelopes for the incandescent
light bulbs were hand formed and blown, a laborious
time consuming process. While today there are ma-
chines which can produce from a continuous ribbon of
molten glass a million bulbs in twenty-four hours.

The successful casting of the 200" mirror disc
for the Hale telescope at the Palomar Mountain Ob-
servatory in 1934 by Corning Glass Works is one of
the outstanding accomplishments of glass technology.

The rapid progress of the glass industry is due
to several factors. Several new methods for making
hotter fires by the proper combination of fuels;
more efficient furnaces or "tanks" have been devel-
oped. Where wood and charcoal were once used to
melt the dry raw materials of glass now oil, pro-
pane and primarily natural gas produce the required
heat to liquify the dry components into a molten
metal with temperatures that may reach 2800 degrees
F. New types of ceramic block of which these tanks
are built are constantly being tried and improved.
Applied metallurgy has provided the answers where
metal must be used in molds, and systems have been
engineered to make glass manufacture, in many cases,
a fully automatic process.

Such a multitude of glass products exist today
as a result of this evolution that their Tisting
would be impossible. It must be remembered that the
types of glass from these items are made, differ al-
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so to extreme degrees, Some glasses are almost as
heavy as iron or as light as cork, as strong as
steel or as fragile as an eggshell, as hard as
precious stones or as soft as cotton; while others
conduct or stop the flow of electricity, transmit
the invisible rays of the spectrum such as x-rays
while stopping the visible rays. Conservative es-
timates indicate that over 50,000 different formu-
lae have been created for the production of com-
merical and industrial glass as well as table glass.
As to the number of separate and distinct products
which have been made of glass the total, which
would include mass produced items as well as those
made in research laboratories, is estimated at over
37,000.

We are living in an age when glass, either
directly or indirectly, influences our 1ife almost
constantly. In many ways this influence is not rec-
ognized but could be only appreciated if it ceased
to exist. A typical example would be development
of a glass godet wheel which is used in the manufac-
ture of synthetic fibers, primarily rayon. Because
of their hardness and resistance to wear these
glass wheels on which the fiber is wound have in-
creased the availability of the end of product and
reduced its cost to a point where it can be used
and enjoyed by all of us. This, indeed, is a rela-
tively unknown use of glass when compared to the
rapidly expanding television industry which depends
so heavily on glass products.

The versatility of glass is being steadily
increased. Window glass which was quite fragile can
now be made almost unbreakable and experimental au-
tomobile bodies are being produced -- bodies which
depend on fibers spun from glass for their residual
strength. There is no phase of life which is not
dependent on glass for some portion of its existance.

The future for glass seems to be unlimited.
The tremendous advance of the past twenty years in
the marketing of new glass products would indicate
that glass in all its forms will be even more close-
ly integrated with human achievement and comfort
than it is today. The new methods already developed
for producing plate glass, glass block, glass fiber,
colored glass and strong tempered glass serve to in-
tensify the research programs of American glass in-
dustries. This trend has pushed the glass producing
companies, as a group, into the billion dollar class-
ification among the most important industries in our
land.

There is every reason to believe that we are
on the threshold of even greater development in
glass products and their uses which will contribute
materially to our comfort and well being. We are
living in the age of glass.
