MAIL BAG

We receive lots of mail at the museum and I recently
reviewed some of the letters that we received in 1992, 1
would like to mention two things that might save our
readers some time before they send off an inquiry to the
museum: 1. include a photograph of your glassware
and a rubbing of the etching or cutting 2. we do not ap-
praise glassware. A written description and even a
sketch may not be sufficient to identify anything with cer-
tainty. Although we cannot tell you the value of your
glassware, we can send you a list of Heisey dealers who
can appraise it for you.

Here is a sampling of the questions I received:

Q. Enclosed is
a picture of a com-
pote, which I
believe is #351
Priscilla, with a
cutting that I can-
not identify.
Please give me any
historical informa-
tion you might
have about it.

A.. Yes, you
have correctly
identified the pat-
tern as Heisey’s
#351 Priscilla but
the cutting was not
done by Heisey.

We believe it was
No. 3851 COLONIAL

done by the PATTERN
Sinclair Co. and
we have a #353
Flat Panel cream
and sugar in the museum with the same cutting.

Q. I have stemware that is quite
fine with three rings where the
stem and goblet meet. It is etched
with what I am told is the Pied
Piper pattern. Please tell me what
I have.

A. You have Heisey’s stemware
pattern #3350 Wabash with #439
Pied Piper etching. This etching
was introduced in 1922 and discon-
tinued in 1942.

MUSTARD & COVER

Q. I have a #407 Coarse Rib covered mustard,
marked with the Diamond H. In the books this item is
listed only in Crystal, but mine is definitely Marigold or a
rare "gold" color.

A. You have correctly identified the pattern, but it is
not Marigold. Your mustard has been colored with a
marigold stain by one of the decorating companies that
purchased Heisey blanks.

Q. I was told that items marked "Pat. Feb 5 Krystal
1907" were made by Heisey. I have a creamer and sugar
marked in this way.

A. This mark was used by the Ohio Flint Glass Co.
(1900-1908) which became the Jefferson Glass Co. (1908-
1918) which became the Central Glass Works (c. 1919).
Originally located in Lancaster, OH the company moved
to West Virginia at some point in its history.

I received several letters regarding medicine bottles
and jugs marked with a "Diamond H". These were made
by the Illinois Glass Company and are marked with a
Diamond I, not the Diamond H.

Keeping in Touch

Louise Ream

In mid-January I spent four days in Newark staying
with my friends, Norm and Jan Thran. I attended an im-
portant meeting to discuss changes in the King House
and interior work to be done in the new building.

With all of the excitement about the expansion, and
some sadness for the changes in the King House, the
vote for change was unanimous.

After the meeting, all of us went to the new building.
It was the first time I had seen the inside and I found it
to be rather awesome. It was not yet beautiful but I am
sure it is getting more so as the days go by.

Cabinets, carpet and other essentials have been
chosen and will be in place in the near future. I am sure
you will all love it! It will soon be the culmination of yet
another "Dream" which at one time would have seemed
impossible.

I would like to give a little history of HCA for those
who have joined in more recent years.

The Newark Heisey Collectors Club was the first such
club to have been formed. It was founded on November
19, 1969 with members from Newark and nearby areas,
including myself and my husband Russ, In March, 1970,
the Reynoldsburg Heisey Collectors Club was founded
and in October, 1971, the Far East Heisey Club, which
consisted of people from Eastern Franklin County was
formed. Today, members of this club have scattered in
with several clubs from Newark.

Early in 1970, the Historical Society which has a
museum in the park where our museum is today, con-
tacted Loren Yeakley, then president of the Newark
Club. They invited us to present a Heisey Display in the
Buckingham House which is also in the park. Though
fearful that it might not be a success, we thought it was a
great idea. From June 27th to July 5th, 2,239 people
from 24 states came to see the beautiful display and they
were fascinated with it!

In 1971, we were asked by members of the Land of
Legend Committee to have another display and to add a
show. This event was held at the elementary school on
Church Street. 2,800 people from across the country at-
tended.

So many people asked us to start a national club that
we requested them to sign a list with names and addres-
ses so that we could contact them if we decided to do it.
It wasn’t long until letters were sent to all of them and
ads were put in antique publications. The response was
fantastic.

On October 15 of the same year, The Newark Heisey
Club held another meeting and after much conversation
about starting a national club, we decided to give it an

honest try. I was elected the first President of the Heisey
Collectors of American, and retained that position until
1981.

By the first of January, we had lots of members and
we sent out our first newsletter. The first year we had
four quarterly meetings, as we do today, which included
a convention with a display and show in June,

From then on it has really snow-balled. During the
first year of the club’s existence, we started a museum-
fund and I, as president, appointed a committee to
search for a building. Though efforts were unsuccessful
that first year, a new committee was appointed in June,
1973 with Sam Schnaidt chairman. He and his committee
discovered the King House, built in 1831,

This house was to be torn down for the building of a
new Motor Inn on the site. The new owner offered the
house to us for $1.00 and we paid the cost of moving it to
Veteran's Park, as it is called today.

_ e
The building was sort of an ugly duckling on the out-
side, but when we saw the inside, it was ideal for a
museum. After it was moved and restored it had turned
into a lovely swan. It was soon full of lovely Heisey glass
that had been loaned to us by various members. This
was the first Impossible Dream that had come true. All
of you who have visited the museum know how beautiful




it really is. The actual dedication was in June 1975, al-
though it had been opgn since September 1974,

In 1978, we realized that we were running out of room
for our first paid secretary, the library, storage, etc. The
house located behind the museum on Church Street be-
came available and on December 10, the board ap-
proved its purchase. A tunnel, connecting the house to
the rear of the museum, made the house easily accessible
from the museum. After a period of time for some
remodeling, the house became offices, a library and the
shipping room. The administration building was dedi-
cated September 16, 1978. We still had only one paid
worker, the rest of us were volunteers. I remained un-
paid until 1981, when I accepted the full-time position of
museum curator.

In 1985, HCA achieved another great accomplish-
ment — the purchase of all of the existing Heisey molds,
except Old Williamsburg. When the Imperial factory
went into bankruptcy we were waiting to attempt to pur-
chase them. Imperial priced the molds at $229,190.00
and we decided to buy them. Members of the club were
eager to get the molds and most were generous with
their donations. As most of you know, the debt was paid

in full by the next June. A warehouse was purchased to
house the molds and that is where they remain.

This purchase has allowed us to have many animals
made in colors that were not used for Heisey animals; all
signed HCA and often dated. The production of HCA
animals, using the Heisey molds, has provided everyone
a chance to collect animals that they may not have been
able to earlier because of the high prices on the originals.

Not everyone has made a donation to the new addi-
tion. However, the sale of the Gold Series, the Gem
Series and other animals have probably taken in enough
money to pay back all that was spent for the molds. It is
this money now that is helping to pay for the new part of
the museum. A purchase, that many thought foolish
back in the eighties, has proven to be one of our best
decisions.

Not only is it great to have this new addition, but
please remember what HCA has done to make your
Heisey glass safe. As you know, the glass is safe because
no one else can make it. We own all of the trademarks
and most of the archives from the factory, so that can as-
sure no one is copying and marking our glass with the
Diamond H. HCA is the only glass organization that can
promise all this!

Look forward to seeing our fine new facility in June.
We now have fulfilled another Impossible Dream. We
should all be v ery thankful for the leaders of HCA who
have dared to dream.

It’s not that I don’t like auctions. I find auctions
suspenseful and exciting. I just don’t have an auction
personality, This is also why I don’t gamble. I can keep
a poker face easily enough but the rest of me breaks out
in a sweat and visibly trembles.

The last time I went to an auction was to one of the F
& S Auction affairs at the old Opera House in Granville,
Ohio (this will give Heisey old timers a clue as to how
long it’s been). My auction persona could win me a part
in a war movie as the soldier who cracks under fire.
When an item I ache for comes up for bid, I leave the
room. I can’t stand the pressure. My wife, Helen, is left
to bid and , hopefully, win.

Leaving my wife to bid is a sure fire way to get what
you want but the way she bids has nothing to do with win-
ning. She loses all sense of value because bidding, to
her, is a challenge. It’s war and those bidding against her
are the enemy. She takes it as a personal affront that
anyone would bid against her and she hangs in there
until she's vanquished all comers. We've never come
home with bargains but we always came home victorious
and broke.

Just prior to this past Christmas we had word that a
local auctioneer would be auctioning a collection of
colored Heisey.

The source was reliable and though we were skepti-
cal, I chose not to take a chance on missing an oppor-
tunity. We devised a plan so as not to waste valuable
holiday shopping time. I would go directly from work to
the early viewing, then, if what was offered was better
than expected, I’d call the boss to join me with the check-
book.

The Heisey to be auctioned was better than expected,
a table and a half of Moongleam with a smattering of
Marigold and Sahara, all in A-1 conditon. I called home
and announced that, "Ifound the mother lode! Get down
here with the checkbook because we're going to have it
all!"”

"I don’t think so," came a less than enthusiastic
response, "Christmas is a couple of days away and the
checking account is gasping for air and close to belly up."
(This is a loose translation —what she actually said began
with, "Are you nuts?")

"Just get down here," I insisted, "and we’ll work with
what we have."
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While I waited for the checkbook to arrive I surveyed
the Heisey tables and, since bidding would of necessity
be limited, made a list of the items of most interest. I
chose about a dozen pieces then checked out the com-
petition. There was a young woman wearing a lot of hair
who spent the entire preview time at the Heisey tables.
She examined every piece and made notes. Hairiette, as 1
came to call her, would obviously be a problem.

A man, younger than I but older than Hairiette, also
appeared to be studying the Heisey carefully. "Did he
know as much as he appeared to?" He would bear
watching. Shortly, a couple arrived carrying one of those
"Elegant" price guides which are issued every six
months— the one where prices always go up even
though the economy goes down. This is good marketing.
No one wants a new price book if its prices are lower
than the last one.

Anyway, the presence of Mr. & Mrs. Elegant was an
indication that "steals" may not be on the night’s menu. I
consoled myself with the fact that visiting an auction or
an antiques show with a price guide visible is the sign of
a rank amateur no matter how cool they thought they ap-
peared. They might as well be wearing socks with their
sandals, Squaresville.

In about a half hour my wife was at my side and was
duly impressed at the offering. "Remember, we still have
a couple of Christmas gifts to buy," she admonished.

"Yes, yes," I said impatiently, "now here’s the plan. . ."
I outlined the pieces I'd made note of. Fortunately for
us, because we hadn’t had dinner, the Heisey group was
the first up. Unfortunately for us, I decided to let the
first few pieces ride so as to get a feel of the room.

The first piece in Moongleam was an Empress 10"
relish. The successful bidder stole it for $12.00. "Oh
boy," Isaid in a stage whisper, "we got it made!" While I
was being told to Shush!" by my wife, the next item, a
triplex candy in Empress Moongleam, came up and was
knocked down at an even lower price.

The third piece was on my list. It was a Moongleam
Twist pitcher and it had my name all over it. I released
Helen’s bidding arm and off she went. When bidding
topped one hundred dollars, she asked if she should go
on— her concern was our check book, not value. I gave
her the go ahead signal and that’s just what she did—
with a vengeance. Eventually it was ours. It was the first
of many of our non— bargains of the evening.

As Helen was bidding I got a look at who we were bid-
ding against. I was surprised to see that Hairiette did not
participate and neither did Mr. & Mrs. Elegant. We were
up against pros— people who blended in with the wood-
work. At my wife’s insistence, we had taken a place at
the back of the room. She likes to see the competition.

I got to watch people strain their
necks to check out the hotshot bidder in the back who
didn’t know when to quit.

It took about an hour to get through all the Heisey
and we got most of what we wanted though not as cheap-
ly as we’d hoped. I did show restraint occasionally. I
stopped the boss from continuing our bid on a Half
Circle cream and sugar in Sahara when bidding topped
$60.
Maybe this auction didn’t do much to rekindle an auc-
tion fever but I'll give it another shot at HCA’s Annual
Benefit Auction this month. Everyone there is a pro
and competition will be stiff. No matter, at least I'll
know show I'm dealing with.

I'll be better prepared this time, too. I'll bring a price
guide and, if it’s warm enough, I’ll wear my lucky sandals
over my lucky socks.

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The Beginning of Glass

Glass is a substance which is made by mixing sand
with other ingredients like, soda ash and limestone. The
mixture is heated to the melting point, then during the
cooling stage, the glass mixture is formed into the
desired shape. After the glass is formed, it is reheated
and then slowly cooled. This process, called annealing,
is done to correct weaknesses in the glass. The final
stage in making consists of finishing it. Finishing can in-
volve oiling the surface, labeling the product, decorating
the glass, frosting the glass, or polishing the glass.

There are three main types of glass: flat glass, hollow
ware, and special glass. Flat glass is made using the roll-
ing process. Windows and shelving would be examples
of the type of glass in the flat glass group. Hollow ware
would be made by using casting or molds. Glass con-
tainers and bottles and some table ware would fall within
this category. Special glass would be made by the press
method, or it would be blown with a special blow pipe.
Examples of special glass would be fine stemware,
stained glass, optical glass, and fiber glass.

Glass has been made by man since the days of the An-
cient Romans. Colored glass has been made for church
windows since the 10th century A.D. The first glass
made in America was made in Jamestown, VA in 1608.
Many American glass companies came into existence
during the 19th and 20th century. Several companies lo-
cated along the Ohio River because of the high quality
silica found in the area. Also, natural gas which was
needed for the furnace, was available in the area.

Flaws and Imperfections in Handmade Glass

Is a mold mark a sign of imperfection? What is a
shear mark? What is a straw mark? What about bub-
bles? These are questions collectors often ask.

A mold mark really is not considered a flaw. Most of
the Heisey molds are not in the same good condition as
they were in the fifties. As well, some of the batch
mixes and colors of today are harder with which to
work. Perhaps glass makers were more skilled years ago,
but I suspect that the glass workers of today do the very
best that they can. In the earlier years of the Heisey
Company, when everything was much cheaper to make,
perhaps they could afford to have stricter quality control
than companies of today can. Maybe the pieces with
mold marks etc. were thrown away.

A shear mark is a slight puckering of glass made
when the artisian snips off excess glass when working
the end of an attached handle of a pitcher.

Marks in the bottom of a bowl and other items are
often referred to as straw marks, but have nothing to do
with straw at all. They are simply caused when the glass
is cut off and sinks slightly into the bottom of the item.
This occurs mostly in the older glass.

Bubbles in glass are fairly common and are not really
considered as flaws. Some earlier glass companies, such
as Fostoria, had this information in booklets on advertis-
ing which was handed out to the trade.

The so-called holes in the bottoms of a few animals,
are caused when the bust-off, a stand which is attached
(as on the double horsehead finial which was the
souvenir for last year’s Percy Moore Memorial Dinner),
is cracked off.

People complain about little chips on glass, some of
which is nearly a hundred years old. In Heisey’s grind-
ing shop, thousands of stemware rims were ground

every year.
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Everyone wishes that irregularities could be entirely
eliminated from handmade glass. The reason it can’t be
is because the glass is made by hand. No matter how
adept the craftsman is, it is impossible to eliminate the
variations which are not properly classed as flaws. It
can’t be done by using machinery. Glass is one of the
most tricky substances with which to work known to man

HCA is pleased to be able to offer glass lovers the op-
portunity to purchase animals made in the original
Heisey molds. If it had not been for those of you who
supported the purchase of the molds back in 1985, they
would have been lost to us forever —making animal
production by HCA impossible. Consequently, the high
price of real Heisey animals would have made collecting
animals out of reach for many collectors. As it is, we can
purchase HCA animals and have the next best thing, not
to mention the benefit of using the sale of animals made
in the Heisey molds to raise money for projects like the
new museum expansion. Without the profit from these
animals, it may not have been built.

Yes, Heisey collectors, hand made glass is not perfect
and you will continue to find variations, imperfections,
and flaws in all hand-made glass!
