One of the best parts of this year's Percy Moore Memorial Dinner was seeing all new faces 
at the dinner. Many had traveled from out of state to attend . I don' t think they went home 
disappointed; it was a delightful evening with 
delicious food and good company. Bidding on the 
special items in the mini-auction was very spirited 
bringing in a total of more than $3,500 for museum 
operations. To everyone who came to participate in 
this quarterly function, I would like to express my 
appreciation for making it such a success. 

We all missed Liz King at the dinner, who for so 
many years faithfully attended and enterta ined the 
gathering with one of her special poems penned 
especially for the occasion. Currently she is making a good recovery from a broken pelvis. We 
plan Lo st::t:: her hail and hearty at next year's dinner. 

On Friday, the Board of Directors approved a recommendation from the Special Projects 
Committee to hold a March fund raiser for a fi fty-fifty split between museum operations and 
the Endowment Fund. Two hundred tickets will be available at $200 each with a cash prize 
of $ 10,000 if all two hundred tickets are sold. There will be a guaranteed prize of $5,000 if 
not all two hundred tickets are taken. To assure the success of this project, the committee came 
up with an incentive to award points to each person who sells a ticket. A ticket seller wi ll be 
awarded with two points for each ticket sold to a person who has not attended any of the last 
three March fund raisers. One point will be gained if a ticket is taken by a repeat attender. The 
seller most successful will be given a special glass item yet to be announced . Stay tuned for 
more infonnation from the Special Projects Committee. Considering in the three years this fund 
raiser had been held all two hundred tickets have been sold, the Board anticipates another 
successful event for the museum. 

Saturday evening I announced that after great consideration, the Board voted to issue one more 
annual edition of Oscar in 1995. This comes at the request of many members and declining 
sales. It will be made by Dalzell Viking in brown, a color long discontinued. In 1996, the 
centennial year of the Heisey Company founding and the twenty-fifth year of HCA, a new 
annual series will be introduced to usher in the years leading to the bicentennial and the go lden 
anniversary of HCA. Any suggestions for a replacement? Let's hear from you! 

Membership in HCA continues to be strong. As of August 30, 1994, membership totaled 4044. 
Total members participating in one of the Endowment membership levels was 144. To me, 
these numbers indicate the commitment to a strong future for the museum. Although 1 now live 
in Ohio, I have lived in far away states, and had my membership as my on ly link to the 
museum. Sometimes it felt very frustrating to not be able to contribute more. However, never 
forget that by continuing your membership in HCA you are participating with a large group 
of people in making this museum one to be admired by anyone who believes in preserv ing a 
part of our heritage for future generations. It is not a small or insignificant walk up to the front 
door, I am saddened only by the thought of many of you who have never had the opportun ity 
to visit as many times as I now do and enj oy how beautiful it is inside and out. However, 
please know that it is here-it is strong, vital and will be here when you get the chance to visit 
due to every one of our combined efforts, I applaud you all.•

Curator's Report

We continue to put our plan for the centennial celebration into action. At the September 
meeting of the Board of Directors I introduced an exhibition schedule for 1995-1996. The 
proposed exh ibitions will help members and visitors gain greater insight into A.H. Heisey and 
Company, as well as the glass industry at large. 

Our first exhibition will open with the Convention 1995 
kickoff of our centennial activities. Making a Mark in the 
Glass Industry: Heisey Advertising will feature items from the 
archives. Through agency proofs and actual ads, the exhibition 
will show the progression of the Diamond H trademark and 
how Heisey marketing changed over time to reflect the tastes 
of its clientele. A chronological arrangement will demonstrate 
the volume of advertising created by the company and the shift 
from trade publications to the general readership. Interpretation 
will explain social and economic themes that are portrayed by 
advertising styles and subjects. 

During the same Convention week we will host a 
workshop/seminar that will allow members to help us prepare 
for the next exhibition to be staged in January 1996. In the 
workshop members wi ll learn how to clean and preserve the 
molds as well as their function. Entitled Lasting Impressions: 
The Fine Art of Mold-Making, the exhibition itself will provide 
a side-by-side comparison of molds and the objects they 
produce. Interpretive material will demonstrate the process of 

mold-making with reference to models and drawings in our collection. The designer's 
perspective will be represented by materials relating to big names in Heisey's art depa1tment, 
such as Eva Zeise!, Horace King, Carl Cobel and Walter Von Nessen. 

In May 1996, we wi ll present A.H. Heisey: Portrait of a Glassmaker. Coinciding with the 
grand finale of the centennial celebration, this exhibition will highlight the career of the man 
who made it all possible. Photographs, memorabilia and glassware wi ll tell the story of the 
glassman who brought the elegant industry to Newark. Information from the archives and 
trade books wi ll provide background on A.H.-the-person as well as the characteristics 
necessary to run a good glass business. Design drawings and patent documentation will be 
presented with the accompanying glass pieces. 

To keep the excitement alive after the grand fina le, we wi ll offer Business Among Gentlemen: 
The Nature of Competition in the Glass Industry in September I 996. This exhibition presents 
Heisey in the context of its peers. Correspondence in the archives will demonstrate the close 
working relationship between Ohio glass factories. Comparisons of simi lar merchandise and 
catalogs by categories of price and purpose wil l g ive the viewer a feel for the atmosphere of 
the hey-day of the elegant glass era. Interpretive materials will discuss the function of trade 
associations and give background on the industry leaders. 

As if this educational agenda isn ' t ambitious enough, we have plans for complementary 
publications, workshops and lectures along the way. r don ' t want to give it all away at once, 
though . You' ll hear more about this exciting celebration in issues to come. + 



  

Focus on the Collection-Tangerine

In keeping with the wann hues of Autumn we set the King House din ing room table with 
Tangerine. The museum's set of Tangerine features #3404 Spanish goblets, champagnes and 
wines and #1401 Empress square 8-inch plates, which 
we set atop I 0- 1 /2-inch Crystal of the same pattern. To 
accessorize the table we used a Tangerine Empress 
cream and sugar set (the one with three handles) that 
is usually on view in Gallery 2. A #3397 Gascony 
bowl in Tangerine with a Crystal foot holds the floral 
highlight-an arrangement of Chrysanthemums, Roses 
and Cattails. We're lacking single-light candlesticks 
and a pair of salt shakers, so we chose the Crystal 
versions of #I 4 72 Parallel Quarter and #44 Detroit, 
respectively. 

The items on the King House table are good 
representations of what's to be had in Tangerine. 
Empress plates, both square and round , were common 
items, as well as the Span ish stemware pattern (Crystal 
stem of course). The tablesetting also shows the 
characteristic variance in shades that plagues the color. 

Heisey created Tangerine in 1932 in response to the glass-buying public's desire for richer, 
more intense colors. The orange hue is obtained not during the mixing oftht: g lass, but in the 
second step-fire polishing. After the item is pulled from the mold, it is taken to the glory 
hole (another furnace or ki ln) to add luster and smooth out mold lines. In the case of 

Tangerine, too much or too 
little time in the glory hole 
could affect the shade of 
the color. Tangerine ranges 
in shades from orange­
ringed yellow (Amberina) 
to red to amber. 

Additional Tangerine items 
are on view in Gallery 2 in 
the center section. There 
you' ll examples of the 
color range, including a 
#4 I 57 Steele vase that is 
an opaque marbled version. 
Other items to note are 
#351 Priscilla Pilsner, 
additional Empress pieces 
and a # 1430 Aristocrat 
jar. +

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The Larson Lariat Stem

It's great when I can report on something new to everyone because it's tough, then, to make 
a fool of myself. The reasoning is, if I don 1t know what I'm talking about (my wife says to 

insert "as usual" right here,) I can' t be caught making stupid and 
incorrect statements. Well, incorrect, anyway, there are no guarantees 
regarding stupid. 

This month we will introduce you to a new and unknown stem (actually, 
it's new to me and most of you but, since it exists at all, it must have 
been known to somebody once). This beauty turned up on the sales floor 
at this past June's Heisey Convention. I'm embarrassed that I didn ' t see 
it before it was sold, I'm usually more astute than that, after all, didn 't 
I latch onto the Diamond Band goblet on that same sales floor a few 
years back. No matter that it turned out not to be Diamond Band at all 
or even Heisey for that matter, it was still astute of me to spot it. 

The proud spotter in this instance was Sonny Larson, well known man 
about town in Ohio Heisey Circles. Because Sonny owns it, I've 
christened it Larson Lariat. The HCA will have to give it a number (I 
can't be expected to do everything). 

There were many ways I might have gone with the name since Sonny 
left it up to me. Recognizing its Oxford/Yorktown stem as well as the 

Lariat motif on the bowl was a consideration. "Oxriat" is unusual, don't you think? I liked it 
but Helen said it sounded like the name of a s leazy animal. The finalists were "Larson Lariat" 
and "Yorktown Yahoo" both names are alternative and have a western feel. Larson Lariat got 
the nod because you never know when Sonny might decide to offer it to a good friend and 
admirer. 

This stem is beautiful. The sketch, which started out full size (approximately 6Y:z inches high) 
but may vary according to space avai labi lity in the Heisey News, doesn ' t do it justice. I don' t 
like to make excuses but I want readers to cons ider that the drawing was done on an old wash 
board held on my lap during a hurricane. It came this close to being a picture of a broken 
stem. If I hadn't been tied to a tree to keep from being blown away, the drawing would surely 
have been better. 

It's anybody's guess how a stem like this came about. It's obviously a sample piece so you're 
not likely to find a Larson Lariat cordial. A goblet, maybe. After all, if one was blown into 
a mold, surely another might have been. I wouldn't count on it though . 

The glass is superb Heisey qual ity. My notes didn't say that it is s igned so my guess is that 
it isn't. I'm sure Sonny will correct me if I'm wrong. The Lariat design is molded into the 
blown bowl. If you can get your hands on a Lariat oil bottle (or perfume, depending on who 
owns it) you will see how the hollow Lariat motif is raised in the glass, it's not solid or 
applied. There are eight Lariat loops around the base of the bowl (more than ten and I'd have 
been in trouble). 

The blown bowl is unlike that of any other Heisey pattern though, the pressed stem design 
was utilized for stemware other than Yorktown and Oxford. The #4002 Aqua Caliente comes 
to mind, you can have lots of fun trying to adapt that one into its name. "Sonny Caliente" was 



  

an option but I remembered a relative with a simi lar name and mob ties whom I don't 
particularly care for. 

I'd like to take this opportunity to thank Sonny Larson for allowing me to be the Godfather 
to his stem. 

I'd also like to take this opportunity to mention the March 1995 Heisey Auction. The auction 
held annually for the benefit of the National Heisey Glass Museum. It may seem a long way 
off but when you receive this issue of the Heisey News the deadline for glass to be submitted 
to this auction will be just ninety days away. Last year we had a wonderful selection of 
donations placed in the auction specifically for the Endowment Fund. This meant all the 
money realized for these donated items went into the Heisey Museum Endowment Fund. 

When you put your glass together for the next benefit auction in March, choose at least one 
piece for the Endowment Fund. Mark it as such and send it off with the rest of your auction 
lots. Your Endowment Fund donation doesn't have to be rare or expensive, any Heisey glass 
will bring money that will add up to help the Endowment Fund grow. 

You might consider, too, the same amount that your donation adds to the fund becomes a 
tax deduction for you. What a wonderful way to help preserve our museum and, at the same 
time, stick it to the IRS.+

weddings in the country. Perhaps, at this time, 1994, # 1404 Old

Surely, here was an enlargement! Once again I called upon our erudite curator, suspicion 
confirmed, AD 5-26 does indeed display Delaware stemware with the Dover etch. As for 
AD 6-26, the candlesticks are 116 Oakleaf, the floral plateau # 13 flat rim.

Did you know? ... Certain Verlys molds were leased to the A.H. Heisey Company in Juue of 
195 5. The Heisey Company produced pieces in Verlys molds in crystal with a frosted etch, 
and in color, called Turquoise. Frosted Turquoise is the same in color and ingredients as 
Limelight. The company marketed the color as Turquoise because the actual piece was frosted 
not clear. You w ill only find Turquoise when referring to Verlys by Heisey.+ 

Did you know? ... Ashtrays and cigarette boxes and smoking sets were produced by A.H. 
Heisey Company in the #1496 Mahabar pattern. Fash ioned after a European design the 
company's intent was to only produce this 
line in smoking related pieces. These 
smoking sets were produced in the colors 
Sahara and Zircon. The first pieces of# 1496 
Mahabar appeared on shelves in J 93 7, not to 
be confused with the# 1503 Crystolite pattern 
which debuted shortly after. There was such 
a demand by customers to see a greater I ine, 
the company created the #1503 Crystolite 
pattern from the # 1496 Mahabar pattern. •

Rather, they obtained blanks from many different 
sources, including the Cambridge Glass Company, and the A.H. Heisey Company. You can 
find the Lotus "non-tarnish sterling silver deposit decoration #75 lvy" on Caprice as well as 
some Heisey. •

Heisey Mustard Dishes

An interesting specialty in Heisey glassware is to collect the covered mustards. The table with 
this article can be used as a checklist for anyone who plans to collect Heisey mustards. My 
wife, LaVerne, is a collector of Heisey mustards. She needs nine more to complete her 
collection. Of course, these nine are the hard ones to find. 

The design features of a mustard are a small glass vessel with a cover that has a slot in it for 
a spoon. The glass vessels are of different sizes and shapes. The covers are very much the 
same in design except for the knob (handle) on top which usually fo llows the style of the 
main pattern. Covers for the #355 Quator and # 1593 Prism mustards are unique in that they 
are solid with a polished inside face. 

The first mustard dish was produced in the #1201 Fandango pattern. While it looks like a 
covered mustard, the Heisey catalogs and price lists refer to it as a horseradish jar. It looks 
so much like a covered mustard that I have included it in my list of Heisey mustards. Covered 
mustards in various patterns were produced by Heisey until the plant closed in 1956. Not all 
patterns had mustards in their pattern line, as you can see by the absence of patterns in the 
list of mustards produced. 

Two previous Heisey News articles will add to your information on mustards. They are "The 
Colorful Mustards" (April 198 1, page 6) and the "Mustard Spoons & Paddle" (June 1981 , 
page 4). 

The mustards are listed in the table. Counting variations color, there are about fifty different 
mustards to collect. +
