The Museum received a 
boost from donations from the Estates of Miriam Pringle, Ms. Erickson and Ms. Coon and Elizabeth 
King. HCA purchased seven original Heisey molds, six of which were previously unknown to be still 
around. Our participation in the Newark IIT is a reality, not just a dream. We have a wonderful 
Centennial Publication and we moved into the computer generation! 

On the downside, HCA tightened its belt The Board eliminated a job pos1t1on of Membership 
Secretary/Receptionist and we therefore lost Mary Holland who has filled that position for at least six 
years. She was a help to me as Secretary of HCA and during this past year as your President. I will miss 
Mary and wish her the best of luck. We also received the resignation of Karen Kneisley as Curator. More 
importantly she survived her serious illness and she promised to visit us during Convention Week. Other 
belt-tightening meant tabling the purchase of a motor vehicle for Museum use. 

As promised last month, some looking to the future is also in order at this time. (Here is where the 
disclaimer kicks in!) HCA has had a history of successful pragmatism over the years, "successful" being 
the operative word In order for such practices to work, a base of volunteers has been available and 
essential.

The A.H. Heisey and Company # 1250 Groove and Slash 
pattern was introduced very early in the company's 
production years. Most pieces in this pattern are heavy 
pressed type, typical of the patterns produced during the 
Victorian era. Given the name Groove and Slash by 
researcher Clarence Vogel, the mold design consists of a 
single row of "slashes" separated by a concave vertical 
groove. The slashes are not uniform but alternate with a 
large and small slash. The tops of nappies, plates and 
several other items are scalloped to sharp points. The two 
tankard pitchers are shown with a row of small hob stars 
encased in concave diamonds around the bottom . The 
base of most of the items contains a large hob star in the 
center. The production years probably from circa 1897 to 
very early in the l900's. 

Only one item in this pattern has been found bearing the Heisey trademark. The half gallon 
pitcher sometimes carries the large Diamond H. An interesting fact that, of all the pitchers seen, 
the trademark has been slightly off center. Perhaps the mold maker erred slightly when placing 
he trademark in the actual mold. This would also indicate the possibility of this pitcher being 
offered again after the major production era for this pattern. It is also interesting to note that 
the slashes in the fan on the #1255 Pineapple and Fan are identical to those in #1250. + 

Jocu:J on fke Colfecliorc--# 337 Plain Jouraine cfine 
This line, as the name implies, may be the plainest pattern 
manufactured by the A.H. Heisey and Company. The only 
design in the mold is the star in the bottom of the larger pieces 
and also is unlike the unifonn star used in most of the early 
Heisey patterns. ln this line the rays of the star are in 
alternating graduated sizes and in most other pattern the rays 
of the star are uniform in size. 

This pattern was one of the larger lines produced by the A.H. 
Heisey and Company and was offered for general table use. 
More than one hundred items were offered including more 
than thirty different items of stems and bar ware. In addition 

to the table set there are twenty different nappies, nine different covered comports, plates, 
pickle trays, jellies, open footed bowl, oil bottles and syrup and molasses cans. 

All items in this line were offered with #56 or #63 decoration. When visiting the Museum you 
can find the earlier patterns such as Groove and Slash and Touraine in the King House.+

It happens every spring, as sure as crocuses and crawly things make their appearances, that's 
when I come down with Heisey fever. 

It starts with the Silver Spring All Heisey Show in March and continues on through the Bay 
State's Heisey Show in April and the fever doesn't abate until after the National Heisey 
Convention in June. My wife makes excuses for me though it's really not necessary--our kids 
understand, they've lived with it for years. There' s nothing wrong with a grown man having a 
hobby. It's better than the bug collection I used to have, at least she doesn't shriek and stomp 
on my glass. 

We've recently been through the second leg of Heisey's triple crown in the northeast, The Bay 
State's Show and Sale. This is a lovely show held just outside Boston, Massachusetts in 
Waltham. It's about a four hour drive from our comer of New Jersey. Actually I would have 
shaved some time off of that had some Connecticut State Troopers not insisted on wasting our 
time discussing their primitive traffic laws. I'd have enjoyed the discussion had I been allowed 
more input but what's-her-name kept poking my ribs and hissing through her teeth, "KEEP 
YOUR MOUTH SHUT!" 

The Co1U1ecticut State Trooper with whom I held this one sided exchange was very polite and 
he did his job admirably in spite of a hearing impairment. Apparently he was unable to hear the 
very valid reasons I offered for traveling in excess of their horse and buggy speed limit. It 
didn't register with him as I calmly explained that I was only trying to keep up with traffic 
having just zipped through New York State's sensible 65 mile an hour limit on Interstate 84 
smack into his speed trap on the border of the two states which, I supposed, was meant to 
enforce Connecticut's 55 mile maximum on that same Interstate.

This was the Eighteenth Annual Show and Sale for the Bay State Heisey Club. I'm tempted to 
say, "and they're going to keep doing it until they get it right," but they've· had it right every 
time so far (unless you count the time we had to drive through a hurricane to get there. At that 
time the only traffic on Interstate 84 in Connecticut was us and the trees that accompanied us 
along the highway. We learned later that the road had been closed to traffic but nobody 
bothered to tell us.

Oh, yes, The Bay State Heisey Club's Show. 

It was a beautiful show, full of exceptional Heisey as well as glass some folks insist on calling 
"elegant" (which freely translated means, "not Depression") no matter that a lot of "elegant" 
really isn' t elegant, that is. No matter, again; the glass at this show was elegant by any measure. 
I'll mention just a few of the exceptional pieces then~-a complete list would go on forever. 
There was a Prison Stripe Bunch Bowl, a two lite Colonial Candelabra in Alexandrite, an Arch 
Tumbler in Tangerine and, believe it or not, three of the scarce Beaded Panel and Sunburst 
Cracker Jars. 

There were three display themes also set up by Bay State club's members. One featured a 
display of Fandango in celebration of Heisey's Centennial year. It would have been particularly 
smashing had they included a goblet. Another was called "Favorite Pieces" and showed off 
many of the Heisey items club members cherish. There was a Moongleam Twist cream and 
sugar with the "lightening" handles, a Stanhope floral bowl, a Sunburst pitcher, a Fancy Loop 
banana boat and Pillows pitcher just to name a few. The third display celebrated the IOOth 
anniversary of the nearby Audubon Society. The membership assembled a huge exhibition of 
glass birds from both American and European manufacturers. It was to drool over. 

As an extra added attraction and just to show off, HCA Board of Director, Norm Thran passed 
around a double signed Crystolite punch cup. No one could figure out how that might have 
happened. 

The Bay State's show committee did a great job, even Steve Pescatore, the show manager 
dazzled with his ability to keep on top of things (and, mercifully, he didn' t sing a note). The 
hero of the show, however, was Bay State member George Gleason who took out after a culprit 
who broke a piece of glass in an adjacent booth. George brought him back to face the music. 
Who says people don' t want to get involved? Way to go, George! 

l took pictures at the show but I'll be unable to share them with you. I don' t have the facilities 
to FAX pictures to our edjtor at the last minute which is when I always send my copy. If I sent 
the pictures by mail they would surely miss the Heisey News' revolving deadline. It comes 
earlier and earlier each month. 

In closing I want to point out that getting a speeding ticket doesn' t necessarily have to ruin a 
Heisey weekend. Driving slower gave us an opportunity to stop at the antiques shops and 
centers we normally zip by (I have a mental block about stopping and turning around once I 
pass something, it's much like the fetish that doesn ' t permit me to ask for directions when 
we're lost).

I've been wondering about something lately .. .I wonder if 
ten years ago Heisey Collectors of America had a crystal 
ball that foretold the future, would it have predicted that we 
would own and operate one of the finest public glass 
studios in the midwest? Well my Heisey friends, beginning 
June 11 we will start a new future for ourselves. The Heisey 
Glass Studio at the Institute of Industrial Technology opens 
Tuesday the 11th with a historic grand opening celebration, 
in our famous Heisey style. 

The evening is the first opportunity that HCA members 
have to view the studio and new museum. The celebration 
kicks off at 6:30 p.m. with cocktails fo llowed by a buffet. 
The night will be highlighted with glassblowing 
demonstrations by the head of the glass department at 
Columbus College of Art and Design and the Vice 
President of Glass Axis. They will be j oined by several 
others (and maybe even yours truly), and together will 
produce some fabulous works of art. The pieces will be 
auctioned as the artists create them, with all proceeds 
benefiting The Heisey Glass Studio. 

A local glass cutter from Johnstown will be situated 
alongside the glassworkers to give demonstrations. I 
quickly found out that glass cutting is a dying art and he is 

one of the few remaining cutters in the area. By luck, HCA acquired an original A.H. Heisey 
and Company lathe to use for demonstration purposes. The lathe once belonged to Max Seidel, 
one of Heisey's skillful employees in the cutting department. 

If you can tear yourself away from the demonstrations long enough, make sure to take a look at 
our debut exhibition showcasing Heisey's molds, tools and drawings along with their famous 
glassware. The display will highlight the exquisite craftsmanship of the company by focusing 
on the products of the Heisey moldmakers and 
glassworkers. The display stands are reminiscent of 
the factory, and along with photographs provide a 
glimpse of life at the Heisey company. 

You may tour the Institute of Industrial Technology, 
a lso open during the grand opening. A free week­
long open house is scheduled for June 12 through 
the 16th. llT will be open in conjunction with our 
convention and hold the same hours as the National 
Heisey Glass Museum, 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Wednesday 
through Saturday, Sunday 11 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
Glassmaking demonstrations are scheduled for the 
week, but check the schedule posted at the National 
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Heisey Glass Museum for the glass cutting demo times 
and guided IIT tour times. 

The Institute of Industrial Technology is open special 
hours during convention week to HCA members and 
those registered for convention only. You must wear 
your convention badge or bring your HCA membership 
card to enter. UT does not officially open to the public 
until June 23, so make sure you stop in for a sneak peak 
June 12 through the 16th. If you're a member who did 
not register for convention you are still welcome to visit 
the new museum. 

As I'm writing this I've got about four weeks to go until 
the big day and I think my work is cut out for me. The 
studio is pretty much set and ready to go. I managed to 
get the furnaces and heavy equipment moved in, which was not the easy task I imagined it to 
be. With the help of a flat bed tow truck, two fork lifts and some strong men, it was safely set in 
place and hooked up by the electrician. 

I will charge the glass (catchy glass tenn for melting the 
glass) on June 3 and we will be able to take our first trial 
run by the 5th. Once the furnaces are on they must remain 
running 24 hours a day. It's not good on the electrical 
elements or the crucible, which holds the glass, to 
frequently turn them on and off. The week prior to 
convention will be spent fine tuning the machines and 
getting in some practice time. 

My final task is the display area. The display light fixtures 
and exhibit stands will have been installed by the last week 
of May, and the displays will be set up according to plan 
thereafter. The exhibit stands are unique-the design is 
based on tables and benches I found pictured in old Heisey 
factory photographs. I 
caught a glimpse of the 
prototype and it looks really 
nice. It wi ll be exciting to 
get the molds back out of 
storage and see them on 
display again. 

By next month 's Heisey News everything wi ll be finished and I 
can breathe a wholehearted sigh of reliefl Until then I'll have my 
nose to the grindstone. Remember, the new studio was funded by 
and for our membership to educate the public and promote A.H. 
Heisey and Company glassware. Take part in our centennial 
celebration and visit to The Heisey Glass Studio at HT!+

Wondering in Ohio: 

Ques: l have found a small Custard colored 
mug, marked with the Diarnond-H. It has a 
gold rim that is similar to a souvenir mug. 
The piece is approximately 4 inches high. It 
also has a small chip on the rim- how much do flaws such as this diminish the value? Because 
of it's age I thought it was a "grabber"! 

Ans: From your recent questions, it sounds like you have 
one of the A.H. Heisey and Company souvenir mugs. 
Any type of damage will affect the selling value. For 
instance, damage on animals may devalue the piece by as 
much as 20-percent. 

Second time correspondent writes: 

Ques: I've run across another piece I' m uncertain about 
and look to you to help me identify whether it is Heisey's 
Crystolite, and what it is used for. This red piece varies 
from ruby red to a yellow red. It measures approximately 
8 112" long by 5 1/2" wide by 5" high and is encased in a 
gold colored filigree base/handle. Any ideas? 

Ans: I am afraid that you do not have an A.H. Heisey and Company #1503 Crystolite bowl, 
rather what appears to be a Cambridge ruby red bowl. I am not that fami liar with Cambridge 
glass to give you any further clues. ln addition, Heisey Crystolite has less panels than the piece 
photographed, as well as the color of the piece is not a Heisey color. The company never made 
production pieces of ruby red glass, however they did make Tangerine. This color will vary 
from almost Amber to orange. You may want to contact the Cambridge collectors c lub for 
further infonnation.+ 

Collector in Vermont asks: 

Ques: How many other glass companies used Alexandrite? Who were they? 

Ans: In the 1920s several glass companies traveled to Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, at which 
Mosser, a famous European glass company was going to speak. During that lecture Mr. Mosser 
gave out the formula for AJexandrite glass. There are only four known glass companies that 
produced Alexandrite: The A.H. Heisey and Company, Newark, who called their color 
"Alexandrite"; Tiffin, Tiffin, Ohio, who called theirs "Twilight"; Cambridge Glass, Cambridge, 
Ohio, who made "Heather Bloom"; and Fostoria Glass, Fostoria, West Virginia, who called 
theirs "Wisteria". Only these four companies, all of whom were present during the lecture and 
obviously obtained the fonnula at that time actually fluoresce, changing color under light like 
Mosser and Heisey Alexandrite. Of course, there is other glass produced in this color, but these 
four are the only ones that will fluoresce.+ 
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Hey Heisey Hunters!

The #411 Tudor Gorham Silver Syrup and 
Sugar Shaker- it all started with the 
December 1985 issue of the Heisey News. rn 
that issue an advertisement for a Heisey 
Auction at the Carr Auction House in 
Larned, Kansas listed for sale #4 11 Rib and 
Panel Syrup, Sahara. 

Now what is a #4 11 Rib and Panel Syrup? In 
five years of research T had never heard of 
such an item. I had to find out what it was. 
So, I called the Carr Auction House and they 

in return got in touch with the Heisey owner, who in return sent me a Polaroid photo of the 
syrup pitcher. I called Louise Ream and told her of the photo and sent it to her for verification 
as to whether or not it was Heisey. The December 15th auction date was fast approaching and J 
wanted that syrup! (If in fact it was Heisey). Much to my disappointment the piece was 
identified as not Heisey. So, I passed on the auction. No syrup! (My first mistake.) Later, in fact 
April of 1987, in the Heisey News; now with great confusion and excitement, appeared an 
advertisement for the Flamingo #41 I Tudor syrup with Gorham handle or spout. Immediately I 
telephoned and was able to purchase both syrups. 

Upon receipt, the syrups were so beautiful that I had to make a road trip to the Museum. I left 
one syrup on display, in hopes that someone could help. Later, researchers Tom and Neila 
Bredehoft sent me some copies of pages from a 1933 to 1934 Heisey salesman's catalog. So, 
the story unfolds. 

Dohrman Company, a California representative of Gorham Silver Company was quoted on a 
#41 l Tudor sugar sifter. It was to be made from the #411 oil bottle, no top, but they would use 
a Gorham #56 salt bottle, no top, optic, made in a special mold. The Gorham salt bottle had a 
threaded top, so thus a sugar shaker would be about a 6 ounce capacity. In addition, the A.H. 
Heisey and Company also quoted Dohrman-Gorham Silver on Crystal, Moongleam, and 
Sahara; Sahara being slightly higher in price. They also quoted on a #411 nappy 51/:i-inches in 
diameter. This could be used as an underplate for the syrup. Now the story is really unfolding. 

We now know that Dohrman-Gorham was quoted on a sugar sifter with a threaded top. In the 
meantime, a #411 sugar sifter with a Heisey label was placed on display in the Museum. 
(Apparently the obvious label made the verification.) 

The threaded top will accommodate either a shaker top or the #014701 Gorham syrup top. It 
stands to reason that the oil bottle was either a shaker or syrup. Gorham Silver is now searching 
for information on their #014701 syrup top. Was there a shaker top also? The syrup is 51/rr­
inches high and the shaker is 5-inches in height. 

Right now I'm awaiting more information. I do know for certain that Crystal shakers and 
Flamingo and Sahara syrups are in circulation. I personally have one each of the Flamingo 
shakers and syrups and one each of the Crystal. A Moongleam syrup has been reportedly seen 
and the Sahara syrup is out there, somewhere! +

# 500 Jwefve Jnch Otfong Varief'I Jra'I

The Heisey factory produced many, many different glassware items throughout its sixty one 
years in business. They also produced many cutting and etching designs on their glassware. My 
question: Which single Heisey produced item was used with the greatest number of Heisey 
produced cuttings and etchings? Please, pause--think, think. 

The title of this article may have given away the answer. Anyway, I believe that the item in 
question is the #500 Variety Tray. I have not done an in-depth research study on this tray. 
Therefore, to qualify my answer, if this tray is not the greatest, then it is one of the greatest. 

#500 Octagon was a small pattern line with only about 
eleven known items in the pattern, the tray being one of 
the eleven. The pattern gets its name because each item 
has eight sides. When one thinks of an octagon, one 
visualizes a fonn with eight sides equal in length. That is 
not the case for this pattern. Of the eight sides, there are 
four short sides, two medium sides and two long sides. 
The octagon shape looks more like a rectangle with the 
four corners cut off. Production of the pattern began 
circa 1928. 

The #500 Variety Tray measures 9-inches by 12-inches and is about 11/.-inches tall. It has a 
handle at each end, and has inner glass walls which form four compartments. 1t has a polished 
bottom rim which outlines a large flat undersurface ideal for decorating. The tray is signed on 
the underside of the handle, not in the center of the bottom where the mark could be in the way 
of decorations. 

Examination of the available Heisey Catalogs and Price Lists in the HCA Library indicate that 
production of the #500 began circa. 1930 and was still being produced when the factory closed. 
The tray was made in Crystal, Flamingo, Moongleam and Dawn. Production in Flamingo and 
Crystal occurred during the company's sixty one year production. The tray was produced in 
Dawn when it was included as part of the #1632 Lodestar pattern. There is no evidence that the 
tray was ever produced in Zircon. This tray in any of the three colors would be a nice find. 

When the #500 pattern was terminated, production of the tray continued and was listed under 
miscellaneous items. In the late catalogs, the tray was included as part of the # 1 183 Revere 
pattern. However, as a reminder for the salespersons, the number 500 appeared in brackets at 
the end of the item line. 

Table one lists the various Heisey decorations that were available on the #500 tray. A survey of 
the Heisey catalogs and price lists produced this table. Thus, this list represents what was for 
sale by the A.H. Heisey and Company and not what bas been seen in the antique market. It is 
possible that some of these decorations were not produced until an order was placed. Other 
companies may have purchased the blank trays for use with their own decorations.+

Did you ever wonder what the folks went through 
when it was time to negotiate the purchase of the 
molds and their return to Newark? Well sir, Dick 
Smith and I got just a small taste of what had just 
occurred on April 17, 1996. 

Let me start at the beginning. Recent reports about 
the #1503 swan sa.lt appearing in different colors in 
the market place led to a seek and find discussion at 
a recent Board of Director's meeting. To make a 
long story short Dick Smith and yours truly were 
authorized by the Board of Directors to seek out, 
find and negotiate the retum of this mold. 

After determining that the mold was being used by the Boyd Glass Company of Cambridge 
Ohio, actually we were told who was making it, I enlisted the aid of Joan Cimini. Joan knows 
Mr. and Mrs. Boyd and was happy to make the initial contact for us. 

Dick and I arrived about 2:30 p.m. on the seventeenth, to find the Boyds in the shop together. 
We introduced ourselves and were immediately impressed by their sincerity, dedication, 
honesty and hard work in the glass making arena. We began talking about the # 1503 swan and 
if they would consider selling the mold or at least let the museum have first chance if and when 
they decided to sell. To our amazement they were not only willing to discuss the selling of this 
mold but were ready to start negotiating for a fair market price. Discussions concerning the 
price had just started when Mr. Boyds son, David asked us if we would like to see some of the 
other molds his dad had purchased at Imperial right before they had declared bankruptcy and 
closed their doors. Seems like Mr. Boyd went to Imperial trying to find small molds he could 
use in his shop, and you guessed it he found some. 

Anyway back to my story, David led us into the area where they had the molds stored and 
began uncovering and showing us the molds. From the start we could not believe what we were 
seeing, for those of you who know what I am about to say you will understand, the HEISEY 
molds all have a definite look to them, (on the outside that is) as they were all probably made 
by the same shop or at least from the same set of specs. Before we finished we had found a 
total of seven molds we were 98% sure were of HEISEY origin. (After our return to Newark 
we confirmed all were Heisey). Back to the negotiating table we went. 

After a lot of negotiating, actually about five minutes worth we agreed to a price contingent to 
board approval. Nothing would do, and at the urging of the Boyds we brought the molds home 
that day and placed them in the warehouse with the rest of their counterparts. 

On the following page you will find a listing of the molds we purchased and a production list of 
the #1503 swan salt and the colors it was made in. The Boyds do not have a list of quantities 
but I believe they are small in number. The other molds were never used for production. 

I would like to thank the entire Boyd family as they made our work very easy. They were also 
very happy to see the museum purchase these and of course their retum to Newark. It is also 
noteworthy that the Boyds did not know that any of these molds were HEISEY. Again thanks 
to the Boyds and welcome home molds.+

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The Annual Swap and Silent Auction, to be held on Thursday evening of convention, has new 
rules for the Silent Auction. This year we will be setting a minimum starting bid of $5.00, and 
increases of $2.SO or more per lot. Any lots not receiving an opening bid of $5.00 will be 
donated to the National Heisey Glass Museum, for the gift shop. 

Other rules for the silent auction: 

1. Only Heisey glassware will be accepted. 

2. You will need to have bidder numbers, to bid on any items. 

3. Glass should be identified for consignment. 

4. When you consign glass to the auction you will receive some consignors' 
identification. 

5. Only one person will know when the timer is to sound. 

6. If you bid is not $2.50 or more than the last bid, it will be removed and not 
accepted. 

7. Successful bidders will be required to pay for purchases before receiving 
those items. 

8. You will receive payment for lots consigned after the last auction is completed. 

9. As in the past consignors will get 80% of the purchase price with the other 20% going to 
HCA, in case of donations all proceeds will go to HCA and the consignor will get a receipt for 
items as a donation. 

10. The last auction that will be held wi ll end before 9:30 p.m. 

For those who don ' t know how a silent auction operates I will describe it to you now: 

Members bring to the consign ing area those items of glass which they want to place in the 
auction, these pieces being identified as much as possible. The people at the consignment area 
will list these items and give the consignor a piece of paper with their identification on it, this 
will be needed to get paid by. 

After the items are consigned, these items are placed in the auction area, with a piece of paper 
identifying the item and an area for placing your bids. The bidding starts at $5.00 and continues 
in increments of at least $2.50 per bid. As an example say the opening bid was $5.00 and the 
next person bid $7.50, then you could bid $10.00 or $15.00 or any figure at or above the $10.00 
mark. 

When the time, which was set at the start of the auction goes off then a ll bidding stops, with the 
person whose number appears at the bottom of the list with the highest bid of at least $2.50 
more than the previous bid is the successful bidder. 

The items are then removed from the bidding area, and the successful bidder may then pay for 
the item, or wait until they have completed all purchases for the evening to pay for their items.

Welcome to IIT. Part of the mission of IIT is to preserve Licking 
County's industrial history. At IIT, we want to go beyond the 
preservation of the artifact. The exhibits will present people with 
the opportunity to understand how and why history unfolded. 

THE INSTITUTE . OF 

INDUSTRIAL 
Indeed, one can think ofIIT as an interpretive center where the past TECHNOLOGY 
meets the present. The initial exhibit area will offer a preview of 
things to come. The centerpiece of the introductory exhibit is a model of IIT with a history of 
the project and a history of the building. IIT is housed in what was, from the 1880s until the 
1920s, the Scheidler Machine Works. 

Reinhard Scheidler personifies many of the themes important at IIT. Scheidler was born in the 
German province of Hessin in 1834 and immigrated to the United States in 1851. Scheidler 
arrived in Maryland and took a job as a machinist. As was typical of many immigrants, 
Scheidler did not stay on the east coast, but moved west looking for opportunity. His wandering 
landed him in Ohio where he lived in Zanesville and Mt. Vernon before settling in Newark in 
1855. By 1861 Scheidler was doing well enough to open a repair shop on Railroad Street. 

Scheidler picked a good year to enter the heavy machinery business, even if 1861 was a bad 
time for the nation as a whole. The election of Abraham Lincoln in November 1860 signaled 
the final split between the 11 slave states that would form the Confederate States of America 
and the states that remained in the Union. Scheidler did well during the war years and took on a 
partner, J.H. McNamar. The partners created the firm of Scheidler and McNamar in 1864 and 
in 1871 they moved into a new works on Third Street. The partnership did not last; Scheidler 
withdrew from the partnership after he and McNamar had a fight. Scheidler then formed 
Scheidler Machine Works and dedicated the building now housing IIT in 1881. Scheidler did 
well for himself, with his company becoming one of the largest machine works west of the 
Allegheny Mountains. Scheidler held over 60 patents on steam engine innovations. With the 
growth of the company Reinhard Scheidler's brother joined him in Newark. The Scheidler 
family was soon one of the most prominent families in the city. Reinhard Scheidler was killed 
in a steam engine explosion in 1903. Henry R. Scheidler took over as president and manager of 
Scheidler Machine Works after the accident. The era of the steam engine was slowly coming to 
an end, however, and the company produced its last few engines in 1925 and in 1926 the 
business closed. 

Scheidler, like many Americans of the period, was an immigrant who sought opportunity in the 
United States. For much of America's history economic growth was hindered by a shortage of 
workers. Indeed, in the United States the European situation was almost reversed. In Europe 
labor was abundant and resources were scarce. To meet this need during the 19th century, 
European immigrants and capital poured into the United States. Once in the United States 
Scheidler took advantage of circumstances and the fluid state of the economy and used his 
mechanical (what we would now call engineering) skills to build a successful business. 
Scheidler's story, as well as the story of other entrepreneurs, artisans, and workers, will be the 
subject of the People gallery. 
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Scheidler's story of technological innovation and entrepreneurship illustrates the message of IIT 
and the importance of industrial history. It was during the 19th century that the United States 
underwent rapid economic growth with heavy industry leading the way. At its essence, 
industrialization was the story of continually centralizing the manufacturing process to increase 
efficiency and size. The hallmark of the industrial revolution was rapid change. Licking County 
is no exception to that trend. According to the census, the market value of iron products 
manufactured in Licking County was $46,000 as early as 1822. There was a.lso an established 
manufacturing base for hats, leather, saddles and bridles, and whiskey. 

In Licking County Scheidler was well situated to take advantage of the changing American 
economy. The county offered an abundant supply of natural resources, including natural gas 
and iron ore. The Materials gallery at UT will introduce visitors to Licking County's raw 
materials. The Scheidler Machine Works was located between two of the most important 
transportation routes of the period, the Ohio and Erie Canal and the B&O Railroad. The Ohio 
Canal and the B&O will be featured in the Transportation section. Historians often note that 
during the 19th century a "transportation revolution" occurred in the United States, and Licking 
County was part of that revolution. The Ohio Canal, the B&O, and the National Road were 
engineering marvels in their day and each one gave the people of Licking County easier access 
to the world. 

The Ohio and Erie Canal connected the Ohio River, which was the major east-west 
transportation route of the day, with Lake Erie. People in central Ohio could then ship products 
to and from the Atlantic via Lake Erie and the Erie Canal. The improved transportation resulted 
in more opportunities. A Columbus newspaper estimated that before the completion of the 
canal "it had taken thirty days and had cost five dollars a hundred pounds to transport goods 
from Philadelphia to that city; but by way of the Erie Canal they could be brought from New 
York for half that amount." With the opening of the canal, the price of goods brought from 
outside the county dropped while the price of some locally made goods rose as surplus supplies 
were shipped elsewhere. Jn central Ohio wheat sold from 20 to 30 cents per bushel and com 
from IO to 12~ cents in 1823. With the economic impact of the canal in 1832 the price of 
wheat rose from 50 to 75 cents and com to 37 cents. In 1831 Newark was the southern most 
point on the canal. At Newark wheat prices were then 56 cents a bushel "and higher as you 
advance toward the lake," a state official reported. 

Each new transportation system through improved efficiency and so brought into question the 
survival of the older technology. The Ohio Canal is only one part of the story of transportation 
in Licking County. The canal allowed goods to be transported faster and more reliably than the 
National Road, on which the average speed was one mile-per-hour. The canal was plagued by 
floods and by the l 850's the canal faced obsolescence. The canal, on which the average speed 
was four miles-per-hour, could not compete with railroads. 

The transportation revolution was important to the development of Licking County, as central 
Ohio benefited tremendously from the national internal improvement made during the 1800s. 
The Processes gallery and the Products gallery will feature artifacts and events of a more local 
nature. During the industrial revolution the method of manufacturing a product became 
increasingly mechanized and standardized. In the Processes gallery a line shaft, similar to the 
one used by Scheidler and that was used in the West Side Planning Mill, will allow visitors to 
operate belt driven machinery. Machine technology changed rapidly during the 19th century, as 
it does today, and visitors can see a demonstration of how machinery once operated. The 
Products gallery will feature, among other items, a Scheidler portable steam engine. The 
citizens of Licking County have produced many innovations in both the industrial processes 
and products over the years and IIT hopes to explore all of them.+

Data on Locket on C hain Toothpick Holders Wanted 

The Locket on Chain, Heisey # 160, is the rarest of the Heisey 
glass toothpick holders. It was manufactured for a short period 

1897-1900. Tom Felt, Heisey News June 1995, suggests it may 
have been introduced in 1897, Tom and Neila Bredehoft in Heisey 
Toothpicks 1993 lists 1900 for a few years. Lack of records 
concerning its duration of production are currently not available 
but may exist in the archives of the National Heisey Glass 
Museum. One could anticipate museum archivist Don Valdes will 
find additional data on this rare pattern. 

Currently, we know from Heisey Toothpick Holders 1982 by 
Nancy and David Jones it was produced in Crystal, Emerald and 
Canary. These toothpick holders may be seen in Toothpick 
Holders, 1992 National Toothpick Holder Collector Society, No. 
243 Emerald and Gold; 1,000 Toothpick Holders, 1977 William 
Heathcock, No. 228 Ruby Stain and Gold; The National Heisey 
Glass museum, Crystal, The Vaseline (Canary) is known to exist 
in a few collections, it has never been shown in any publication. 

These toothpick holders when obtainable are listed at $360 to 
$1,000 in Heisey Toothpick Holders, Jones 1982 and at $800 to 
$2,700 in Heisey Toothpicks, Bredehoft 1993. The 1993 price is 
more realistic of their value when available. The author is making 
a survey of the existence of Locket on Chain toothpick holders by 
members of Heisey Collectors of America, Inc. and the National 
Toothpick Holder Collectors Society. Data from the survey will 
provide a rough inventory of the number of each color of Locket 
on Chain toothpick holders in collections throughout North 
America. It will also provide the National Toothpick Holder 
Collectors Society a data base for pricing these rare toothpicks in 
a new price guide that is currently contemplated. 

Owners of Locket on Chain toothpick holders are urged to send 
this infonnation to Thomas R. Manley, R.R. #I , Box 269, Port 
Trevorton, Pennsylvania 17864. Please list color, factory 
decoration if any (Emerald and Gold, etc.) and any other 
information you may have concerning the piece you own. Due to 
the value of these toothpick holders, if anonymity is desired it is 
your choice; we need only the before mentioned information. 

Once this data is compiled a report will be made in the newsletters 
of the societies participating in this study. •
