Bicentennial Marker Arrives 
 

 
 
You have been hearing about the marker for almost a 
year now.  The plan was to dedicate the marker 
during Convention.  We had been informed that our 
Marker would not be shipped until July 31.  As luck 
would have it, the Marker arrived on June 17, just 
before Convention.  The Executive Committee and 
the Board have approved a tentative location for the 
Marker and we are contacting the City for approval.  
When a date for dedication is established, we’ll let 
you know.  There were only five markers awarded in 
Licking County.  For now, the Marker is on display in 
the Media Center for all to see as they enter the 
Museum.  The inscription on the Marker reads: 
“The A.H. Heisey & Co. produced high quality, hand-
wrought glass in Newark, Ohio beginning in 1896.  
Glass originally produced by pressing was intended to 
simulate cut glass making elegant glass affordable to 
more families.  Heisey was an innovator in 
production methods.  He introduced colors and 
different patterns of glass to meet the social habits of 
the era.  Highly skilled craftsmen produced, cut, and 
etched glass in many styles. The plant closed in 1957 
because of Heisey's refusal to produce an inferior 
machine-made product.  The beauty and superior 
quality of this glass makes it a highly collectable item.  
The Heisey Collectors of America, founded in 1971, 

opened The National Heisey Glass Museum in 1974.  
The Museum stands as a historical reminder and an 
educational resource to the heritage of the A.H. 
Heisey & Co.” ♦

NEW OHIO LAW ASSISTS 
MUSEUM CARE FOR 
COLLECTIONS 
Jane MacKnight 
 
On December 13, 2002 Governor Bob Taft signed 
into law the FY 03-04 Capitol Budget Bill which 
included the Ohio Museum Property Act (Ohio 
Revised Code sections 3385.01-3385.10). The law 
takes effect 90 days after signing or on March 14, 
2003. The Ohio Museum Property Act is intended to 
assist museums take care of and preserve their 
collections by establishing procedures for an 
organization to establish clear title to objects in their 
collections. 
 
WHO & WHAT THE LEGISLATION COVERS 
The law defines a museum as any Ohio institution 
that is operated by a government agency or non-profit 
corporation primarily for education, scientific, historic 
or preservation purposes and that acquires, owns, 

cares for, exhibits, studies, archives or catalogs 
property.  The term museum includes but is not 
limited to: historical societies, historic sites or land 
marks, parks, monuments, libraries, arboreta, and 
zoos.  Property is defined as any tangible, non-living-
objects in museum's possession that has intrinsic 
historic, artistic, scientific, educational or cultural 
value. 
 
After March 14, 2003 museums will be obligated to 
provide a written summary of the provisions of this 
law to the property owner at the time the property is 
accepted on loan.  The law codifies a property 
owner's obligation to notify the museum in writing 
of any change in the owner's address or change in 
ownership of the loaned property. 
 
WHAT THE LEGISLATION COVERS 
The legislation covers two types of property:  
Unclaimed Loans - Property in a museum's 
possession that is on loan, the owner of which has 
failed to keep in touch with the museum.  These 
may be indefinite or permanent loans, or loans 
whose terms have expired.  
 
Undocumented Property – Property in a museum's 
possession of unknown ownership, for which the 
institution has no records of how or from whom it 
was acquired.  These donations are sometimes 
called "doorstep donations" because they may have 
been left at a museum's door after hours. 

 
The legislation also includes a provision for 
conservation of loaned property provided certain 
conditions are met.  Unless there is a written loan 
agreement to the contrary, a museum may apply 
conservation measures to loaned property to protect 
the loaned property or other property in custody of 
the museum or if the loaned property is a hazard to 
health and safety of the museum staff or the public. 
 
 
HOW THE LEGISLATION WORKS 
The legislation establishes a notification process with 
time periods before the museum may claim 
ownership.  The legislation stipulates the information 
that each notice must contain. 
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For Unclaimed Loans 
(Permanent/indefinite loans and term loans): 
Note: If the loan was for an indefinite period, the 
museum must have had the property for at least seven 
(7) years.  If the loan was for a specified term, that 
term must have expired.  The museum is required to 
give notice of termination of the loan property by: 
 
Certified mail, return receipt requested, to the lender 
at the most recent address. 
 
Public Notice, after 30 days without written response 
to the certified letter, the museum must publish notice 
in the newspapers of general circulation in both the 
county where the museum is located and the county 
of the last known address of the lender, if available.  
Such notice must be published twice over a 60-day 
period.  After six (6) months from the date of the 
second published notice or the certified notice, if the 
owner has not made written claim for the property, 
then title shall vest with the museum.  At this point, 
the museum is the lawful owner of the property and is 
free from all claims of the owner and heirs. 
 
FOR UNDOCUMENTED PROPERTY 
(Items without a written loan agreement): 
For property held by a museum before March 14, 
2003, the museum must have held such property for 
a minimum of seven (7) years without claim.  The 
museum is required to give notice of abandonment of 
property by: 
 
Certified mail, return receipt requested, to the last 
known owner at the most recent address. 
 
Public Notice.  After 30 days without response to the 
certified letter, the museum must publish notice in 
newspapers of general circulation in both the county 
where the museum is located and the county of the 
last known address of the owner, if available.  Such 
notice must be published twice over a 60-day period.   
 
If the museum has no owner on record or no known 
address on record, then the museum must publish 
notice in a newspaper of general circulation in the 
county where the museum is located.  Such notice 
must be published twice over a sixty-day period.  
After 90-days from the date of the second published 
notice, if the owner has not made written claim for 
the property then title shall vest with the museum.  At 
this point the museum is the lawful owner of the 

property and is free from all claims of the owner and 
heirs. 
 
After March 14, 2003 unsolicited property left at a 
museum will be presumed to be a gift to the museum 
if no person claims ownership within 90 days. 
 
Connie Dall, acting as lead Volunteer Curator, is 
working with a group of HCA members to insure that 
these new provisions are being met.  Revised loan 
documents have been reviewed and approved by the 
Board.

MY HEISEY STORY

My husband's cousin's third wife told me about 
Heisey glass 35 years ago.  I bought my first piece of 
Heisey, Old Williamsburg pattern cookie jar without 
the lid, at the antique shop I visited with her, and I 
was on my way.  I now have 120 beautiful pieces and 
had a wonderful time collecting them.  I have found 
them in Cambria, CA, Englewood, FL, Seattle, WA, as 
well as all over Indiana.  My most recent addition is a 
15-1/2" sandwich plate, Orchid pattern.  My niece 
from New Mexico visited me and I told her all about 
Heisey glass.  While in Colorado, she went to an 
antique shop, saw this plate, and said it had my name 
all over it.  She purchased it and shipped it to me.  
Am I lucky or what? 
 
My most memorable incident with my collection 
involves the oldest of my three grandchildren.  When 
my grandson, Darrell, was 12 years old, I catered a 
wedding reception in a home in Akron, IN.  The lady 
of the house had inherited a house full of Heisey glass 
and her husband had just bought her a set of three 
elephants.  We served the reception food on 144 
Heisey plates and cups and fresh fruit from a huge 
Heisey punch bowl.  The couple’s gifts were in 
another house, and when they left with all the guests 
to open their gifts, I decided to have a cup of the fruit.

filled one large curio cabinet.  The man of the house 
returned for something and saw me.  He asked, 
"What are you doing, taking inventory?" I told him I 
wanted to tell my friend how many pieces of Heisey 
were in one cabinet. 
 
When I finished ridding up from the reception, I left 
behind two of the pillars from the wedding cake.  I 
asked my son-in-law to stop at the catered home the 
next day after work to see if they had been found. 
Fortunately, they had been found.  And the lady of 
the house had a large gift-wrapped box for me which 
she sent home with my son-in-law.  When he 
delivered the box to me is where my grandson comes 
into the story.  He came with his father and the box.  
The lady of the house had sent me a Heisey pink bon-
bon dish.  I was so elated.   
 
When they got back home, my daughter asked 
Darrell "What was in Grandma's box?" He said "OH! 
It was a piece of Heiz-z-z-zy glass", rather mimicking 
me.  So needless to say, he is to inherit my Heisey 
collection at my demise. 
 
I know my collection is small compared to the people 
in your Heisey Clubs, but I love every piece I have.  I 
visited the museum in Newark May 30, 1989, and 
marveled at all the displays.  Again in June 1991, I 
found myself on highway 70 and wanted to show the 
museum to my aunt and friend.  When we finally 
found it again, it was closed.  So sad! ♥
