But, alas, woe is me, | researched
high and low and could not come up with a
match.

| had little trouble identifying the wall outlets in
the picture but struck out when it came to the
what's-it; a tall sherbet or short saucer
champagne.  There’s no question about its
pedigree, the Diamond H at the top of the stem is
a good clue and the fact that it resembles any
number of No. 300 patterns helps. The closest |
could come to identifying it is Pattern #6071
Elizabethan but there are minor differences and
so little is known about Elizabethan that it would
be a stretch to say that’s what it is.

Not willing to admit to failure, | sent the photo to
other know-it-alls in the Heisey fraternity. We're
a rather exclusive bunch and we look down on
the know-nothings. If you hate snobs, we should
be at the top of your hate list. Anyway, the most
definitive answer | got from the National Heisey
Know-It-All group was, “’Duh.”

HEISEY PATTERN NO. 310

RING BAND
Joe Lokay

This is a pattern where very little information is
available. It was first thought to be pattern
#1245. However, #1245 was later found to be
the pattern number for Star and Zipper. One
price list with no pictures or a date had number
310 at the top. This price list was assumed to be
Ring Band. There was part of a catalog page with
pictures of Ring Band, but there was no number
or date shown. It is believed that this page was
an addendum to be added to an existing catalog.
There most likely was a price list with the pattern
pictures.

Pattern #305, Punty & Diamond Point, was
introduced in 1899. Pattern #315, Paneled Cane,
was introduced in 1901. If the pattern numbers
were issued in numerical order, then #310, Ring
Band was introduced in circa 1900. Ring Band
does not appear in any catalogs or price lists
issued after 1900. Therefore, there must have
been separate price lists and catalog pages for
#310. It is estimated that production of #310
Ring Band ended in about 1905.

The pattern is relatively plain consisting of two
bands between two rows of beading. Some items
have one band and others have two bands.

There are two varieties of tumblers: one has a
single band at the bottom of the tumbler, the
other has a second band half way up the tumbler
wall.

Ring Band is found mostly in Custard. There are
tumblers in crystal and opal, and a punch cup in
opal. There is a sugar bottom in rose, a pink
color used by glass companies in circa 1900.
These other companies had produced table sets
in this pink or rose color. | believe the Ring Band
pink sugar was an experimental test by Heisey to
check making the pink color.

Ring Band decorations included hand painted
roses and poppyies, gold or gold and green and
souvenir inscriptions.

RING BAND-This early Heisey pattern, oddly enough, never appeared in any of the pioneer glass publications, and
in fact was named by Dr. Peterson in his book on salt shakers. The pattern was made only in custard, sometimes
rich in color, sometimes quite pale, almost the color of milk glass. It was decorated in many different styles, but the
most popular seems to have been the gold bands shown on Figure 244. Other forms of decoration are shown here,
also. The toothpick, salt shakers and custard cup were frequently used for the souvenir market, as occasionally
were the syrup and tumbler. The tumbler was made from two different molds, with the one shown as Fig. 242
designed to accommodate the enamel decoration.
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A rare ice cream set in this pattern is shown above.
The pattern dates from around 1901 and is
occasionally found signed with the Heisey
trademark.

REFLECTIONS OF EMIL KRALL, JR.
Chris Evans, Daughter of Emil Krall, Jr.

Always having a fondness for Florida since his visit
in 1944, Mr. Krall moved with his wife and two
daughters to the Tampa Bay area in 1958.

He and his wife traveled many of the back roads of
Florida learning and enjoying often less-frequented
places that others did not pursue.

He captured the allure of Florida being a self-taught
watercolor, and pen and ink illustrator. Two pieces
of his work gracing the home of his daughter and
son-in-law in Ft. Lauderdale. He also dabbled in
black and white photographs, building his own dark
room for developing pictures. His pictures include
the sights and sounds of the Barnum & Bailey circus'
winter home in Sarasota, Florida. Attending the
annual San Antonio, Florida round-up, he captured
on film the most unique of round-ups — the Florida
Diamond back rattle snake!

As he and his wife, Evelyn, bumped along the back
roads in his well-worn VW, and later a Ford van, he
always had his rod and reel in hand just to take a
few minutes and test the water for whatever was
biting. But catching a big one never seemed to
matter much, it was the time spent enjoying the

warm waters of the Gulf, the sunshine and evening
hours of quiet and solitude under the colorful
evening skies.

But for all his love of the outdoors, he also enjoyed
the performing arts. He was a bit of a rascal
delighting in getting away with bending the rule just
a little, often times recording on a small hand held
recorder music from a ballet or an orchestral
performance.

Always the family man he spent many hours with his
daughters, sons-in-law and grandchildren enjoying
traditional family events. An occasional croquet or
baseball game gave him an opportunity to cheer
with enthusiasm from his lawn chair.

Mr. Krall passed away at his Florida residence in
Tampa in 1994. He is survived by his widow, two-
daughters, sons-in-law and three grandchildren.

Although he is gone, his spirit seems to linger over
the Gulf he so loved.

DAYTON Heisey Glass has such a brilliance,
collector Bob Ryan says he can spot a piece of it by
just walking through a shop. It would have to be an
antique shop.  Production of the high-quality
glassware ceased at Newark, Ohio, Heisey's
hometown, in 1957. It had been made there since
1896.

Now Heisey is making a Dayton appearance.
Carillon Historical Park and the Dayton Area Heisey
Collectors Club will sponsor From Fire to Desire: An
FExhibit of Heisey Glass, from Tuesday through Oct.
12 at the park's Kettering Family Education Center.
"It was one of the finest crystals made in the United
States," said Ryan of Centerville, a Heisey collector
with his wife, Hilda, since 1971 and a Heisey
historian.

Heisey wasn't hidden, Ryan said: "It was meant to
be used. They made barware, tableware, stemware,
animals, figurines. The glass was brilliant. Once
you held a piece of it, you had to have it." About 20
Heisey collectors will display their treasures.

The Carillon park show will have several highlights:
e Frank Wollenhaupt of Dayton will speak on the
Art of Glassmaking at 11 a.m. Sept. 13.

e Ryan will speak on the History of Heisey Glass at
11 a.m. Sept. 27 (Ryan also will speak to Carillon
members in a private preview Monday).

e A Glass Road Show, modeled on the popular
public television antiques program, will take place
from 9:30 a.am. to 2 p.m. Oct. 11. Area residents
that day are invited to bring in their old glass for
appraisals. (A $5 fee will benefit the Heisey
collector organizations.)

“PUMPKIN” PUNCH BOWwWL

#4058

How many of you have
heard of Heisey’s
“Pumpkin” punch bowl? |
have.

ad is shown with this article.
With Halloween being in the Fall, what better name
could have been selected for this style of punch bowl
presented in a Heisey ad that was published in the Fall.
If you previously thought of this Heisey punch bowl as
an apple, that name is now out and the name
“Pumpkin” is now in. Even the stem on the cover of
the punch bowl is more like a pumpkin stem.

The Pumpkin Punch Bowl is shown in only two Heisey
Catalogs; #211-16, circa 1935, and, #212-17, circa
1937. The punch bowl and 5 oz. punch cups were
given stock #4058. Virginia McLean’s Heisey Catalog
reprint is of #212-17, and the punch bowl and cup are
shown on page 115, if you care to see the picture.
This is the same as L. W. Promotions #212-17 Reprint.
Neither shows the punch bowl with an underplate like
in the ad. Based on the #4 catalog dates, the
production period for the pumpkin punch bowl is
estimated at 3 years, 1935 to 1937. As far as | know,
the punch bowl was made in crystal only.

The punch bowl, cover and punch cups are blown
during manufacture, and thus appear in the blown
glassware section of the two catalogs. Because the
three pieces were blown, none are signed with the
Diamond H. The stem on the cover and the handles
on the punch cups are all applied.

A pumpkin punch bowl and cover was on display for a
while at the HCA Museum in Newark, Ohio. The
measurements of that bowl are as follows: The
diameter of the bowl at its widest point is 11” and the
height of the bowl without the cover is 8 4”. The
overall height of the punch bow! with the cover on is
12 %", and the length of the stem as it curves around is
4 %", The bottom of the punch bowl is not ground or
polished. The bottom surface is slightly concaved
inward to assure that the bowl sits level. The cover has
a lip about an inch long that fits inside the bowl when
the cover is placed on top.

| estimated the size of the underplate by first measuring
the underplate diameter and the widest bow! diameter
in the 1935 ad, and then scaled-up the underplate
diameter based on the widest bowl diameter being
11”. The underplate was calculated to be about 17 to
18 inches in diameter. It is the #1476 18" “torque”
plate shown in Heisey Catalog 211, page 79. This is
the only Heisey Catalog that shows the 18” torque
plate. A copy of that page is shown in Vogel lll, page
127. A picture of the torque plate is also shown in the
March 1978 issue of the “Heisey News,” page 13.
There are some comments on the torque plate in the
Heisey Decorations article that accompanies the
picture. | have asked several Heisey experts if they
have seen one of the plates, and they have not.
Perhaps someone has. The 18” torque plate is pressed,
and it is my opinion that the plate is most likely not
signed with a Diamond H.

The picture of the pumpkin punch bowl in the 1935 ad
appears to show an optic in both the bowl and cover.
Heisey Catalogs #211-16 and #212-17 both mention
that the punch bowl and cover are in wide optic only.
The pumpkin punch bowl that was on display at the
HCA MUSEUM DOES NOT HAVE AN OPTIC. Based
on family history, the owner is positive that the punch
bowl was made by the Heisey Glass Company.
Therefore, even though the catalogs say wide optic
only, apparently some of the pumpkin punch bowls
were made without an optic. Look for the punch bowl
at the Heisey Display at the YWCA.

There was a water bottle in the early Heisey Catalogs
that had the same stock number 4058. Production of
the water bottle either ended sometime around 1924
or the bottle was given a different stock number. The
stock number 4058 was re-used 10 years later for the
pumpkin punch bowl and punch cups. *

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SUBMITTING ADS AND
ARTICLES FOR THE
NEWSLETTER

When preparing an ad or news item that you are
going to either E-mail or send as an attachment, here
are a few things you can do that will decrease the
time it takes us to do the Newsletter and make your
job a lot easier.

Do Not:

e Take the time to make things look justified in
your document

e Use multiple tabs or spaces to make things line
up

e Use small fonts that are hard to read

Do:

e Use at least a 12 point font or larger. This is
easier to read and the scanner can pick things up
better

Use two spaces after a period within a paragraph
Use a plain font such as Arial, or CG Omega if

possible

e Send as word document if sending as an
attachment

e Send pictures in a JPEG format whenever
possible

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ARE YOU HAVING PROBLEMS
RECEIVING YOUR NEWSLETTER?

Every month we get calls from members who do not
receive their Newsletters. Several things may account for
this.

We get nearly a dozen Newsletters returned to us because
we have bad addresses. We have to pay 70 cents each to
have these returned with the corrected address from the
Post Office. We then have to send out a second
Newsletter and pay first class postage.

HCA pays what is called a “Periodical Postage” rate.
According to our Representative at the Post Office
“...items sent periodical postage should be delivered after
first class, and BEFORE other normal bulk mail.” He
agrees, not all carriers understand or comply with this
procedure.

If you do not receive your Newsletter, contact your local
Post Master and bring it to their attention and ask they
make sure their carriers understand this and comply with
it.
