For those of us in the Tri-State club, Tom will always 
be remembered for his great sense of humor as well 
as his constant badgering of our fellow member Jim 
Cheadle.  Tom was the person that named my Dad 
“Mr. Emerald” because of his love for Heisey Emerald 
and even presented him with a baseball cap with that 
printed on it.  Tom also served as our auctioneer for 
the fundraising auctions that our group has twice a 
year.  His presence at our meetings will be greatly 
missed by all of us in Tri-State.  Tom’s dedication did 
not stop there.  He was a past Board of Directors 
member as well as past President of HCA and had 
served on several committees.  He also served as 
HCA’s legal advisor for many years.  I am sure many 
of you will remember Tom as a guest auctioneer at 
several of HCA’s benefit auctions as well as other 
functions.  He made fun of his own color blindness 
on the auction block with comments such as “They 
tell me that this is that pink stuff” or “I think this is that 
green stuff Walter Ludwig calls Moongleam”.  After 
his retirement earlier this year, Tom and Linda spent 
many hours helping wherever they were needed at 
the Museum he loved so very much.  When it came 
to HCA Tom was very one sided.  He put aside 
personal feelings and focused solely on what was best 
for the Museum and HCA.  Tom was quick to offer 
his opinion when asked and quicker to stand behind 
a friend in need.  It was in part, to Tom’s prodding 
that helped make my decision to run for the Board of 
Directors.  Tom was certainly one of the people I 
asked for guidance during my first term.  Every day 
was a celebration of life for Tom and he lived each 
one to its fullest.  His love of life was eclipsed only by 
the wife he cherished, the Museum he loved, and the 
Heisey glassware that was his passion.  He touched 
me with his friendship and quick wit as he did with 
anyone he met.  I have lost a good friend and mentor 
with Tom’s passing and I will miss him greatly. A 
memorial service was held on November 29 at the 
Reeb Funeral Home in Sylvania, Ohio celebrating 
Tom’s life.  
 
The Gulf Coast Heisey Club has also suffered a loss 
with the passing of John Pardee on October 29.  John 
and his wife Adele were members of the Rochester 
Heisey Club until they moved to Florida.  GCHC will 
miss his wonderful sense of humor at their meetings.  
John and Adele have collected Heisey’s older patterns 
for many years.  John was also an avid fan of trains.  
Virginia Johnson tells me that the telephone in their 
den whistles instead of the normal ring.  John had 
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suffered a stroke a year ago and had been in a care 
center until his passing.  A memorial service was held 
on November 7 commemorating John’s life. 
 
We have also learned of the deaths of two other HCA 
Members.  John Will has passed away, but I have no 
further details.   
 
Esther Culbertson passed away on November 12. 
Esther and her husband, Howard, were among the 
twenty original founders of HCA.  Our hearts and 
prayers go out to all of these families in their time of 
loss.

HEISEY WARES ON DISPLAY, 
LICKING BANK 
 
The third of the series of Newark manufactured 
products was placed on display today at the Licking 
County Bank.  Some weeks ago the management of 
this bank decided to place in their lobby for a period 
of two weeks, products manufactured in Newark.  
The first display was that of the E.T. Rugg Company, 
the second the Yaus & Baker Cigar Manufacturing 
Company.  The products placed on display today and 
which will remain on display for two weeks are some 
of the tableware pieces manufactured by the A.H. 
Heisey Glass Company.  This display is on a large 
table in the bank lobby and contains tableware such 
as dinner plates, bread and butter plates, salad dishes, 
goblets, wine sets, comports, flower bowls, and 
candelabra.  While a smaller table contains glassware 
suitable for serving thirst satisfying beverages, such as 
cocktail shakers, serving sets, and novelty pieces.  
The cutting, designing and engraving of the glassware 
on display are the work of Emil Krall, formerly court 
engraver for the Emperor Francis Joseph I of Austria.  
The cuttings are a reproduction of part of the old 
Egyptian and Byzantium which is called a period of 
modernistic.  Mr. Krall came to the Heisey Company 
in 1932 and installed the department of cutting and 
engraving.  His work met with speedy and popular 
demand until at the present time. He has 20 cutters 
and engravers employed in his department.  Mr. Krall 
is the only engraver and designer in the United States 
that is doing this particular kind of work.  Only 
recently a Columbus paper published a story of 
several columns about Mr. Krall and the particular 
kind of work he is doing at the Heisey plant.  Those 
interested in table glassware of quality will find an 
unusual interest in the inspection of this fine display 
which will remain in the bank lobby for two weeks. 
 
“I played “66” with him there in the royal court at 
Vienna”, the artist remembers, explaining that “66” is 
a game similar to pinochle.  For four years his life was 
such, filled with pomp and splendor of old Europe, 
touched with the luster of power and fine glass, 
replete with the glamour of the purple and fine. 
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But he wanted to get out.  He wanted to make money 
he could handle and spend.  And when as American 
Glass manufacturer, Drummond Libby of the Libby-
Owens Glass Company, Toledo, Ohio happened 
across him one day, he accepted the proffered job to 
work in America, two years prior to the time his 
commission was up. 
 
In 1906 he arrived in Toledo where he worked two 
years in the Libby shop.  But union workers objected 
to the artist, who made so much more than they and 
Krall was dismissed, to be re-hired as a private worker 
for Libby. 
 
During the next 18 years he remained in Toledo, then 
went to manage a Cleveland mirror factory, where he 
stayed seven years.  In 1931, he came to the Heisey 
plant in Newark, from which place he has only 
branched out independently during the past month. 
 
Now he’s temporarily situated in his little studio 
outside the residence at North Cedar Street, and he’ll 
take you out to watch the stone wheelwork, if you 
want to go.  Furthermore, he’ll cut a highly plumed 
bird with a full petaled rose on the glass while you 
wait. 
 
So let’s go into the studio.  It has three wheels-the 
stone wheel, the copper wheel and the cutting wheel.  
The stone wheel cuts the average design, the copper 
wheel does the intricately laced work, and the cutting 
wheel does the heavier gouges, like the kind, which 
appear in the cut glass. 
 
Then the craftsman puts his two sand bag pillows on 
the wooden table, leans his arms into them, lights a 
cigarette, turns on the power, holds the glass up 
under the stone and merrily goes to work. 
 
Water from an improvised funnel drips constantly on 
the goblets-because without it, the stone would split 
the glass into a thousand pieces-and under the soapy 
foam that pours off to the tray to the table below 
grows the picture the artist is engraving. 
 
He uses no pattern, it’s all in his mind.  It’s true, 
however, when he first lays out a new design, he 
does it in red pencil on the initial piece of the set.  
After that, the pictures on the glasses come up 
identical twins with the first-and he explains the feat 
as “just part of the business. 

Above the whirl and the occasional shrill scream of 
the stone on glass, he talks politics, of how “Hitler 
must be doing something good or they wouldn’t all 
be for him,” of how the crest with the elephants and 
the lions in it which he did for the Prince of Siam was 
the hardest job he ever undertook, of the millions of 
designs he’s made and the $1,500 goblet he 
decorated, of the countless things which his old 
country charm make doubly interesting. 
 
The copper wheel he says must be used with emery 
(fine German emery) and oil rather than water, which 
must be applied with “da finger,” instead of through 
the funnel. 
 
“I rather work with the copper,” he elucidates,” 
because it is finer, more plastic.”  Then he explains 
the ring of the glass-lead and silver make it that way-
and Heisey glass rings clearest of all. 
 
He smiles and wipes off the glass. You see the design 
of the bird and the rose. It is yours, he says, with his 
continental chivalry-yours to take home and keep. 
 
He is the last of the masters.  But his sons, Otto, 260 
Boylston Avenue, and Emil, Jr. Buckeye Lake, and his 
nephew Anton, Corning, N.Y. have learned the art 
and they will carry it on. 
 
So from the Royal House of Austria comes the royal 
art of the America.  Emil Krall, citizen, loves both it 
and his new country-his America for 25 years. He 
would never give up either-unless the Hapsburgs 
should come back to Austria. 
 
He sighs, ”But that is out of the question-.” 
 
And he polishes the glass in his hand. ♥ 
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An Interesting Piece of Heisey 
Glassware ….

417 Double Rib and Panel Cocktail 
Carafe 
 
There is a catalog picture of this piece on page 392 of 
The Collector’s Encyclopedia of Heisey Glass 1925-
1938 by Neila Brederhoft, but to really appreciates 
the piece it needs to be seen live.  This piece is 
currently located in the museum in cabinet G1 C11/L 
(thanks to recent efforts by our volunteer curators all 
cabinets now have codes) located in the first floor of 
the Museum.  This piece was acquired for the 
museum from the estate of the late Tim Heisey. 
 
The carafe appears to be a 1 pint vessel that was used 
to mix drinks of the era.  Neila Bredehoft lists 
production dates for the piece as 1935-1937.  The 
addition of a metal pop-in pouring lid with two 
prongs to the piece makes it ideal for making the 
perfect mixed cocktail popular during the period 
immediately after the repeal of prohibition. 
 
 
 

 
 
The piece measures 6” tall and 2 ½” diameter across 
the base.  The diameter of the top opening is 2 ¼”.  
The top opening includes a small formed pour-in 
spout.  The carafe is divided into two sections by a 
recessed line 3 ¾” above the bottom.  Above this line 
there is a paneled optic effect dividing the area into 
16 sections.  Below the line the area is divided by 
vertical ribs which define the Double Rib and Panel 
pattern.  There are four narrow panels ¾” wide 
separated by 4 wider panels 1 ½” wide.  Within each 
of the narrow panels there are graduated markings 
that are probably 2 ounce measurements.  These 
markings are at 1 ½”, 2 ¼”, and 3” above the bottom.  
The markings do not include lettering denoting the 
measurements.  The only other pieces of Heisey I can 
think of that has measurement markings are the Flat 
Panel measuring cup and a few of the french dressing 
bottles. 
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We are lucky in that the carafe we have in the 
museum still retains its original metal lid.  This lid has 
a narrow slot running through the metal oposite the 
pouring spout.  This would have allowed for 
smoother pouring allowing air into the carafe as 
liquid was poured out.  On the bottom of the lid in 
the spout section is impress “US PAT NO 1702243, 
OTHER PATS PEND”.  A single narrow band of metal 
is attached to the bottom of the lid forming two spring 
like prongs that allow for a tight fit onto the glass 
carafe.  It is doubtful that this was a Heisey Company 
assigned patent.  Heisey probably purchased the parts 
from another manufacturer. 
 

 
 
This is a rare piece of unmarked Heisey that could be 
waiting for you next time you visit a flea market or 
antique show.  Keep your eyes open for it.  ♥

HEISEY’S LITTLE THINGS 
AN INTRODUCTION 
Louise Ream 
 
People often ask me, “What do YOU collect?”  That 
makes me ask MYSELF, “Yes, what do you collect?”  
I think that the most accurate answer would be, 
‘HEISEY, in general”, because we love it all and 
have been collecting for many, many years. 
 
For instance, I never MEANT to collect pitchers, yet 
we probably have 25 or more.  I certainly didn’t 
intend to collect creams and sugars, but last night 
when I was preparing to take a few to a club 
meeting I found that I had at least 35 sets. 
 
If they say bring all of your ashtrays to a meeting I 
can gather up a sizeable number.  Cordials, oh yes!  
Goblets, sure.  Wines, yes, again.  Cuttings are our 
favorite but how about all of those etchings.  
Patterns – we HAD to HAVE one of each at least.  
Colors, right on, let’s have them all.  Rarities, yes 
indeed! 
 
But one field I particularly enjoy is “Heisey’s Little 
Things.”  Heisey did not set out to make a category 
of “little things” but they did create a large group of 
items that fit this description very well, and it is one 
of the most delightful areas of collecting.  Even if 
one has them all, the collection can be housed in a 
very small space.   
 
If you’ve been to the Convention in the past years, 
you’ve seen our “miniature collection” on display at 
least three times in two glass cabinets.  They have 
always attracted a lot of attention. 
 
There is scarcely a Heisey pattern, which does not 
contain at least one item, which will fit into the 
“Little Things” classification.  Many of these still can 
be purchased at reasonable prices, and you can have 

a versatile collection even in the smallest home and 
they ARE fun! 
 
The first things which came to mind for this 
collection are the little salt dips and the varied nut 
cups.  But then toothpick holders are small.  How 
about butter pats?  Shot glasses?  Salts and peppers?  
Coasters?  Mustard jars are little!  Then there are all 
of those individual creams and sugars.  By stretching 
your imagination you can include small ashtrays, 
individual decanters, tiny lavender or horseradish 
jars, favor vases, and toy candlesticks and beer mugs 
{there are only two of the latter}.  Then perhaps the 
most delightful of all – the cordial!  Cordials are just 
miniature goblets and oh, so cute….  You could 
collect at least 40 of these in the early pressed 
patterns alone.  Crème de Menthes and pony 
brandies with their long slim bowls, holding about 
3/4 oz., enhances the cordial collection.  And I 
could still go on and on!  If it is LITTLE it is one of 
“Heisey’s Little Things” and you’ll have a ball 
searching for them. 
 
Would you believe that I can add up at least 400 
items in our collection, which I consider “Little 
Things” and that doesn’t include duplicates on many 
of them.   
 
So far I haven’t collected the little plates made in 
most patterns but the classification could easily 
stretch to include them as well.  You can see that 
your search for these things can keep you occupied 
for many years. 
 

BEGINNING YOUR COLLECTION 
 
For starters let’s discuss the “Little Things” in 
Heisey’s first pattern, #1201 Fandango.  The first ad 
for this pattern was in January 1, 1896, even before 
Heisey opened its own factory in April of that year.  
The ad was in the trade journal, China, Glass & 
Lamps.  Heisey had its own mold makers but the 
first samples were made at the Robinson Glass Co., 
in Zanesville, Ohio. 
 
While 1200 Cut Block comes first in the numerical 
sequence, and both of these patterns were 
advertised in China, Glass & Lamps, on the same 
date, Fandango was first in the magazine.  I suppose 
it is for this reason that the Heisey Co. always listed 
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Fandango, {which they only really referred to as 
#1201}, as their first pattern. 
 
The salt dip is, of course, the first thing you think of 
as miniature, but there is also a butter pat.  Very 
strangely the design on the salt dip is small, in 
keeping with its size, but on the butter pat it is 
almost full size. 
 
There is also a darling individual cream and sugar 
and horseradish in this pattern plus a small wine and 
toothpick and several salts and peppers.  Remember, 
Fandango is EARLY, it’s OLD, and since it has so 
many points, many items are chipped. 
 
You may also find pieces of 1201 with gold 
decorations but it never came in any color but 
crystal.  Since this pattern IS so early you will never 
find a diamond H on any piece of it.  The mark was 
not used at all prior to late 1900, and was not in 
general use until late 1901, when it was registered. 
 
Now that you know where to start, you are on your 
own!  More next month.

I may be calling this wrong but the Waverly Salt and 
peppers with Orchid Etch pictured here appear to be 
“gold encrusted” as opposed to being just over-
painted with gold paint.  If you’re familiar with gold 
painted Heisey you are aware that the finished 
product looks flat and is confined mostly to edges 
and outlining.  Those of you, on the other hand, 
who are aware of Cambridge Glass know that what 
their collectors call “gold encrusted” is highly prized 
and the gold decoration is imbedded in the etching 
– much as it appears to be in these salt and peppers. 
 
I had a call from Craig Kratchovil (he’s the fellow 
who came up with the “Harvard” decorated cocktail 
shaker we featured last month).  He asked if Heisey 
ever made gold encrusted pieces as Cambridge did.  
I confessed that I didn’t know if they had but didn’t 
recall every seeing a piece that could be called 
“Gold Encrusted.”  He E-mailed a photo and the salt 
and peppers did indeed appear to be gold encrusted 
but I hesitated.  Pictures can deceive and I’ve been 
led down the garden path more than once. 
 
We arranged to meet.  Craig unwrapped his prize 
and I looked at them but couldn’t think of a thing to 
say that would allow me to avoid committing 
myself.  They sure look gold encrusted and unlike 
any Heisey decoration I’m familiar with. 
 
I don’t know how etchings are gold encrusted or 
even if an outside decorator did these pieces (though 
I’m sure someone in the Heisey fraternity will 
enlighten us).

This is 

easier to read and the scanner can pick things up 
better 

• Use two spaces after a period within a paragraph 
• Use a plain font such as Arial, or CG Omega if 

possible 
• Send as word document if sending as an 

attachment 
• Send pictures in a JPEG format whenever

HCA pays what is called a “Periodical Postage” rate.

He 
agrees, not all carriers understand or comply with this 
procedure.
