Heisey could be of two minds (or three, or four) about a pattern. Hamlet had nothing on
them. The company could throw several disparate items into one pattern, leaving us
searching for what may have been the common thread. Other times, items that were so
similar that surely they should go together were instead given wholly separate identities,
as though they were placed in some witness protection program.

Around 1930, when it came time to assign pattern number 1403, they decided to label a
sugar and cream set with that number. When a perfectly good grapefruit dish with
precious little of the same design elements needed a number, someone (with a short
memory or poor record-keeping skills) put it under 1403 also. Heisey never gave the pieces
names. We know the sugar and cream as Half Circle and the grapefruit as Dowager.

Maybe someone had the idea of making a breakfast set. If that was the case, nothing
seems to have come of it. The grapefruit was never marketed with the sugar and cream,; it
wasn’t even made in any colors. The cream and sugar were made in the usual triumvirate
of the early 1930’s, Moongleam, Flamingo, and Sahara, along with the harder-to-find
crystal. Neither Half Circle nor Dowager are all that common, but with a little patience
they will turn up.

Half Circle (fig. 1) is hard to track down even in the Heisey literature. We have at least one
price list (from 1933) that mentions the pattern number, but without illustration or
description. By the time Price List 211 came out in 1935, there was no listing for #1403.
When Vogel first encountered the pattern, he named it and assigned it #7023. By the time
HCA had purchased the moulds, we had proof of the original pattern number. The moulds
for both sugar and cream still sit in the warehouse.
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Boston and Sandwich clearly influenced the designer of the Half Circle pattern. The
flowery badge on the side, the snail-spiraled handles, the leafy base (fig. 2), and even the
nested curved ribs that give the pattern its name, all these are classic mid-19th century
design elements. The first half of the 1400 range, after all, is one of the places where we
find the Sandwich-like patterns. (Look to the mid-1200’s to find the lacy stippled plates;
Sandwich-inspired candlesticks will be in the lower 100’s.)

Half Circle is a pressed pattern, handle and foot in one part with the body, with only a
little nip of a tool to enhance the spout of the cream. There may have been some other
tooling after removing from the mould. For one thing, the width across the top varies more
than in many patterns. In some sets, the sugar is wider, in others the cream is wider.
Some examples are roughly the same height from stem to stern, but others dip down
slightly at the midpoint, and this is true for both sugars and creams. The pieces were fire
polished, no grinding. They are marked underneath.

The Dowager grapefruit (fig. 3) seems to have been made later than the Half Circle sugar
and cream, even though the number indicates otherwise. Relying solely on the pattern
number, one would think that Dowager should have been made starting around 1930. I
have seen it listed in factory material, however, only from around 1938 and forward into
the war years. By that time, the Half Circle cream and sugar set was no longer offered.
There is at least one reference that places Dowager in 1928, when Art Deco still reigned
supreme. Judging from the Moderne style of the piece, 1938 looks more probable and I'd
guess the 1928 date is a typographical error. Either that, or I've simply failed to find
earlier documentation when someone else had better luck.

Regardless, Dowager has no apparent relationship with Half Circle other than the pattern
number. I called the styling Moderne, but in fact the combination of concentric curves in
an arch effect combined with the vertical ribs is not unlike some designs of the 1860’s and
70’s. (Even similarly ribbed Crystolite has its roots in that time, despite its undeniably
Moderne credentials.) Fully pressed, the grapefruit is marked on the bottom of the fire-
polished foot.

Bradley, Ryan, and Ryan list the Dowager grapefruit in their stemware book, although
calling this plump, footed piece a “stem” is perhaps stretching the point. It is also about
the right size and shape to serve as a mayonnaise dish, and I’'m sure it was sold that way
more than once. No other piece was ever made in the pattern. The mould for Dowager
doesn’t seem to have survived; at least, it is not recorded in the HCA holdings.

Neither the Half Circle cream and sugar nor the Dowager grapefruit are known for
decorations. The frosted example of the grapefruit shown here may well have been done in
the Heisey factory, but is not documented.

As before, each member and household member can donate any amount of Heisey
glassware and can consign up to forty (40) lots each. There is no limit to the number of items in each lot and
we are encouraging each consignor to size each lot so it is valued at more than $25.00. The Auction
Committee reserves the right to modify lots but will do so sparingly. Please note that for this auction we
accept glass made from Heisey moulds by other manufacturers. Glass not made from Heisey moulds will not
be sold and will be returned at the consignor's expense or become a donation to HCA.

Please read over the auction agreement carefully, for once it is signed, it is an agreement between you and
HCA. Please use the packing list to list items and group them into lots as you wish them to be. Each box
should have its own packing list. Remember to put a "D" beside the lot number(s) on the packing lists for
those lots you wish to donate to HCA. Please be certain the packing lists include ALL of your items and that
you fill in each line completely - Pattern #/Name, description, cut/etch, color, if marked, glass condition, and
guantity. Please, completely fill out two copies of the auction contract and sign and date each copy. Place
them, along with two complete sets of packing lists, in the first box you submit. We will return one signed
copy to you. Those who donate glass will be given a donation slip after the auction to use at tax time.

The success of this auction depends on the quality and quantity of glass consigned and donated. FYI, our
auction committee has been rejecting damaged, chipped, scratched and cloudy pieces with the goal of
improving the quality of glass at our auctions. We are requesting that you send (donate, consign) GOOD,
DAMAGE FREE GLASS. Please look through your Heisey and donate and/or consign some to us to help
support YOUR Museum. Consignments and donations for the Auction must be received by Monday,
January 15, 2018.

the National Heisey Glass Museum.

Consignments:

All items consigned for sale or donated are to be made by A. H. Heisey and Company or by other manufacturers using
Heisey moulds. The owner/ consignor / member, hereafter referred to as the owner, agrees to accept all responsibility
for providing merchantable title for all glass sold.

Each owner may consign a maximum of forty (40) lots to the auction. A list of glass being consigned or donated and
prepared by the owner is attached as an integral part of this contract. There is no limit on the number of items in each
lot, but HCA retains the right to increase / decrease size / make up of each lot. Each owner may donate an unlimited
number of lots to HCA for sale at the auction. HCA, however, at its discretion, will consign donated items for auction,
add donated items to the museum collection, and/or sell donated items in the museum shop.

The HCA Auction Committee is authorized to reject any glass not deemed acceptable for this auction. These items may
be returned to the consignor if they desire, at their expense. Otherwise, these items become the property of HCA.

Commission:
Owners of glassware to this sale will be charged on the following sliding scale of commission per lot: $5.00-$50.00 =
40%; $50.01-$200.00 = 30%; $200.01-$400.00 = 20%; $400.01-$750.00 = 15%; $750.01 and over = 10%.

Settlement:

Payments (settlement) to the owner for glass sold will be made in full not later than fifteen days after the completed
auction from the HCA Auction Trust Account. Said account is set up and operated consistent with ORC Section
4707.024. The owner and HCA agree that no other payments will be required to be made in less than fifteen days. HCA
will pay expenses including auction site rental, advertising fees related to this auction from its commission from this
account. Collection of funds, bad checks, debts, and unpaid auction lots is the responsibility of HCA.

Responsibility:

It is the responsibility of the owner to deliver the glassware to the National Heisey Glass Museum on or by
January 15, 2018. HCA accepts responsibility for the glass after it is received at the Museum and until it is sold
except that any glass damaged in shipment to the Museum will be referred to the shipper and owner. All glass
damaged or lost while in the possession of HCA prior to sale will be valued by a qualified appraiser or appraisers
and the owner will be paid on this basis, less commission.
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Auction and Bidding:

The auction will be a reserve auction. A reserve auction means an auction in which the owner or agent of the owner
reserves the right to establish a minimum opening bid, the right to accept or reject any or all bids, or the right to with-
draw the real or personal property (lot) at any time prior to the completion of the auction by the auctioneer.

HCA and the owner agree that:

1) the items will be sold to the highest bidder without reserve,

2) HCA and/or its auctioneer, has the right to accept or reject any or all bids,

3) HCA has the right to establish a minimum opening bid,

4) the owner may not withdraw the lot(s) at any time prior to the completion of the auction,
5) in the event no bids are received on a lot, that lot becomes a donation to HCA.

The minimum opening bid per lot is $5.00 with a minimum bidding increment at the discretion of the auctioneer.

The owner and HCA both agree that absentee bids will be accepted by HCA. The minimum absentee bid on a lot will
be $15.00 with a minimum opening bid of $5.00. Absentee bids are bids left by buyers prior to the auction and are exe-
cuted in a competitive manner. Per HCA policy, HCA does not use the full bid amount as a starting bid. Bidding is
initiated in the audience and then offered on behalf of the absentee bidder at the next increment continuously until bid-
ding has stopped. (Example: Absentee bidder leaves a bid with a maximum amount of $500.00. After item is sold
through competitive bidding, the absentee bidder is successful for $325.00.) HCA reserves the right to accept or reject
any and all absentee bids. HCA is not responsible for misfiled bids that are not executed.

The owner or a person on behalf of the owner may make a bid on a lot the owner consigns or has donated if the auc-
tion is a reserve auction and the auctioneer provides full disclosure before bidding that the owner retains the right to
bid. Absent this disclosure, owners cannot bid or have others bid on their behalf on their own consigned or donated
items. Said bidding would constitute bid rigging and be in violation of ORC 4707.023.

General Auction Terms and Conditions:
All lots are sold in numerical cataloged order.

Payment: Cash, travelers check, certified check or personal check or money order with proper ID. Visa, MasterCard, and Discover Cards
are accepted. 5% buyers premium. Buyers premium deleted for cash or check payment. Cash only payment may be specified for indi-
vidual bidders at HCA’s request.

HCA has endeavored to describe all items to the best of their ability; however this is not a warranty.

All items are sold as is and where is. The auctioneer has the right to make any verbal corrections at the time of sale and to provide addi-
tional information. Inspection is welcomed during preview and before the item is sold.

In the case of a disputed bid the auctioneers have the authority to settle disputes to the best of their ability and their decision(s) is/are final.
Resale of items will be handled at the auctioneer’s discretion.

The auctioneer has the right to set opening bids and reject any bid raise not in line with established bid increments. Items are sold without
reserve, unless advertised otherwise.

All sales are final and all items must be paid for each day of sale. A moving and storage fee may be assessed for items not picked up within
seven (7) calendar days after the last day of sale of the auction.

Buyers assume full responsibility for items once they are sold unless otherwise specified by HCA or the auctioneer. Buyer must have re-
ceipt in hand to pick up items.

HCA (an auction firm) and all auctioneers used by HCA are licensed by the Ohio Department of Agriculture and bonded in favor of the
state.

This pattern, sometimes known as Horn of Plenty, was first made about 1933. It is a short pattern
group consisting of candleholders, vases and a floral bowl all in the shape of footed cornucopias.
The glass is unusually clear and bright, closely resembling Crystolite. Rounded ribs extend upward
from the curled tip of the upright cornucopia, gradually widening to form a flared top with a
scalloped effect. The base is slightly leaf shaped and is also ribbed. Most items examined have
been signed on the underneath side of the domed base, though sometimes the mark is rather faint.

Sizes range from a 2 inch candlestick, 5, 7, and 9 inch vases to an eleven inch round floral bowl.
There is also a low 2 light candlestick, sometimes seen with the prisms.

These items are most often seen in clear crystal but were also made in Sahara and Cobalt and
have been seen in Moongleam, Hawthorne, and Flamingo. The latter three would be extremely
rare and any of the colors are desirable additions to your collection.

Imperial has reproduced this pattern in at least one item in Verde green, which is sort of an olive
green and in no way resembles a Heisey color. The item seen was a vase in one of the larger
sizes, and it was signed with the Diamond H. It was a beautiful piece and worthy of being added to
your signed collection of Heisey by Imperial.

This pattern has also been seen in a very poor quality of yellowish crystal, unsigned and of
unknown origin. For your protection you should avoid buying this very inferior glass.

BUT what does
one think as you approach the front and there is a fountain with a Greek Key punch bowl filled with a lovely fall flower
arrangement??? Look around and there's Heisey pieces to the right and left embedded in the landscaping front and back!
